The Business Plan of the Lead Paint AlRanc: was developedin response to resolution 11 /4/8
adopted by the second session of the international Confer ence on Chemicals Management
{ICCM) in 20089, 1t provides a road map describing the strategies, maestonesand means of
achieving the goal and overall objective of the Global Aliance to Eiminate Lead Paint,, including
targets for acompishments by the year 2020 1t isaddressed toall persons and arganizations
interested in ontributing to the work of the Aliance.

The Action Plan for 2015-16 highlights the need for near-term offorts, in particutar by national
govemments around the world to phase out the use oflead paints, with special attention to
eliminating lead decorative paints and in paints for ather apgii cations mest fikedy to contribute
to childhood lead exposure. New laws and regulations should establish legal limits on the lead
content of these paints, by sither banaing lead additives and seversly imiting the total amount
of lzad content. Such adtions in countries where legal imits ar & nat currently in place will help
prevent néw exposur e to lead from paint, especally for children in homes and schooks. where
demrative lead paint i still ised. Regulatory eontrols on ather aategories or uses of paint
should alsobe mnsdered
