daily high of around 30°C and low of 25°C. 

 

Seychelles is 4 hours ahead of GMT, 3 hours ahead of British summer time and 2 hours ahead of 

European summer time.  

9. Electricity Supply 

 

The standard voltage is 240 V. The standard frequency is 50 Hz. The power sockets that are used are of
