Statement by Mr. Lirim Selfo:
Chairman of the
Committee of Environmental Protection
of Albania

Honorable President of the Conferencs,
Honorable Ministers,

Distinguished Delegates,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

First of all | would like to congratulate Mr. Jose Borrell for his election as President of
the Conference. ltis a special pleasure for me on behalf of the Albanian Government to have
the opportunity to greet the proceedings of the Plentipotentiaries Conference here in the
beautiful city of Barcelona. | also avail myself of the opportunity to thank the Spanish
Government and also the authority of Catalonia for the hospitality and the excellent
organisation of the meeting and the Conference.

The protection of the Mediterranean Sea from pollution regarding its peculiarity as a
closed sea and the foreseen economic and social developments in the region, put forward the
imperative of taking measures, the implementation of which by the Parties in the Barcelona
Convention will orientate the future developments in the road of sustainable development and
will enable the survival of this ecosystem.

The ability to repair and prevent the environmental pollution and damages requires
that the same importance be given to ecological structures and probiems as to the economic
ones. The environmental component should be clearly defined in the sectorial policies of
every Ministry or any other central institution as an integral part of the development, policies

which among others should be more orientated towards prevention than restoration of
damages.

Albania as a Mediterranean country and Party to the Barcelona Convention, since
1990, after the Democratic Government came into power, has showed an increasing interest
and commitment to environmental problems in the national and international context. Taking
into account the fact that we inherited almost nothing from the past, important steps have
been undertaken in the last three years in relation of institutional strengthening and
establishment of a contemporary framework for the environmental protection.

Under the conditions of evident lacking in the adequate environmental policies, during
1992/1983 in cooperation with the World Bank, the Environmental Strategy Study was carried
out. This study later served as the basis for the development of the National Environmental
Action Plan (NEAP), approved by the Albanian Government in January 1994. Generally, this
plan addresses the present major environmental issues of the country and provides short,
medium and long term solutions for a period of up to five years.

The Parliament and Government have approved laws on environmental protection,
forestry, hunting and fishery and other governmental decisions like that on hazardous wastes.
In the meantime, the draft laws on the National Environmental Funds and Environmental
Impact Assessment have been prepared. Albania has already signed the Convention of

Biodiversity, Convention of Climate Change, RAMSAR Convention and, also all the Protocols
of the Barcelona Convention.

Thus. in order to precede the economic and social developments in coastal zone, a
potential area regarding its rich biodiversity and a priority one in the development pregrammes
of the government, complex studies and projects have been undertaken with the participation
of intemnational organisations such as the World Bank, UNEP, Eurcpean Union and
involvement of Albanian institutions.

The main goal of these programmes will be the preservation of ecological integrity
through the establishment of ecolegical sustainable limits for resources and ailso the
promotion of the conservation of the Albanian biodiversity which will have a broader impact
in the context of the Adriatic and icnian Seas. On the basis of these studies the National
Coastal Zone Action Plan and Programme of investments for this zone will be developed.
Also, special projects related to the environmentai protection and nature conservation in the
coastal zone have already started or will start in the second half of this year.

Madam Chairperson, Ladies and Gentlemen,

The cencrete implementation, in time and quality of these studies and projects will
assure a sustainable development to this small coast of the Mediterranean and will harmonise
the requirements of the local population with protection from poilution and biodiversity
conservation, now and in the future.

This will be a concrete contribution to the attempts made by all Parties in the
Barcelona Convention for the enforcement of legal acts including these which will be adopted
by this Conference on the twentieth anniversary of the Convention for the protection of the
Mediterranean Sea, our commonweaith.

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Pour ce qui nous concerne, nous qui sommes ici réunis autour de cette Mer ot la
géographie et I'histoire se sont entreméléss pour faire naitre et mourir des civilisations qui
ontrayenné sur le monde, selon le mot de Michel Batisse, dans catte région dotée d’un climat
et de paysages sans pareil, les hommes, plus qu'ailleurs, doivent se sentir liés par un
héritage incomparable et un environnement commun.

lls doivent ceuvrer ensemble pour préserver cette région dont Poriginalité est
exceptionnelle car nuile part, la nature n'a autant faconné les hommes, et les hommes & leur
tour n'ont autant pesé sur la nature.

Pour entrer dans une logique de développement durable, 'Algérie s'est dotée d'une
loi-cadre des février 1983 relative & la protection de I'environnement et qui stipule que la
politique nationale en la matiére tend a:

- la protection, la restauration et la valorisation des ressources naturelles,
- la prévention et la lutte contre toutes formes de nuisances,
- 'amélioration du cadre et de la qualité de la vie.

La protection de environnement est désormais une exigence fondamentale de fa
politique nationzle de développement économique et social.

Le contexte créé par les réformes économiques, outre d'excellentes perspectives
d'intégration des préoccupations en matiére de protection de I'environnement et les objectifs
économiques que nous nous proposons d'atteindre, sont compatibles avec nos objectifs
communs.

De plus, application du principe du "pollueur-payeur”, auque! le Gouvemnement
algérien adhere pleinement, foumit des incitations supplémentaires pour une meilleure
protection de I'environnement.

La stratégie nationale dans ce domaine repose prioritairement sur les éléments
suivants:

- te renforcement institutionnel et juridique,
- le contréle de la pollution,
- les mesures d'incitation économique.
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Ces élements seront naturellement congus de maniére & compléter la politique
économique, promouvoir Putilisation des technologies propres et efficaces et encourager les
investissements dans ce domaine.

Monsieur le Président, Mesdames, Messieurs,

En partant de ces exigences et dans le cadre du renforcement institutionnel, mon pays
vient de se doter d'un haut Conseil de 'environnement et du développement durable, présidé
par le Chef du gouvernement et composé des ministres directement concernés et de

personnalités hautement qualifiées en matiére d'environnement et connues pour leur action
en faveur de sa protection.

Ce haut conseil constitue un espace de réflexion, de concertation et d’arbitrage pour

toutes les questions liées a la conception et a la mise en oceuvre de la peiitique nationale de
protection de I'environnement.

Le Gouvernement algérien a, en outre, érigé la structure de environnement en une
Direction Générale rattachée a un Ministere de souveraineté, dotée de toutes les prérogatives
de puissance publique et d’'une entieére autonomie de fonctionnement.

La Direction Génerale de I'environnement assurera la coordination et la formulation
de la politique nationale de I'environnement.

Le Gouvernement algérien a également institué au niveau de chaque collectivité
territoriale un inspectorat de I'environnement dont la mission consiste principalement a veiller
a 'application des lois et reglements ayant trait & la protection de I'environnement.

Dans le domaine du contrdle et de la prévention de la pollution, nous envisageons dés
janvier 1996 une action dans les zones industrielles du nord-est du pays. Cette action
s'étendra par la suite a 'ensemble du territoire national.

Nous avons déja entrepris 'amélioration du cadre législatif et réglementaire et
programmé la formation d'ingénieurs hautement qualifiés ainsi que la mise en place des
équipements nécessaires a une action efficace.

Par ailleurs, I'Algérie est sur le point de ratifier la Convention sur la déserﬁﬁcation’

aprés celle relative a la biodiversité. Notre adhésion a la Convention de Béle interviendra
sous peu.

Nous comptons participer de maniére active & toute action internationale dans le
domaine de la préservation de environnement et du développement durable.

Monsieur le Président, Mesdames, Messieurs, Honorables délégués,

L'Algérie constitue, comme vous le savez, un élément essentiel sur 'échiquier
méditerrranéen.

Mon pays, aprés une guerre d'indépendance longue, douloureuse et 6 combien
colteuse en vies humaines, s'est lancé dans une politique de développement économique
et social qui a constitué une référence pour 'ensemble des pays du tiers monde. Des
déséquilibres sociaux et une explosion démographique sans précédent ont été utilisés pour
déstabiliser I'Algérie et pour mettre en péril sa démocratie naissante et pour la ramener vers
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les ténébres du Moyen-Age. C'est ainsi que des forces occultes encouragent et manipulent
un extrémisme religieux rétrograde étranger & I'lslam et dont mon pays n'a malheureusement

pas le monopole. D'autres pays, d'autres religions ont aussi leurs extrémismes actifs ou
latents.

Je voudrais ici, du haut de cefte tribune, transmettre un message d'espoir. L'Algérie
éternelle sortira grandie de cette période douloureuse de son histoire. Je voudrais aussi que
nos amis et nos fréres sachent que notre faibiesse ne peut en aucun cas éire la source de
leur force.

C’est pourquoi nous sommes persuadés que nous pouvons compter sur la solidarité
agissante de fous pour que soit préservée chez nous cette démocratie dont nous sommes
flers, comme nous sommes fiers de la liberté de la presse, du multiparisme et de la diversité
des opinions qui s'expriment et s’affirment quotidiennement.

Nous comptons dans les prochains mois renouer avec le processus électoral pour
redcnner la parole au peuple dans des conditions telles que la sérénité du scrutin ne souffrira
d’aucune contrainte.

Monsieur le Président, Mesdames et Messieurs les Ministres. Heonorables délégués,

Cette ville magnifique de Barcelone abritera en novembre prochain la Conférence
euromediterranéenne qui constituera pour nous un événement majeur.

Nes voisins de Iz rive nord de la Méditerranée qui ont avec nous, en commun, des
millénaires d’histoire auront, j'en suis persuadé, & coeur de faire prendre conscience & leurs
partenaires de 'Union européenne, de la dimension méditerranéenne de 'Europe quine peut
en aucun cas évoluer dans le concert mondial sans 'héritage du Sud qui constitue l'un des
fondements de la civilisation universelle.

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Statement by Dr Viktor Simon¢ic

Mr. Chairman,
Your Excellencies,

Ministers and Representatives of the governments of Mediterranean countries,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

The development of cooperation among Mediterranean countries has come a long way
in twenty years during which the dramatic aggression on the marine and coastal environment
were made. The adoption of the Mediterranean Action Plan, the Barcelona Convention and
its Protocols twenty years ago was the beginning of a period of cooperation among coastal
countries all over the world and the first announcement of what is today called sustainable
development. Those documents and their implementation have became a model approach
to marine and coastal area protection in more than ten major regional seas in the world.

" The symptoms of climatic changes and the ozone layer depletion, the need to preserve
the bio-diversity, endangerment of seas and waters that the environment may be preserved
only by integration interdevelopment process and other recent concepts and knowledge about
aggressional environment and the ways to combat it by means of new technologies, have
necessitated the adaption of the long term MAP policy and the provisions of the Barcelona
Convention and its Protocols to new viewpoints and the reorientation towards the future for
a longer period of time.

The immense task of adjusting the implementation of MAP Phase Il to new viewpoints
is behind us, the proposal of the Barcelona Resolution covering orientation for longer period
of time has been proposed, whereas the proposal to modify the Barcelona Convention and
its Protocols has been adjusted to new circumstances. For all this preparatory work we would
like to thank primarily UNEP as the secretariat of the Barcelona Convention and to its
Coordinating Unit in Athens, but also to the Spanish Govemment which enabled through
preparatory work for the adjustment of the Barcelona Conventions and its Protocols and made
it possible for the twentieth anniversary of MAP, the Barcelona Convention and its Protocols
to be held in the same city, the city of brilliant maritime tradition, where this historical event
took place twenty years ago.

We would also like to thank all experts of the Contracting Parties who participated in
this highly responsible work. Our special thanks are due to the Tunisian Government which
made it possible to discuss the Agenda 21 for the Mediterranean at a number of conferences
and for preparing the corresponding documents, facilitating to a great extent the work that is
presently coming to its end and that needs to be finalised.

Mr. Chairman,

Since the very beginning in 1975, Croatian experts have taken part in the activities of
adopting and implementing MAP and the Barcelona Convention and its Protocols. Since 1979
the Regional Activity Centre for the Priority Action Programme has been located in Spiit, a
town on the Croatian coast of the Adriatic. As of 22nd May 1992, the Republic of Croatia
became a full member of the United Nations and has since then consequently become a full
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member of almost all organisations within the U.N. system. Since 1993. Croatia is a
Contracting Party of the Barcelona Convention. Croatia is pronouncedly a maritime oriented
country situated on the coast of the Adriatic Sea connecting the coastline in the most
favourable manner in terms of traffic and geography with the largest part of central and
eastemn europe.

Mr. Chairman,

The aggression against Croatia and destruction have caused great damage also to its
coastal areas by disturbing the natural equilibrium, destroying towns, damaging industry as
weill as traffic. power supply, utility infrastucture and communications, environment, agriculture
and tourism, but the situation is already beginning to improve. Notwithstanding the difficult
times for Croatia due to war events taking place in the immediate vicinity of its territory, and
due to its being a country in transition, there are continuous efforts to preserve the
environment and respect the sustainable development principles particularly in the Adriatic
regicn.

Croatia is taking an active part in MAP activities related to the implementation of the
Barceiona Convention and applying the MAP guidelines and recommendations of the
Contracting Parties as the basis to formulate environmental policy for the coastal region. In
cooperation with MAP, the studies of the impact of climate changes on the Cres/Losinj
archipelago and the Kastela Bay near Split are completed. The elaboration of the
environmental management plan for Cres and Losinj, which included the use of the resources
for the development of the environmental programme of the World Bank, is at the final stage.
The regular monitoring of sea and of the pollution of beaches is used to provide information
to investors and European travel agencies. In the last two years. Croatia develcped a
comprehensive pregramme to prevent pollution from terrestrial sources which is launched in
full coordination with the MAP efforts in this field. Croatia also cooperates with REMPEC in
organising the ways to combat contamination of coasts by ships. equipped adequately a
cenire in Rijeka, is preparing to equip two more, and purchased ships for cleaning the
harbours. The solid waste management programme for the Northern Adriatic is at the final
stage and in cooperation with ltaly and Slovenia, a master plan for the protection of the entire
Adriatic region is under preparation.

Mr. Chairman,

We are firmly convinced that the new approach of the MAP Phase |1, with modification
of the Barcelona Convention and its Protocols, will contribute to the further improvement of
cooperation among Mediterranean countries. It is very significant that in MAP Phase |l the
opinion has been firmly adapted that coordination between MAP and other programmes of
the Werld Bank, European Union, GEF and other financial institutions should be a must and
that the lack of such cooperation would be to the detrement of both MAP and other
programmes. The major achievement of MAP and of the cooperation between the
Contracting Parties to the Barceslona Convention is a strong networking of cooperative
institutions, experts, and centres with extensive experience in cooperation. In this regard |
believe that any cooperation, particularly that with the Regional Activity Centre, should be
given priority in order to avoid duplication and competition.
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With further implementation of sustainable development it becomes more and more
obvious that after conceptual and targetted declarations, the issue of a harmonised and
spatial environmental development planning and management still remains the key problem
in achieving the sustainable development objectives. The new concept of MAP Phase Il and
supplemented legal instruments are combined by already established cooperation capacity
and provide a sound basis for the Mediterranean to become a model for the achievement of
sustainable development objectives all over the world.

| would like to thank all of you for the cooperation of the past twenty years and wish
all of us a very successful following twenty years.

Mr. Chairman,

[ thank you for giving me the floor and | take this cpportunity to join previous speakers
in expressing my deep appreciation to the Government of Spain for hosting both this
Plenipotentiary Conference and the Ninth Crdinary Mesting of the Contraciing Parties that
preceded this mesiing and paved the way for our work. | wish also to join previous speakers
in warmly congratulating you and the other members of the Bureau for your election to this
cffice. With grea: pleasure | wish to thank the Government of Spzin. the Autonomous
CGovernment of Ca:alunya, and the Municipaiity of Barcelona. for their warm welcome and
hospitality. [t is only appropriate that these meetings are being hosted in this beautiful city
where twenty years ago the Mediterranean Action Plan was agreed upon znd the Barcelona
Conventicn and its first Protocols were signed.

Mr. Chairman,

The Mediterranean area is characterised by a richness in its culture and history and
by the diversity of its environment. It is also characterised by problems thet are universal in
nature though different in scale and priority. The Mediterranean countries are a microcosm
of our planet, with certain unique characteristics, such as rare ecosysiems. extensive
interfaces of land and sea, small climate variability, proneness to natura! and man-made
hazards and excessive reliance on the coastal and marine environment. Cur countries also
face common problems: scarcity and fragility of water resources, impact of tourism, population
pressures, waste management and mostly rely on agriculture and tourism. both vulnerable
to environmental degradation.

It is not surprising, therefore, that the first of the Regional Seas Conventions, the
Barceiona Convention, was drafted to cover this environmentally sensitive area.

Mr. Chairman,

Twenty years after the signature of the Barcelona Convention and its first twe
protocols we find ourselves with a well functioning, though no doubt somewhat dated,
Convention, five Protocols and a continuously evolving, though often financizlly handicapped,
Mediterranean Action Plan. We are here inter alia to update the Barcelona Convention and
the Mediterranean Action Plan. We are introducing, more explicitly, concepts, such as
sustainable development and the integration of environment and development concerns, that
were adopted by the United Nations Worid Conference on Environment and Development, in
1892, in Ric. The trends brought about by the Rio Conference have generated visibie
changes in peoples’ values and priorities with regard to sustainable develcpment and they
must have set in metion less visible but fundamental changes in policies towards achieving
the desired long-term effects.
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In Cyprus we have initiated processes to integrate the goals of environmental
conservation with those of our economic and social policy and to mitigate those aspects of
development policy that may run conirary to those of sustainable development. We are
currently finalizing our own new Environmental Action Plan for the next five years. Some of
the issues that are of particular concern to us are: integrated watershed and coastal zone
management, water recycling, waste management, assessment of the impact of tourism,
monitoring and controf of marine pollution, rational fisheries management, conservation of
biological diversity through the protection of endangered species and habitats and through
the establishment of reserves and the conservation of genetic resources. We are also giving
consideration to nature conservation outside protected areas and to environmental education.

We are targeting our efforts at the prevention of new problems particularly from
tourism and on wildlife and on tackling existing ones by focusing on priority areas, so that the
process is not delayed until a comprehensive programme evolves. | believe that there is a
consensus that the main objective is to raise the level of weifare of the people and the
improvement of their living conditions, taking into consideration the natural environment and
all the factors which make up the essential quality of life of this and the coming generations.
Priority is given to the institutional framework for environmental planning appropriate
legislation, policy coordination and at strengthening actions and processas for the various
sectoral problems. At the same time we focus our attention to areas facing high pressures
such as cultural and wildlife preservation.

Mr. Chairman,

Management of the Mediterranean coastal zone, which is the primary asset of all our
countries, in a manner that will ensure the conservation of each country’s ecosystems and
the sustainable use of natural resources, is a priority concern to all of us. Wildlife habitats
are subjected to escalating pressures from encroaching development and require priority
treatment. So does conservation of biological diversity and the protection of endangered
species. In this light we welcome the revision of the Specially Protected Areas Protocol to
render it a more effective legal instrument.

As it is true for ail Mediterranean countries, so in the case of Cyprus the sea
represents a valuable asset. My country depends exclusively on the Mediterranean Sea for
its fish production. Fresh-water aguacuiture has been introduced to my country, but

considering the scarcity of fresh water resources the potential for expansion in this field is
limited.

Furthermore, the sea and the coastal areas are directly connected with tourism which
is the most important sector of the economy of Cyprus. It is therefore vital for my country to
save the Mediterranean Sea from pollution and the coastal areas from degradation. The
Government of the Republic of Cyprus is placing great efforts in this respect and it has
participated in all activities of the Mediterranean Action Plan.

Unfortunately, a great part of our coastal area, 55%, are presently out of the control of the
Government of Cyprus as a result of the invasion and the continuing military occupation of
a large part of my country by Turkey. This unjust situation creates inter alia also
insurmountable problems for the proper protection and management of the Environment. My
Government spares no effort to solve this long lasting and unjustified problem and reach a

solution which will definitely benefit also the efforts for the protection of the Mediterranean
Sea.
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As | have stated already, my country has been actively participating in the
Mediterranean Action Plan and its activities, since the very beginning of this Plan and has
signed and ratified the Convention and it's first four protocols. We have alsc signed and we
are in the process of ratifying the fifth Protocol. We are looking forward to the finalisation of
the sixth Prctocolf on the Transboundary Movement of Hazardous Waste and their Disposal
and to the amendment of the Protocol on Land-based Sources of Pollution.

We have benefitted, directly and indirectly, and in many ways. from the Mediterranean
Action Plan. We have been assisted greatly in setting up our marine peilution monitoring
system, in terms of equipment, in terms of training of our staff, in intercalibration and not least
in correctly directing our efforts. To us the MEDPOL programme has been, and is, a guiding
light in our &fforts to assess and control marine pollution.

As regards REMPEC we have consistently participated in its activities becauss we
believe in its objectives and we have in very practical ways benefitted by its services, in
training our staff, in setting up our pollution combating contingency plans and in many other
ways. We zre, today in fact, signing the Agreement on the Subregional Contigency Plan for
Preparedness and Response to Major Marine Pollution Incidents in the Mediterranean
between my country and Israel and Egypt. | wish to thank, on this occasion, REMPEC for its
many efforts towards realising this, and the European Union for financing the project that
made this Agreement possible.

We have also been closely cooperating with the Specially Protected Areas Regional
Activity Centre on the conservation of marine habitats and in particular on the conservation
of marine turtles. In a modest way we have also been contributing to the Mediterranean
Action Plan activities. Each year, since 1989, we have been holding training courses in
Cyprus in marine turtle conservation techniques for MAP sponsored trainees from other
Mediterranean countries. These are held at our Turtle Station in Lara Reserve. The revised
version of the "Manual on Marine Turtle Conservation in the Mediterranean” has also just
been issued and was circulated at the Ninth Ordinary Meeting of the Contracting Parties
earlier this week. | hope it will be of assistance to turtle conservation efferts in the region.

Our participation in the other components of the Mediterranean Action Plan such as
the PAP Regional Activity Centre at Split and the Blue Plan has also been consistent and
pragmatic and we [ook forward to participating in the Second Phase of the Mediterranean
Action Plan and its activities, old and new. With pleasure we have noted the agreement
reached on the Amendments to the Barcelona Convention and the Dumping Protocol, as well
on the revised Protocol Conceming Specially Protected Areas and Biological Diversity in the
Mediterranean. The spirit that guided this agreement was one of consensus and no doubt
compromises had {o be made. Nonetheless what has been achieved is certainly a great step
forward in improving the Convention and its Protocols. In the same spirit, we welcome the
Barcelona Resolution, the new Action Plan for the Protection of the Marine Environment and
the Sustainable Development of the Coastal Areas of the Mediterranean (i.e., MAP Phase Il
and the Priority Fields of Activities for the Environment and Development in the Mediterranean
Basin (1296-2005).
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Mr. Chairman,

Our commitment to the protection of the Mediterranean is a commitment to our future.
Our common will, to sustainably and amicably use and protect our Mediterranean heritage,

is, | believe, the greatest guarantee of success and a promise for a better tomorrow for our
peoples.

Mesdames st Messieurs les Ministres,
Monsieur le Coordonnateur du PAM,
Mesdames et Messieurs les déiégués,

Je veudrais jeindre ma voix 3 toutes celles qui ont exprimé leurs vifs remerciements
aux autorités espagnoles et aux autorités catalanes pour avoir accueilli une nouvelle fois les
Farties contractantes a Barcelone, dans la ville d’origine de la Convention.

Depuis la naissance de la Convention il y a vingt ans, beaucoup de choses ont changé
et beaucoup de nouvelles idées ont miri. C’est donc avec une grande satisfaction qu'cn peut
constater que les fravaux de cette Conférence vont permettre a notre Convention de vivre une
dsuxiéme jeunesse, avec un enirain renouvelé et avec la maturité en plus.

Madzame Riit Bjerregaard, Commissaire en charge de I'environnement, de la sécurité
nuciéaire et de la protection civile au sein de la Commission europésnne aurait voulu
participer & cet événement, mais est retenue pour d'autres engagements. Elle m'a chargé de
vous dire qu'elle a été trés sensible a I'invitation qui lui a été faite. et de vous rappeler aussi
limportance qu'elle attache aux questions environnementales touchant la Méditerranés etau
succes de cesite Conférence.

Monsieur le Président, vingt ans est une période trés courte et trés longue & la fois.
Trés courte par rappert a I'impertance de la tiche & accomplir, trés longue par rapport &
F'urgence quily a & faire changer les choses. De nombreux et gros efforts ont été développés
pendant ces vingt ans. Et malgré ces efforts appréciables. la réalité nous apprend que la
situation de I'environnement, dans la région méditerranéenne, évalue dans le mauvais sens,
s'aggrave chaque année. Des explications existent. Les pressions sur I'environnement sont
connues et difficilement maitrisables. Mais nous savons aussi gu'il ne s’agit pas d'une fatalité,
mais qu'il s'agit bien d’'un défi majeur. A nous donc d'aider & le relever. & organiser et &
coordonner nos efforts.

Notre contribution & nous tous, dans le cadre de la Convention de Barcelone et de ses
Protocoles. doit &tre comprise dans ce sens. Et en ce disant, je vise moins les textes en tant
que tels, pour importants qu'ils soient, que ce que nous en ferons. Notre volonté & tous de
traduire dans la réalité ce que & quoi nous nous engageons sera déterminante pour évaluer
le succés réel de cette Conférence. J'ai parié il y a quelques instants d'une deuxiéme
jeunesse de la Convention, fose espérer que la volonté politique de tous reflétera cette
jeunesse, gu'elle reflétera un nouveau dynamisme.

Au niveau de la Communauté européenne, des signes évidents de la volonté
d’amorcer une nouvelle dynamique dans la région existent déja.
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L'Union européenne organisera dans cette méme ville, en automne prochain une
grande Conférence euromediterranéenne qui réunira 'Union européenne et ses Etfats
membres d'une part, les autres partenaires de la Méditerranée d'autre part. L'Union
europeenne s’est déclarée résolue & définir un schéma durable de relations avec les autres

pays du bassin méditerranéen, dans un esprit de partenariat. Une politique ambitieuse au Sud
est proposée.

Dans cette approche giobale qui vise notamment aussi un développement durable de
la région, I'environnement constitue une des composantes & développer. Tous les efforts
seront nécessaires pour relever le défi dont j'ai parlé tout & I'heure, ceux qui seront accomplis
dans ce contexte Euro-Med, ceux que nous faisons dans le cadre de nos travaux ici
aujourd’'hui, ceux que chaque Partie entreprendra individuellement.

Le Sommet de la Terre de Rio en 1992 nous avait posé des enjeux nouveaux: le
développement durable, avec, comme corollaires, |a préservation des ressources naturelles
et de la biodiversité / et la gestion intégrée qui allie le respect de I'environnement aux autres
politiques, notamment de I'agriculture, de P'énergie, de lindustrie, de 'aménagement du
territoire du transport et du tourisme.

La Conférence de Tunis de 1994 avait permis d'approfondir |a réflexion sur 'approche
dégagée a Rio et la déclaration de cette Conférence de Tunis a constitué une prise de

posmon fondamentale pour assurer une application pratique effective des pnncxpes énoncés
a Rio, au contexte mediterranéen.

A Tunis, avaient été posés les premiers jalons pour la création d'une_Commission
Méditerranéenne pour le Développement Durable: je suis heureux qu’a Barcelone nous ayons
pu progresser dans cette voie.

J'avais, en début de mon intervention, utilisé I'image d'une deuxiéme jeunesse pour
la Convention, mais avec la maturité en plus. Dans cet ordre d'idées, ma délégation se réjouit
particulierement de 'extension du champ d’application de la Convention cadre qui couvrira
désormais egalement le littoral. Nous nous félicitons également de l'inclusion dans ces textes
de principes particulierement importants, tels que le principe de précaution, celui du pollueur-
payeur, ou encore celui des études d'impact sur Fenvironnement.

Le PAM Phase |l a été redynamisé en tenant compte des réussites et des échecs du
passé€, ainsi que de la Conférence de Rio. Nous nous félicitons que le Programme d'activités
prioritaires propose des actions concretes dans différents domaines.

Nous espérons qu’en mettant 'accent sur ces actions, I'impact de nos efforts combinés
donnera des résultats visibles aussi rapidement que possible.

L'interdépendance qui unit toutes les parties présentes au niveau de I'environnement
est un élément fort pour motiver toute notre action: ¢'est aussi un élément fort pour créer des
relations positives entre les peuples et entre les individus dans la région. L'environnement est
un grand sujet aujourd’hui et doit &tre un grand sujet pour I'avenir. C'est dans ce sens que
les travaux de cette Conférence sont importants.

Monsieur le Président,
Mes chers collegues,
Mesdames et Messieurs,

C’est en ma toute nouvelle qualité de Ministre francais de Environnement que je
prononce aujourd’hui ma premiére allocution officielle dans une instance internationale. Je
suis particulierement heureuse que ce soit pour la coopération méditerranésnne a laquelle
mon pays est, depuis toujours, trés attaché et dont il est un fidéle et solide partenaire.

Je m'exprime aussi en ma qualité d'européenne puisque mon pays assure, vous le
savez, jusqu’a la fin du mois la présidence de I'Union européenne avant de la transmettre a
FEspagne. Je m'en réjouis d'autant plus que la France a inscrit en début d’année la
coopération euroméditerranéenne dans les toutes premiéres priorités de 'Union.

Deux conférences euroméditerranéennes majeures auront lieu cette année en
Espagne: Celle-ci qui confirme et ampilifie les accords de Barcelone signés en 1975 et 1976,
et, en novembre, une reunion des Ministres des Affaires Etrangéres qui doit renouveler en
profondeur le partenariat entre 'Union européenne et les pays méditerranéens.

Ces deux réunions seront a |'actif de cette grande ville -Barcelone- qui nous accueille
aujourd’hui, qui a su se moderniser en conservant sa tradition et qui allie avec beaucoup de
savoir faire, son réle de capitale régionale et de métropole méditerranéenne.

Les délégations ont, je le sais, beaucoup fravaillé sous la présidence active de M. Ben
Omar Alami, Ministre marocain de 'environnement, que je félicite pour son élection, pour que
nous puissions signer les textes qui confirmeront et étendront le champ de la coopération
entre les pays riverains de la Méditerranée et 'Union européenne. lls couvrent la protection
de la mer elle-méme et prolongent celle-ci aux rivages et aux régions cétiéres. L'introduction
du développement durable fera franchir un pas de plus dans cette liaison entre économie et

environnement que les accords de Barcelone de 1975, avec 20 ans d'avance sur le monde,
avaient déja préfiguree.

La mer fera encore l'objet de toute notfre attention. Elle était au centre de la
Convention de Barcelone en 1976: il n'est pas question de 'abandonner.

Des progrés ont été faits, certes, dans I'analyse et 'observation de I'état de la mer,
dans la prévention des risques maritimes, avec le Centre de Malte notamment, dans la mise
a disposition de facilités de déballastage et dans bien d'autres domaines. Mais il reste que
I'evolution de la pollution tellurique n'est pas satisfaisante, et que, en vingt ans, la desserte
des populations littorales en stations d’épuration ne s'est guére améliorée que de 10% en
moyenne. Et que dire des retombées atmosphériques qui sont & I'origine de plus de 50% des
dépdts de métaux lourds.

A partir de 1976, nous avons mis en place un dispositif juridique pour la protection de
la mer Méditerranée. Avec les amendements que nous venons d’adopter pour ia Convention
et le protocole relatif aux immersions, avec les discussions encore en cours pour réviser le
protocole relatif a la pollution tellurique, nous 'améliorons et le faisons encore progresser.
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Ncus souhaitons poursuivre dans cette voie, en se fixant des cziectifs ambitieux, mais
en adoptant une démarche pragmatique et réaliste, privilégiant 'apcreche au cas par cas.
Démarche moins spectaculaire, mais plus efficace pour la protection & 'environnement sur
le terrain. que les prises de position dogmatiques.

Je considére que 'aboutissement auquel sont arrivées les Partiss contractantes refléte
tout a fait cet esprit et je confirme 'accord du gouvernement francais peur le metire en oeuvre
rapidement. Mon pays est prét a aider a accueillir la réunion de concenation que nous avons
demandé au PNUE d’'organiser avant juillet 1986. Cette réunicn devrait nous aider a respecter
'objectif que nous nous sommes fixé de I'élimination du pius grand nombre possible de
substances toxiques d'ici a 2005, en particulier les organoc-haiogénés.

Nous devrions apporter davantage d’'attention & la mise en csuvre de ces textes. De
nouveaux projets sont a 'étude, il faut les faire aboutir. Mais gardons-ncus de consacrer trop
d’'un temps précieux & batir des conventions et des protccoles quand existent au niveau
mondial. des dispositions qui traitent des mémes sujets.

Limitens nos initiatives aux cas ol existe une réeile spécificité méditerranéenne.
Attachons-nous & mieux apoliquer le droit, a 'internaliser dans nos législations nationales, a
nous entraider en échangeant les expériences, en amélicrant son suivi et en sensibilisant
tous les acteurs concemés, en particulier les collectivités lccales.

Lz nécessité d'un développement durable, affirmé lors du Sommet de Rio, et que nous
avons confirmeé en novembre 1894, lors de la Conférence de Tunis. nous incite a aller plus
loin que }a protection de la mer et de son rivage et & considérer les ariere-pays, les bassins
versants st, sans doute, une part encore plus grande de ncs teritoires.

Ainsi, le nouveau protocole sur les aires spécialemsnt protézéss et la biodiversité,
avec la prise en compte des espéces et de la biospheére, le renforcement des missions du
Centre de Tunis pour les aires protégées, constitue une importants avancée. Il étend de
facon mesurée, mais décisive, notre champ de travail. Y entrent ainsi les rivages et les
régions citiéres, judicieusement définies dans leur étendue. par chacun de nous.

De méme. la collaboration des responsables de la conservaticn de la nature et du
littoral, |2 possibilité qui nous est aujourd’hui offerte de créer des zones de protection en
haute mer, notre choix de favoriser [a mise en place d'instruments fenciers pour la protection
des zones littorales les plus menacées, nous pemmettront d’aller plus loin et plus vite.

Pour les nouvelles instances, qu'il faut veiller 3 ne pas muitiplier a 'excés, nous
attendons la mise en place rapide de |la Commission Méditerranéenne du Développement
Durable proposée sur Pinitiative du gouvernement tunisien, et maintenant décidée, pour
débatire des grands enjeux d’environnement et de développement.

Nous souhaitons un forum politique qui chaque année centre bien ses travaux sur
quelques thémes précis, en débatte avec les représentants de la société civile, et propose
des orientations pour les activités du PAM et nos propres politiques nationales.

Ses travaux pourront bénéficier de Pappui du pdle d'observation et de réflexion
prospective que constitue le Plan Bleu, prolongé par des observatoires nationaux, dont le
Maroc vient de donner un tout nouvel exemple. La connaissance de I'état de 'environnement
et la compréhension de son évolution sont des outils essentiels pour de meiileures politiques
d’envircnnement.
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Je serais heureuse personnellement, d'accueillir, au premier semestre 1996, &
I'invitation de la région Languedoc-Roussillon et du gouvernement frangais, la réunion
extraordinaire des Parties qui devrait étre suivie immédiatement de la premiére réunion de
la Commission méditerranéenne du développement durable.

Le Plan d'action, deuxiéme phase, que nous venons d'adopter, bénéficie d'un champ
de compétence étendu. 1l devra étre a la fois plus opérant, d'une mise en oeuvre moins
formelle et plus rapide, et aussi mieux articulé, avec les actions nationales, la société civile,
les partenariats. |l devra étre attentif aux priorités et aux besoins des pays, notamment de
ceux du Sud. Je sais que M. Lucien Chabason, que nous saluons ici et dont je connais
depuis longtemps les mérites, s'y emploiera avec succes. Nous I'y aiderons.

J'insisterai, pour la mise en oeuvre du Plan d’action, sur I'importance & accorder a la
relation entre I'action multilatérale et celle des Etfats. Nous sommes conscients que notre
action multilatérale, avec un budget de six millions de dollars, lorsque toutes les contributions
sont versées, reste limitée. L'action publique environnementale des Etats est heureusement
souvent relayée par les collectivités territoriales, tant pour la gestion que pour les
investissements. Le PAM doit tenir compte de cette situation. |l est indispensable d'informer
les Etats, mais aussi leurs autorités locales pour mieux les associer & son action.

Il nous faut aussi travailler plus étroitement avec I'ensemble des organes concemnés
des Nations Unies. Cela a déja été dit dans les instances des Parties contractantes. Il faut
le répéter. Nos relations avec la FAQ, 'OMS, 'OMM, le PNUD, etc, doivent éire renforcées.
Lors du demier conseil d’administration du PNUE, nos délégués ont insisté sur la nécessité
de ce dialogue permanent. 1l faut également travailler avec les organismes sous-régionaux
de coopération et je voudrais mentionner ici la Commission RAMOGE, franco-italo-

monégasque, sur la protection de I'environnement en Méditerranée occidentale, coopération
modele a tous égards.

Nous avons souligné dans nos débats le réle que peuvent jouer des institutions telles
que la BE! ou la Banque mondiale ainsi que la ligne méditerranéenne de crédits de 'Union
européenne qui devrait étre accrue de maniere substantielle lors de la conférence
euromeéditerranéenne de novembre.

Nous souhaitons aussi - et ceci n’est pas contradictoire - voir les sociétés civiles de
chacun de nos Etats associées plus étroitement aux initiatives de coopération. Je pense aux
villes en particulier, qui ont inventé il y a plusieurs siécles dans cette région du monde; la
premiére forme de réseau urbain, et qui pourraient étre plus présentes: 1986 leur en donnera
Foccasion avec la tenue & Istanbul du Sommet Habitat |l. Je pense également aux

associations et aux entreprises qui ont aussi beaucoup a faire, notamment pour le transfert
de technologies "propres”.

Cette mobilisation des sociétés civiles de nos pays pour la cause méditerranéenne
peut étre facilitée par une "mise en réseau” des acteurs les plus décisifs qui souhaitent jouer
librement et professionnellement pour échanger leurs expériences. Il faudra dans certains
secteurs les redynamiser, les aider & se regrouper ou a se coordonner dans d’autres. On est
en tout cas sur la bonne voie avec des réseaux tels que Medwet, Medpan, Medcités.
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Je pense & une forme de coopération. dite "décentralisée”, qui relie des villes, des
régions. des organismes méditerranéens, sous forme de réseaux ou de relations entre deux
partenzires. Elle est diverse, riche et porteuse d’avenir. Nous devons [encourager et
I'accompagner si nécessaire - et je salue ici Iinitiative de M. Jacques Elanc. Président de la
région Languedoc-Roussillon, et des régions méditerranéennes qui viennent de lancer le
Centre des régions euroméditerranéennes pour environnement.

Je pense enfin aux associations, tant pour le réle d'aiguillon qu'eiles jouent auprés des
gouvemnements et des opinions publiques, que pour les réalisations concrétes auxquelles
elles centribuent sur le terrain. |l faudra que l'on trouve les formes d'un dialogue renouvelé
avec glles et je me réjouis de l'initiative proposée par les ONG pour contribuer & mobiliser les
ressourcas financiéres pour la protection de la nature et la gestion du littoral.

Je souhaite en particulier que dans le domaine de |z gestion de la ressource en eau,
si précieuse en Méditerranée, tous les acteurs concernés puissent coordonner leurs efforts
pour apporter & nos pays leur compétence et leur savoir faire.

La France apportera son appui pour cela, et je m'emploierai & mettre a la disposition
de tous nos partenaires méditerranéens les technologies, 'expérience. le savoir faire francais.
De nombreux organismes, comme les Agences de Peau. le Réseszu intemational des
crganismes de bassin, 'lFREMER, ou le CEDRE pour la mer, FADEME ou 'INERIS pour les
déchets ou les risques industriels, 'ICOMOS pour les sites historiques. le CEMAGREF, ou
encore le Conservatoire du littoral pour la mise en piace de politiques fonciéres, sont
susceptibles de nous apporter une assistance précieuse.

Permettez-moi, en conclusion, d'exprimer ma cconfiance dans cette forme de
coopération intemnationale qui est, & mes yeux, tout a fait originale et exemplaire en
Méditerranée. C'est d’abord une coopération volontaire décidée dans le cadre des Nations
Unies par des Etats qui représentent plus de 10% des Etats du monde et forment une région
& qui le monde doit beaucoup. C'est ensuite une coopération centrée sur 'environnement et
sur le développement durable, ce qui est encore trop rare dans le monde.

Cette coopération appelle une priorité de solidarité renforcée entre des pays d'une trés
grande diversité.

La douceur méditerranéenne ne doit pas faire
illusion. Cette "écorégion™ appelle de notre part, de Ia part de 'Europe solidaire et des pays
riverains, un effort achamé. Notre présence a Barcelone marque notre volonté de faire face,
de maiiriser notre destin et de réussir ce qui a été engagé il y a vingt ans.

Ce rendez-vous marque le renouveau de notre coopération, il doit étre aussi une
contribution importante a celle qui sera consacrée en novembre prochain avec I'Union
européenne ici méme & Barcelone. A 'heure oy le Premier Ministre, Alain Juppé, m’a confié
comme mission prioritaire le développement d’'une véritable diplomatie de I'environnement,
la protection de la Méditerranée est elle-méme prioritaire. Ainsi aurons nous démontré une
fois encore que 'environnement et la coopération qui se noue pour sa promotion, est un
puissant facteur de progras et démocratie.
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Statement by H.E. Ms Elisavet Papazoi

Mr. President,
Dear Colleagues,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

Let me first of all express my thanks to the Spanish Government and the Generalitat
of Catalonia for hosting this important meeting in Barcelona and my congratulations to
Minister Benomar-Alami for his election as President of the MAP Burezu. Let me also thank
you all for your trust and the honour reflected in your decision to elect Greece and me
personally as a Vice-President to the Bureau.

Greece, being at the same time host country of the Coordinating Unit of MAP and an
active member of the European Union during a period of successive Presidencies of
Mediterranean States in the European Council, is conscious and assumes with enthusiasm
its new role and increased responsibilities.

We consider that the Mediterranean is a sea of history and civilisation which deserves
continuous and well coordinated protection plans to cope with the overgathering of population
at the coastal areas of the Mediterranean as well as to support the fragile environment from
over 100 million tourists attracted each year to the area. In this sense Greece, a country with
16000 km of coastline, is a leading country - in the framework of the European Union - for
coastal zones as far as the Committee on Sustainable Development is concemed.

in addition, during the Greek Presidency of the European Union, a number of
substantial initiatives were undertaken with a view in promoting the high value of
Mediterranean Environment and in developing the long needed strategies for the amelioration
of the existing environmental problems. Such initiatives included Tourism and the
Envirocnment, the Integrated Coastal Zone Management and the Protection of the Marine
Environment from marine transport.

Our efforts are not exhausted in the geographic area of the Mediterranean as far as
seas are concermed. We participate actively in the Black Sea Economic Cooperation and just
recently we held a meeting in Athens on the Protection of the Environment in that area. This

is critical as the state of the environment in the Black Sea may well influence adversely the
Mediterranean environment.

My country wants to operate in a friendly environment, in a Mediterranean of peace,
especially among neighbours, without territorial claims, without oppression and military
interventions, with respect to the International Conventions and laws.

Greece participates actively in the Middle East Peace Negotiations, in all sectors and
all modes, and especiaily the environmental sector and the sector that deals with water
resources. To this end, we organised a major meeting in Athens in November 1994 on water
resources and we plan to contribute to the greatest extent in the forthcoming meeting of the
Middle East Negotiations Processes to take place in Amman later this month.
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Assessing briefly the twenty years of the Mediterranean Action Plan. one could easily
state that it has contributed considerably:

- in increasing the knowledge we have of our common marine environment, the
Mediterranean Sea, and of its ecosystem, mainly through MED POL. There
is no doubt that this knowledge forms a sound basis and is a necessary
prerequisite for any pollution control measures and activities to be undertaken
in the future;

- in creating or further strengthening the necessary mechanisms for the
© . .protection of the Mediterranean marine environment;

in reducing - {o a greater or lesser degree - the accute pollution threatening the
area in the seventies;

and last but not least in building up a common understanding among all
Mediterranean countries.

Yet there is still much work to be dene. The need to update the MAP has been
underlined many times during the last years, and our common prepzaratory work allows us
today to mark the new phase of this programme. We hope that on the basis of the amended
legal documents to be signed and the action-oriented plans to be approved during the
meeting of the Plenipotentiaries, our combined efforts will contribute considerably o the
further protection of cur common Mediterranean heritage and to the achievement of the
sustainable develcpment objectives in the area,

In our view, the new updated phase of MAP should:

reflect in a much more clear way the interaction between our environmental
policy and the sustainable development in the region;

- put more emphasis on action orientation, including control and management
measures, on the basis of assessments completed so far or to be concluded
- in the near future;

- take into consideration costefficiency analysis of activities and set priorities for
the orientation of the limited Mediterranean funds in a paying-back way;

- involve in a substantial way the major partners (social and economic groups,
NGOs) in the development and implementation of MAP activities;

- enhance the solidarity among the Mediterranean States, especially at restoring
the environmental damages resulting from natural disasters and major
technological accidents as in article 8bis of the Barcelona resolution;

Greece, and myself personally in my capacity as Vice President of the Bureau - are
willing to explore this new area in benefit of the Mediterranean Environment and in view of
its further integration in MAP.
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Our policy in this area will be supported by a specialised working team to identify ail
the needed elements, and could be promoted by means of dedicated workshops among
public officers, scientists and NGOs, by the development of a Mediterranean disaster reaction
network and a relevant alert network and by the definition of the methodologies and
typologies of the environmental restoration actions.

In line with the new element of the Barcelona Convention to protect biodiversity,
concrete - even pilot - actions should be undertaken. | wish to provide some momentum to
this end, emphasising upon the species of the Mediterranean environment which by being
exposed in considerable pressures are subject to extinction.

| take the opportunity to propose the initiation of a "Monk Seal Network”, that is a
Mediterranean network encompassing the sites which host these gentle species. This
network will provide the means for efficient communication, thus supporting the definition of
support actions. My country can offer its long experience in this area, especially with respect
to the need and actions for the establishment of sea parks.

An additional, and critical in my view, issue is to integrate the new generation in our
efforts and plans. We have established a valuable cooperation among our countries at the
governmental levels, and we also enjoy the support of the NGOs. Yet we need to bring into
our efforts young people who in the following years will undertake our tasks or will be
responsible to implement the actions we are deciding.

Education is thus critical, as well as critical are the ways we apply it. | will not refer
to educational issues analytically; | will just refer to the educational concept we need to
promote, namely by remembering that Aristotelis when teaching Alexandros, he did not just
provide him with knowledge but he attempted to create the man to implement in practice what
he was taught.

Finally, we are convinced that coastal management is one of the key fields for
common action in the Mediterranean. At the same time there is no doubt that adequate

coastal management requires in-depth knowledge of the elements, characteristics and existing
processes in each specific area.

Inline to these needs, we announced in several previous ministerial meetings, that we
offer to host a Mediterranean Expert Meeting in Greece, in autumn of this year. Its aim will
be to exchange experiences and develop recommendations as regards coastal management
in the Mediterranean including land policies. This meeting will be organised in close
cooperation with the MAP Coordinating Unit.

Let me also mention that this meeting will also be comf:limented by a number of
additional activities related to coastal management, for which we might wish to seek also
community and external funding:

- a Mediterranean Expert Meeting to present alternative land policies and land
acquisition tools;

- inventories of Mediterranean coasts, with comparable types of zones, on the
basis of geomorphological characteristics and existing land uses;

- development of technical manuals for the integrated management of coastal
zones;
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- training of managers of pilot coastal Mediterranean ecosystems, which could
be the core of a future Mediterranean ecological network.

In addition, we may have to support prevention acticns by integrating science into our
efforts and by minimising activities, especially technological ones, as in the case of nuclear
energy, which have proven in the past to be destructive for man and the environment,
especially if ill-planned, ill-posed (for instance in areas of high seismic danger), il-managed
or failing to deal with its by-products such as waste.

Finally, Mr. President,

I consider it critical to ensure that the implementation of our programme in MAP’s
second phase will not be the objective of the Environment Ministries only.

Our objectives can only be reached effectively if close cooperation is achieved from
the outset with other competent Ministries, local authorities, scientific bodies, social and
economic groups as well as NGOs.

For this reason, we attribute special importance to the operation of the Mediterranean
Commission for Sustainable Development. We do hope that the relevant mandate will be
scon elaborated and adopted by the Contracting Parties so that the Commission meets in the
first semester of 1996 to start its functions.

Let me once more assure you that Greece and myself perscnally are willing to
cooperate actively for the implementation of the objectives, the activities and the legal
instruments approved in this Mesting.

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Statement by H.E. Mr. Yossi Sarid

Honorable Ministers,
Distinguished Delegates,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

| would like to thank his Excellency, Mr. Jose Borrell Fontelles, Minister of Public
Works and Transportation, for his cordial invitation to participate in this conference. The
special occasion of the twentieth anniversary of the Mediterranean Action Plan, which we are
marking here in Barcelona, is the fitting juncture to ascertain the needs of the region,
strengthen the successful MAP framework, and implement changes to reflect the evolving
conditions in the Mediterranean and Middle East region.

For two decades, the Mediterranean Action Plan was ahead of its time. Under MAP,
the vision of regional cooperation for protection of our shared fragile resources became a
reality. MAP has demonstrated how professional expertise can be exchanged, how
information systems can be of mutual benefit, and how expertise gained in one country can
be applied to others. MAP has succeeded in doing all this in spite of the political complexity
in which it operated. Now, with its professional framework and achievements, MAP can make
an enormoeus contribution towards building the concrete substance of newly created
agreements for peaceful cooperation in our region.

Israel is a small country, but we feel a great responsibility to the Mediterranean Sea.
it is the sea of our coastline, the sea we cherish, the sea with which we share our livelihood
and life. [t is the sea which links us to the world, and we have a moral obligation to protect
it from any dangers.

We have no other sea, and we should not discharge our poisonous waste into the
waters, as with time we will find ourselves in the midst of an ecological disaster. | hereby
declare that Israel honors and will honor all international conventions protecting the
Mediterranean Sea as a clean and healthy ecosystem, which is both irreplaceable and of
paramount importance. Israel knows that nothing in life is free, and to achieve a clean and
healthy sea, a price must be paid. We have already invested hundreds of miilions of dollars
into projects to save the Mediterranean Sea, and we are determined to further invest large
sums of money over the next few years. We insist that all factories install the best available
technology to prevent the discharge of wastes into the sea. We are willing to assist them, but
factories failing to equip themselves with such technology within a reasonable time, will not
continue operating. We acknowledge that this is not an easy task. It is difficult to witness
factories closing down. But a country, having reached a certain stage in its development,
must make a national reckoning, weighing up correctly the pros and cons: immediate
economic gain against a heavy environmental loss, which also carmries an unacceptable
economic price in the long term.

Many positive events have taken place over the last two years, since the present
government was elected. This government made a commitment to itself, to the people of
Israel and the region, and to the whole international community to bring peace to Israel and
the Middle East. This commitment is a sacred one for us, and despite the great difficulties,

we will stand by this obligation. Loyal to our policy, we ask for concrete cooperation between
Israel and all our neighbours.
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Israe! would like to regard the Palestinian-Arab people as a good neignbour. with equai
rights, reaching a state of tranquility and security for the first time in its histery. Peiitically we
are ready to divide our small country between us and the Palestinians, even though
environmentally it cannot be divided. Together we will protect our natural assets, air, water
and land. being of shared importance tc us all.

The peace agreement between Jordan and Israel is accompanied by much goodwil!
and warmth from both parties. A month ago, Jordan and Israel initiziled an agreement of
cooperation on environmental protection, signifying a positive step in the development of the
relations between the two countries.

Israe! will never forget Egypt’s role in the peace process. and will always remember
that Egypt was the first to extend us the hand of peace. Without Egypt: without her courage
and responsibility, the Middle East would have remained a region of conflict and danger. Our
cooperation with our largest neighbour is steadily improving, and here in Barcelona, we,
together with Cyprus, are signing the agreement of the subregional contingency plan for
preparedness and respense to major marine pollution incidents in the eastem Mediterranean.

As an initial step towards regional cooperation, | call upen my colleagues from Syria
and Lebancn to join the continuing subregional programme tc deveicp a system for
combatting major marine pollution accidents affecting, or likely to affect. the territorial waters,
coasts and reiated interests of countries in the eastem Mediterranean basin.  This
programme, sponsored by the European Union, REMPEC and the I.M.O., now shared by
Egypt, Cyprus and Israel, should be extended to include our other neighbours. | believe the
day will scon come when the Palestinian Authority will also be an active member of the
project, making it a truly comprehensive plan.

Israel also aspires for cooperation with our northem neighbours - Syria and Lebanon.
While the pofitical process is advancing, the environmental community could make more
progress. | call upon the Syrian Minister of the Environment to mest me at any time and
place, wherever is acceptable for him, even tomorrow, even on the shores of the
Mediterranean. We will then be able to show the Syrian and Israeli pecple how a better
future for our twe nations can be jointly built.

In addition to being the Minister of the Environment, | am lucky to be an active partner
in the Israeli negotiating team with both the Palestinians and Syria - and this is not a mere
coincidence. My country wants to be friendly to the political environment as well as the
physical environment. We, the enviromentalists, hold the main interest in peace. We have
suffered too many years of war, too many human and natural resources have been invested
inthe Israel-Arab conflict, and we neglected essential issues, including the environment. For
this neglect we are all paying a terrible price and we will continue to pay it. The day will soon
come and a comprehensive peace will be achieved, and then the subject of the environment
will find its rightful place on our national agenda, and will be treated with the proper urgency
and importance.

As an Israel, as a citizen of the Middle East, and above all, as a father, | hold a wish
deep in my heart. That scon we will no longer check whether our beloved children are
breathing, but only what they are breathing. We will secure their life and their quality of
life.

Mr. Chairman,
Dear Colleagues,

The Mediterranean Action Plan and the Barcelona Convention system celebrate their
twentieth anniversary, in this great city of Barcelona. We appreciate very much the hospitality
provided by the government of Spain, the autonomous government of Catalunya and the
municipality of Barcelona. This has contributed considerably to the accomplishment of the
process of revision of our Mediterranean instruments.

Ten years since the Declaration of Genoa and twenty years since it started, the
Barcelona system is now strengthened and improved. The merit can rightly be attributed to
the contracting states, which have shown a remarkable spirit of consensus and compromise,
to the other entities participating in the meetings, in particular the NGOs, and last but not
least, to the important work of the MAP Secretariat and its coordinators.

The work of revision of the legal instruments of the Barcelona Convention in order to
adapt to the Mediterranean scenario, the principles embodied in the 1892 Rio Conference was
decided in Antalya in 1983. A substantial progress was reached in 1994 in Tunis during the
MED 21 Conference.

New perspectives of action and additional resources are expected to come from the
Euro-Mediterranean Conference which will be held in the city of Barcelona next November.
Within this framework, MAP has been indicated as the privileged tool for cooperation in the
environmental field. Also important to this aim are funds and programmes such as the Global
Environmental Facility (GEF) and the Second Mediterranean Environmental Technical
Assistance Program (METAP Ii). i

| suggest that in the near future our Mediterranean system further develop the proper
consultations with the countries of the neighbouring Black Sea, for which a specific regional
agreement has been concluded.

Mr. Chairman,

Let me shortly say that ltaly attaches a great importance to the instruments that are
now submitted for signature. The Convention inciudes principles widely embodied in
international practice, such as the precautionary principle and the "polluter pays" principle.
The integrated coastal management approach is also to be regarded as one of the main
components of the Convention and of the second phase of the Mediterranean Action Plan as
well. The amended Dumping Protocol has the merit of providing a general prohibition of the
dumping of wastes or other materials, with the only exception of the few items specifically
listed. In this connection | want to specify that, since 1989, the ltalian authorities have not
granted any authorisation for the dumping of industrial waste.
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The new Speciallv Protected Area Protocol provides for the sstablishment of a list of
specially protscred areas of Mediterranean interest. Italy has alreacy established a number
of marine ressrves in its coastal waters. It is strongly hoped that the new Protocol will pave
the way to increased forms of cocperation among all the countries which berder the same
sea.

Mr, Chairman,

[n 1983, two other instruments are close to their outcoms. The Protocol on the
Transboundary Movement of Hazardous Wastes will be discussed in order to be finalised by
a conference that Turkey has generously offered to host. [ am now zbie to confirm that italy
is ready to hest in the first haif of 1996 a conference for the final accroval of the amended
text of the Lard Based Sources Protocal. As regards the important issue of the reduction and
elimination of discharges from land-based sources of substances wrich are toxic, persistent
and bioaccumulative, Italy joined in the effort of reaching the consensus formula which is now
reflected in paragraph 6 of the Barcelona Resolution. In this rescect the procedure of
consultation emong the Contracting Parties, the scientific experts, the industrialists and the
NGOs has to become a fundamental step in the aim of eliminating by the year 2005 the
greatest possible number of these substances. A further improvemsnt could be reached if,
by the meeting to be held before 1 July 1996, a first list could be issusd in order to determine
which dischargss of specific substances could already be eliminated ty the year 2000 or even
before.

Mr. Chairman,

Let me add a few words on some topics which are in more han one way related to
what has been discussed. lItaly hosts the Environment Remote Ssnsing Regional Activity
Centre of Scanzano whose activities have been appreciated by many Contracting Parties.

The European Environment Agency has entrusted ltaly with tha study on the feasibility
of the establishment of a Marine Thematic Centre. The Centre which will act in close
cocperation with the MAP shail retrieve and disseminate information. relating in particular to
the development of technologtes for the protection of the sea.

In the last meeting of the Commission for Sustainable Deveiczment (CSS) which was
held in April 1885 at the headquarters of the United Nations, it was decided that the
sustainable development of small island states will be put on the agenda of the next session
of the CSS.

It seems to me useful to convene a scientific seminar in order to exchange information,
experience and know-how on the common problems which could affect small islands, either
in the Mediterranean or in other oceans and seas. Italy would be giad to host this seminar.

Mr. Chairman,

My finai words will simply express all the appreciation of my country for the cutcome
of this meeting.

In the first place | would like to congratulate you on your election to the chairmanship
of this most important meeting and to thank the government of Spain and the government of
Catalonia for the very warm welcome which they have certainly extended to alf of us. | would
also like to congratulate Monsieur Chabason and his staff for the excellent documents
prepared for these meetings and the high level of organisation which has characterised them.
Mr. Chabason, whom | had the pleasure of meeting in Malta some time agc with whom |
discussed cver lunch the possibility of his coming back to Malta as socn as possibie, has
certainly taken the helm of the Coordinating Unit of the Mediterranezn Action Flan at a very
crucial and important point in its history, while efforts to protect and preserve our sea for
future generations need to be intensified. | am nonetheless confident, that with the
cocperation of his staff as well as that of UNEP and of course of the govemments of the
Mediterranean countries, buiiding on the pioneering activities of his predecessors, one of
whom is the deputy head of my delegation today, the Mediterranean Action Plan will develop
into an effective instrument of sustainable development, in line with the principles of the Rio
Declaration and Agenda 21.

Mr. Chaiman,

The Mediterranean Action Plan was conceived in the wake of the first United Nations
Conference on the Environment, held in Stockholm in 1972, by the newly estatlished United
Nations Environment Programme with the objective of protecting the Mediterranean Sea
against pollution. In spite of continuous and consistent efforts by all concemed. however, the
state of the Mediterranean environment has remained extremely precarious and greater
efforts will need to be undertaken with 2 fresh wave of enthusiasm. if this situation is to be
improved.

The Mediterranean Sea remains one of the most important maritime highways, and
one of the most sought after tourist destinations of the worid. [t hosts on its shores an
increasingly heavy concentration of populations, a considerable proportion of whom live in
countries with a relatively low level of development. All these factors exert enormous
pressure on the Mediterranean envirocnment, both on the sea proper and on the coastal areas,
making their preservation for future generations increasingly problematic. The realisation of
such an objective in fact requires the wholehearted and enthusiastic support of all sectors
which can directly or indirectly influence the Mediterranean Sea area such as governments
and non-governmental organisations, as well as industry, tourism, shipping, etc.

When the United Nations Conference on Environment and Deveiopment was
conciuded at Rio de Janeiro in June 1892 with the adoption of the Rio Declaration and
Agenda 21 and the process of sustainable development was accepted as the only viable
opticn for the preservation of the environment for future governments, it became clear that
the Mediterranean Action Plan needed updating to be brought in line with this concept, as
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expounded on in Agenda 21. Two days of informal consultations organised by the MAP
Secretariat in Malta concluded that there was scope for the updating of the MAP and the
Barcelona Convention and its Protocols.” An important resolution emphasising the importance
of the refocussing of the MAP was adopted by the Contracting Parties to the Barcelona
Convention in Antalya in October 1993, and the resolution on the establishment of a
Mediterranean Commission on Sustainable Development was adopted at the ministerial
meeting "MED 21" in November 1984 in Tunisia.

At the first preparatory meeting to the MED 21 Ministerial meeting the delegation of
Malta submitted a proposal incorporating a number of amendments to the Barcelona
Convention with the scope of updating it in the wake of Rio. These proposals were later
resubmitted to the preparatory meetings to this meeting. A good number of the amendments
proposed were accepted, the most important of which concerned the establishment of the
Mediterranean Commission on Sustainable Development, a proposal which was also put
forward by the government of Tunisia.

We believe Mr. Chairman that this is a recommendation which now included in the
Mediterranean Action Plan, may eventually render the Convention an instrument courageous
enough to tackle the challenges of our age with imaginative verve and clear powers to plan
and manage sustainable development in this area. The political dimension of this proposal
and its potential impact for the social and economic growth of the region is in our
consideration immense. Properly conducted, the Commission may well transiorm the destiny
of the Mediterranean Sea area. One of the principles which has now been included in the
Barcelona Convention is the "polluter pays" principle. In line with this principle the
delegations of israel, Croatia, Egypt and Malta, proposed at the meetings in Athens last April,
that a study be undertaken to find a way of creating a Mediterranean fund for the protection
of the environment. This proposal was accepted and it is hoped that such as study will

propose practical ways in which funds can be generated for the protection of the environment
in the Mediterranean Sea area.

At the Fifth Meeting of the Contracting Parties to the Barcelona Convention the
government of Malta proposed the establishment of a Mediterranean centre for research and
development of marine industrial technology. This centres raison d'étre would be to
encourage new and sustainable forms of industrial and technological cooperation to help
bridge the economic disparities among Mediterranean countries: This proposal, which is
based on Article 276 and Article 277 of the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea,
was studied in depth by a special meeting of experts convened by the United Nations
Industrial Development Organisation in Vienna six years ago. Malta is in the process of
reviewing with UNIDO this proposal and intends to pursue further with other Mediterranean
countries in bringing this proposal to fruition. The time may now be ripe for such a proposal
to be put into effect.

Mr Chairman,

Living on a small island without any natural resources in the middle of the
Mediterranean Sea the people of Malta have for milennia depended on the sea for a good
proportion of the food they consume, and as a medium through which all their external trade
could be conducted. To this day a considerable proportion of economic activities in Malta,
including tourism, trade, transshipment, insurance and food production is directly or indirectly
connected with the sea. Malta is even dependent on the desalination of the Mediterranean
Sea for over 50% of the fresh water consumed on the island. For these reasons, the
Barcelona Convention and its Protocols have been of special significance to us.
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Maita is the proud host of the Regional Emergency Marine Fz.lution Centrol Centre
for the Mediterranean, this centre has, over the years of its existence. z:ayed a very important
part in monitoring and controlling pollution in the Mediterranean Sza. | am pleased to
announce that this centre is now being relccated to new and much bigger and better
premises.

The government of Maita adheres scrupulously to its obligaticrs under the Barcelona
Convention and its Protocols. At present Malta is investing heavily in :~e building of plant and
the training of personnel required for the processing of sewage beforz it is released into the
sea, and | am cenfident that Maita will be in a position to meet its coligations in this area
before the deadline of the year 2000 set by the Genoa Declaration.

Mr. Chairman,

The most significant development in international environmen:zl legisiation since the
coming into force of the Barcelona Convention is the successful ccnciusion of the United
Nations Conventicn on the Law of Sea. and its coming into force. ‘Nhen Malta first put
forward this proposal aimost 30 years ago, the United Nations General ~ssembly unanimously
adopted a Declaration of Principles which stated that "The sea bed ard the ocean floor and
the subsoil therecf. beyond the area of national jurisdiction, as well as the resources of the
area are the common heritage of mankind”. The concept of the commcen heritage of mankind
was infroduced at a time when hardly anyone questioned the established Grotian doctrine of
the freedom of the seas. It seemed then that only few realised that the resources of the sea
are not infinite. it was still thought that there were enough fish in the cceans for the United
Nations not to have to regulate fishing. It was also thought that there shouid be total freedom
of navigation as there was enough ccean space for all ships to ply the seas as they liked.
However, even at that time it began to dawn in man’s minds that ycu could overfish and
damage the renewability of this resource, and a sufficient number of ccilisions between ships
also made many wake up to the fact that much more regulation of navigation was needed in
some seas such as the Mediterranean, at the time.

The pressures on the Mediterranean Sea environment have increased considerably
over the last 30 years. Fishing has been carried on with such intensity and on such a scale,
sometimes by non-Mediterranean countries, that traditional fishing me:hods are becoming so
uneconomic that an increasing number of Mediterranean countries are wurning to fish farming
for a larger proportion of the fish they consume. The volume of navigation has increased so
much that dumping from ships at sea, and the danger of collisions are becoming a real threat
to the biolegical diversity of this sea. which is also threatened by poliution emanating from
land-based sources. The govemment of Malta believes that the countries of the
Mediterranean can best preserve the Mediterranean for the benefit of present and future
generations of mankind by considering it as their own common heritage, one may add also
common concem, and promoting its joint management by Mediterranean littoral states. Such
a project would out of necessity, have far-reaching institutional implications, but the
government of Malta believes that if enough goodwill is forthcoming from all interested parties,
it can be put into effect.

We are living in a time of optimism for the world in general and the Mediterranean
area in particular. There is a strong effort to set aside old prejudices and, more and more
peoples are finding it easier to live together in peace and mutual respect. This is an excellent
time for the peoples of the world to give serious thought to the survival and well-being of the
younger and future generations. The govermnment of Malta, when it held the presidency of the
United Nations General Assembly in 1991/92, suggested that the Trusteeship Council of the
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United Nations should have its role expanded to hold in trust for humanity its common
heritage and its common concerns; the environment; the protection of extra-territorial zones,
and the resources of the sea and the sea-bed; the climate and the rights of future
generations. Itis the intention of the government of Malta to submit a proposal to include an
item on the Agenda of the 50th Session of the United Nations General Assembly, with a view
to giving a new role and a new mandate to the United Nations Trusteeship Council. We urge
all Mediterranean countries present here to give their support to this initiative. This proposai
will be submitted later this year to the United Nations General Assembly, and it is hoped that
it will find widespread support.

On a more limited scale the governments of Mediterranean countries can use the
Barcelona Convention and its Protocols and the Mediterranean Action Plan and its institutions,
as the legal and practical framework for the protection of the interests of future generations
of Mediterranean peopies through the promotion of sustainable development in the
Mediterranean Sea area.

Mr. Chairman,

Since the Mediterranean Action Plan was adopted here in Barcelona twenty years ago,
and the Convention for the Protection of the Mediterranean Sea against Pollution was signed
in 1978, they have served as a basis for cooperation between the governments of
Mediterranean countries for the protection of this sea against pollution. The revised
Convention and plan pose a challenge in the implementation of recognised concept of
sustainable development in the Mediterranean Sea area. Meeting this challenge will require
a lot of our attention and widespread cooperation for the next twenty years and beyond. The
Mediterranean Commission on Sustainable Development due to be established in the
framework of the Mediterranean Action Plan, can play a leading role in the achievement of
this objective. It is obviously up to all of us to give it all the support it deserves.

Finally, Mr. Chairman,

I understand that the Contracting Parties have agreed to the creation of a gold medal
to be given every two years to an institution or to an individual which, or who, have .
distinguished itself or himself in the pursuit of the obligations of the Barcelona Convention and
the Mediterranean Action Plan. | know that a jury will be established to recommend the prize
winner. Since the proposal to set up this award came from two institutions based in my
country, may | take the liberty of suggesting that exceptionally, we agree today, to give the
first gold medal, when we meet in two years' time to someone who is himself an institution.
The man who with competence, with determination, with enthusiasm, has been one of the
leading lights of this grand Mediterranean process: | am referring to Serge Antoine of France.

May | through you, Mr. Chairman, ask that this choice be approved by acclamation ?

Monsieur le Président,
Mesdames, Messieurs les Ministres,
et Chefs de Délégations,

Depuis de nombreuses décennies, la Principauté s’est particulierement attachée a la
connaissance, & la sauvegarde et la gestion durable de I'environnement méditerranéen.

Au moment méme ol naissait le Plan d’action pour la Méditerranée et son principal
outil de collaboration - la Convention de Barcelone; la Principauté élatorait avec ia France
et I'ltalie un accerd que vous connaissez sous le nom d'accord RAMOGE. La maxime
célébrée a Rio: "pensez giobalement: agissez localement” était déja a [oeuvre.
Volontairement trés impliquée dans le precessus de Barcelone dés le début la Principauté
s'était méme proposée pour accueillir 'Unité de coordination.

Le renouvesu de notre Plan d’action est 'aboutissement de vingt années d'un long
chemin. I en résulte un cadre de coopération exemplaire pour d’'autres mers régicnales et
nous devons en étre fiers. Néanmoins, cette exempiarité, nous en sommes bien conscients,
est lourde de responsabiiités. A nous, aujourd’hui d’en relever le défi.

Ce défi, Son Altesse Sérénissime le Prince Rainier ill 'avait déja lancé lors du sommet
des Chefs d’Etats & Rio. Il y soulignait particulierement:

- la nécessité de considérer la Méditerranée, ainsi que la mer Neire, comme régions
d’action pricritaire;

- [importance des actions en zones littorales pour la protection de la mer;

- Finutilité des textes non appliqués, parfois par manque de capacités techniques, et
furgence de la mise en oeuvre de transfert opérationnel de technologies appropriées;

- Popportunité de 'élaboration d’un texte en vue de protéger les zones sensibles situées
en eaux intemationales;

- Findispensable coordination et suivi des diverses Conventions qui en tout ou partie
prétégent le patrimoine naturel de notre région.

C'est donc avec une certaine satisfaction que nous constatons, au vu des textes qui
nous sont présentés et des travaux en cours, que la coopération, dans ce qu'il est convenu
d'appeler I'esprit de Barcelone a atteint un stade de maturité qui nous permet d’envisager en
commun des mesures contractuelles efficaces. C’est ce nouveau virage qui nous permettra
de continuer a éire exemplaire.

[l faut se féliciter de voir la Convention intégrer les grands principes confirmés & Rio;
se féliciter de voir la Convention se préoccuper des zones cdtieres 2 la fois origine et victime
de la pression démographique mais réel! lieu de vie de la population méditerranéenne. Dans
cet esprit, une attention particuliére devra étre portée a poursuivre les travaux qui permettront
au Protocole tellurique de renforcer son action par le biais de plans d'actions contraignants
et d'obligations librement consenties, signe de notre capacité de coopération.
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Comment, en effet, mettre en oeuvre un principe comme celui de "pollueur-payeur”
sans prendre les mesures internes permettant de Pappliquer, sans rechercher les
responsabilités, et sans moyens de réparer les dommages; il y a donc cbligation de légiférer.
Comment coopérer sans échanger les informations sur les mesures prises dans chacun de
nos pays. Comment prendre des mesures sans en évaluer 'impact, sans étre capable de les
réajuster. Il nous faut nous engager a rendre compte, il faut nous engager & sanctionner ceux
qui ne respecteront pas les mesures que nous adoptons.

En ce qui concerne la Principauté, les engagements souscrits lors du Sommet de Rio
se sont notamment concrétisés par un ambitieux programme de coopération bilatérale.
Consacré a I'environnement dans sa premiére phase, il nous a permis d'établir des travaux
en commun avec la Tunisie, le Liban et la Bulgarie et, aux cétés de Iz Banque mondiale de
réaliser des études sur le codt réel de 'eau en milieu urbain et sur ses économies faisant

intervenir les experts de cing pays de la rive Sud et Est, animés par linstitut Méditerranéen
de I'Eau.

Le respect de ces engagements devait, bien entendu, &tre répercuté dans notre droit
interne. Le Gouvernement Princier a donc prévu a cet effet d'intégrer dans une loi cadre les
grands principes de la Déclaration de Rio et des nouvelles conventicns.

Quant & 'Agenda 21 et sa relecture méditerranéenne, 'Agendz Med-21, ils font I'objet
d'une diffusion dans les services administratifs sous la forme d'une grille d'analyse élaborée
par le Service de PEnvironnement de la Principauté.

Enfin, il me faut souligner I'intérét particulier de mon pays peur les travaux qui ont
mené & terme la longue gestation d’un outil juridique permettant d’aborder la conservation des
sites et des espéces dans notre mer. L'histoire récente de la conservation de la nature dans
notre région reflete toutes les hésitations et incertitudes du droit international de la mer. Ce
droit qui nous a donné tant de devoirs en matiére de protection de Penvironnement mais qui
se trouve si difficile & appliquer. Ces droits et ces devoirs, c'est colleciivement, au travers du
nouveau protocole sur les aires spécialement protégées et sur la biodiversité que nous nous
proposons de les exercer. C'est aussi solidairement qu'il nous faudra protéger notre

patrimoine commun de haute mer face & ceux qui ne respectent pas notre esprit
méditerranéen.

Comme vous le savez, la Principauté, auprés de la France et de ['ltalie, a déja amorcé
létude de la protection d’'une zone importante en haute mer pour la vie des mammiféres
marins. Malgré les vicissitudes inhérentes au caractére novateur de cstte action, les travaux
continuent: nous pouvons espérer bientdt la concrétisation de ce qui porte le nom de
sanctuaire. Ce sera, nous l'espérons, la premiére aire spécialement protégée d'intérét
méditerranéen en haute mer qui sera proposée dans le cadre du nouveau protocole. Cette
premiere action, visant les mammiféres marins, peut étre considérée comme symbolique.

Au travers de la renovation du PAM et de ses outils juridiques, nous sentons bien
revenir 'homme au centre du probiéme. Il ne pourrait d'ailleurs pas en étre autrement alors
qu'il s’agit de développement durable. C'est & ce niveau que la création d’'une Commission
Méditerranéenne du Développement Durable prend toute sa signification. Cette Commission
devra étre un centre de convergence des thémes dont I'harmonie méne a ce développement
auquel toutes les régions du monde aspirent. La création de cette Commission concrétise
Pexistence de I'écorégion Méditerranée, concrétise une identité, une multitude de points
communs de nos différents peuples et de leurs cultures. Si au niveau géopolitique, certains
hésitent & reconnaitre cette identité, force est de constater que des secteurs économiques
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comme le tourisme 'ont depuis longtemps conceptuaiisée. Notre coilaboration depuis vingt
années a suffisamment démontré, au-dela méme du domaine de I'environnement, que nous
avions des langages communs. Comme e sommet de Rio I'a mis en exergue, je ne peux que
souhaiter, que sur les bases établies en commun pour la protection de I'environnement, se
construise le déveioppement durable de notre région.

Cette croisade vers le développement durable exige bien d'autres acteurs
intergouvemementaux ou civils. [l est indispensable que chemin faisant ces acteurs se
rejoignent, se ccordonnent et s’harmonisent dans le respect de leurs missions propres afin
de potentialiser {eurs effcrts et que ne subsiste ni lacune grave ni duplication.

En terminant, je voudrais remercier les autorités espagnoles, ainsi que la Generalitat
de Catalogne et Ia ville de Barcelone pour avair, comme il y a vingt ans, tant ceuvré pour
mener a bien cette Conférence dont 'empreinte sera aussi indélébile que celle de 1975. Je
voudrais aussi souligner les mérites de I'Unité de coordination, qui au lendemain de la
Conférence de Tunis, a su mettre en oeuvre les lignes directrices qui lui ont été données
avec autant de clairvoyance et d’efficacité.

Los acuerdos que se han alcanzado durante estos dias son de una extraordinaria
importancia, no sélo por su contenido sino porque responden a objetivos finales, ambiciosos
que deberén seran alcanzados gradualmente. Para quienes tenemos responsabilidades en
la politica ambiental, el ritmo al que se alcanzan acuerdos relevantes es siempre un ritmo
mas lento del que deseamos. Nos gustaria ser capaces de mobilizar con mas rapidez y con
mas intensidad los cambios que creemos absolutamente necesarios vy justificados. Pero
insisto, lo importante es que la direccién en la que se avance sea la direccion correcta y que

el horizonte que se asuma sea concebido como un horizonte comtin que nos compromete
a todos.

Asi debemos contribuir desde todos los paises firmantes del convenio a introducir
cambios en las normativas nacionales y muy en particular en lo que se refiere a la gradual
eliminacién de los vertidos de sustancias toxicas al Mediterraneo que sin ninguna duda
constituyen uno de los @mbitos de mayor transcedencia para el futuro de este convenio.

Creo que el nuevo enfoque del convenio del Mediterraneo incorpora adecuadamente
todos los grandes retos que debemos abordar. Nos corresponde ahora a todos convertir los
acuerdos en medidas concretas y trabajar con rigor para que su contenido se sigua
enriqueciendo dia a dia, sin ceder ni un solo milimetro en la lucha por instaurar un nuevo
modelo de desarrolo sostenible en el Meditarraneo.

Espafia, como pais que asumira préoximamente la presidencia de la Unién Europea,
ha presentado ya las prioridades correspondientes para este periodo a'la Comisaria Europea
competente en esta materia. Entre estas prioridades queremos destacar nuestro interes por
la cooperacién euromediterranea y por introducir de forma creciente una mayor consideracién
en las intituciones y en los programas europeos hacia la consideracion de la conservacion

de la naturaleza y en particular la gestién integrada del litoral y la lucha contra la
desertificacion.

Estos son aspectos en los que desde el gobiemo espafiol llevamos tiempo trabajando
y en los que creemos poder ofrecer nuestra experiencia y nuestra colaboracién al resto de
los paises del area Mediterranea. Desde 1988 aplicamos una legislacién de proteccion del
litoral que ha permitido salvar muchos kilometros de costas del avance del turismo y de Ia
actividad economica. Y vamos a reunimos este mismo mes en Almeria con los paises del
Norte dei Mediterraneo para avanzar en el programa regional de lucha contra la

desertificacion que pretendemos que sea uno de los ejes principales de nuestra accién en
los proximos meses.
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Las dificultades que muchos paises de esta area tienen para cumplir de forma
adecuada las exigencias ambientales deben propiciar un reforzamiento de los instrumentos
de solidaridad. Por ello el gobierno espanol apoya ceon gran interés la prevista creacién de
un fondo adicional para el desarrollo sostenible en el Mediterraneo al que contribuiremos y
espero contribuiremos conjutamente con el resto de los paises miembros vy las instituciones
publicas y privadas. Este fondo adscrito a la futura Comision Mediterranea de Desaroilo
Sostenible deberia de ser un ejemplc de operatividad, de eficacia, y de participacién social.
Apoyamos por tanto las peticiones formuladas desde las organizaciones no gubernamentales
en el sentido de corresponsabilizarias al maximo en el disefio y en la gestion de este fondo.

Senor Presidente,

Nuestro trabzjo no termina hoy, por el contraric hoy comienza una etapa cargada de
nuevos compromisos que sabemos que seran dificiles de implementar porque tendremos que
convencer quienes tenemos responsabilidades en politica ambiental a quienes las tienen en
el ambito de la politica industrial, de la politica agricola, de la politica turistica, de la politica
urbanistica.

Lz labor realizada en la preparacién y en la celebracién de esta conferencia de una
enorme transcedencia ha sido posible gracias a la colaboracion de todos los paises firmantes
de! convenio de Barcelona, del Secretariade de este convenio y gracias tambien al
permanente empuje de las organizaciones no gubemamentales. A todos nuesiro mas sincero
agradecimientc. Permitanme agradecer en particular el esfuerzo y |z eficacia demostrades
por Joaquin Ros que espero sigua contribuyendo desde su entusiasmo y desde su profundo
conocimiento del Mediterraneo y del medic ambiente al futuro de este convenio.

Un futuro que comienza hoy en un clima de creciente cooperacién entre los paises
firmantes y que sdlo podremos conseguir que avance y solo podremos trabajar de forma
satisfactoria cuando desaparezcan del Mediterraneo todos los focos de conflicto bélico y
todes los enfrentamientos en los paises riberefios. Trabajemos juntos per la paz en el
Mediterraneo para que la paz sea una realidad y para que el mar Mediterréneo que ha sido
cuna de las civilizacicnes clasicas s=a en el futuro la cuna de una nueva civilizacién mas
libre. mas justa, y mas respetuosa con el medio ambiente.

Monsieur le Président,
Mesdames et Messieurs les Ministres,
Mesdames et Messieurs,

Permettez-moi tout d'abord de féliciter le gouvernement du Royaume d'Espagne, et
la Generalitat de Catalogne pour leur hospitalité et la chaleur de leur accueil. Je voudrais
également les féliciter pour I'organisation de la 9éme réunion des Parties contractantes, et
de la Conférence des plénipotentiaires qui nous permet de nous rencontrer, une fois de plus,
pour le bien de notre région.

Lors de la réunion de Tunis, le 1er novembre 1994, nous avions émis le souhait que
"MED 21" soit le premier chainon d'une longue série de rencontres réguliéres.

Nous voila réunis aujourd’hui a Barcelone pour célébrer le 20éme anniversaire de la
Convention qui porte le nom de cette grande et belle ville méditerranéenne.

Cependant I'importance des changements survenus sur la scéne internationale, et
dans la région méditerranéenne dans le domaine de l'environnement, a nécessité des
amendements & la Convention de Barcelone et ses protocoles, et a exigé une adaptation des
programmes du PAM.

entre partenaires solidaires.

L'interdépendance environnementale entre les deux rives de la Méditerranée a besoin
d'un renforcement de la solidarite euro-méditerranéenne; I'environnement est le domaine par
excellence ou cette solidarité peut s’exprimer.

Assurer la protection de l'environnement, c’est avant tout protéger 'homme et
préserver les chances de progrés économique et social de la sociéte. C'est également
participer a cette grande oeuvre, porteuse d’avenir et se montrer digne d'étre citoyen de son
propre pays et de la planete tout entiere.

C’est 12 une grande mutation culturelle que le gouvernement du Président BEN ALI,
s'empicie & promouvoir, dans le sens de la démocratie, de la responsabilité et d'une
perception claire des impératifs de 'avenir et de la corrélation étroite qui doit prévaleir entre
développement et envircnnement.

La Tunisie, en dépit de |z concurrence des divers secteurs sur son budget national et
de ses ressources limitées, ne ménage aucun effort pour jouer pleinement son réle dans la
protection de son littoral méditerranéen qui s'étend sur 1.300 km de cote.

Comme la plupart des pays cétiers, le littoral tunisien se caractérise par une forte
concentration de développement (70% de la population, 73% des établissements humains et
90% de I'activité touristique). Afin de dépasser cette situation et d’assurer une protection du
littoral, le Geuvernement Tunisien, a mis sur pied un plan d'action pour 'Aménagement et la
Gestion du littoral, dont I'objectif est de fixer les conditions de durabilité du développement
sccio-économique du littoral, en assurant la protection du patrimaeine naturel. la valorisation
des cdtes et leur intégraticn dans leur environnement régional.

Ce Plan d’Action fait suite & un audit sur la situation existante, et se base surla charte
du litteral, laqueile détermine les grandes orientations de politiques sectorielles en matiére
d'utilisation de I'espace littoral, ainsi que sur une stratégie visant:

- I'établissement des schémas d'aménagement et de gestion du littoral par
régions géographiques;

- I'élaboration de la loi portant création d’'une Agence pour la Protection et
FAménagement du littoral.

La nouvelle Agence de Protection et dAménagement du littoral s'est vue doter des
missions suivantes:

- La conservation des zones sensibles.
- La gestion du Domaine Public Maritime
- Le suivi des travaux d’aménagement, d’exploitation des espaces littoraux.

Les projets d'aménagement sur le littoral seront désormais soumis a I'approbation
préalable de cette agence.
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C’est dire que la Tunisie est déterminé a enrichir son arsenal juridique et institutionnel
pour mieux sauvegarder son littoral et contribuer ainsi a la protection de la Méditerranée. La
Tunisie s’est d’ores et déja dotée d'une trentaine de stations d’épuration des eaux usées tout
au long de son littoral et de 11 stations d’épuration sur la Medjerda pour éliminer les rejets
telluriques, charriés par le seul cours d'eau permanent de la Tunisie.

La pollution due au trafic pétrolier menace les pays de la rive sud de la Méditerranée.

La Tunisie, avec I'Algérie et le Maroc, a entamé dans le cadre du GEF, un projet de
lutte contre les rejets accidentels d’hydrocarbures dans la zone sud-ouest de la Méditerranée.
Un plan national d'urgence est en cours d'approbation. L'élaboration d'un plan régional
d'urgence est prévue, pour les trois pays maghrébins: la Tunisie, I'Algérie et le Maroc.

A la veille de la prochaine conférence euro-méditerranéenne qui se tiendra ici méme
a Barcelone sous la Présidence espagnole de I'Union Européenne, je voudrais lancer une
appel a la solidarité euro-méditerranéenne et au renforcement du partenariat euro-
méditerranéen.

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Statement by Mr Murat Sungur Bursa
Acting Secretary of the Ministry of Environment of Turkey

Mr Chairman,
Honourzable Minisiers
Distinguished Delegates.
Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is a privilege and an honour for me to attend this historical event which, as a resuit
of efforts made in the last two years, has brought us together. | would like to take this
opportunity to thank the Spanish Government and Catalan autonomist Government by singling
out his Excellency Mr Borrell and his able staff for hosting this crucial Conference along with
the kind hospitality extended to us.

My thanks alse go to the staff of the Coordinating Unit of the Mediterranean Action
Plan for their tireless efforts for the organisation and success of this event. It is especially
meaningful to get together for such a Conference in the city of Barcelona at a time when we
are celebrating the 20th anniversary of the Mediterranean Action Plan, the S0th year of the
United Nations establishment and the Mediterranean Environment week.

As you all know, the Mediterranean Action Plan that was bom in this city in 1873 has
so far provided a unique basis for enhancing cooperation among the Mediterranean countries
towards a better environment as well as sirengthening the solidarity and mutual ties in the
region. It has greatly addressad the alarming degradation of the regionai, natural and cuitural
heritage particularly the Mediterranean Sea which is considered to be one of the region’s
moest valuable assets.

Mr Chairman.

Since the 1870’s the environment has been a unique issue that brings together
countries with very different social, economical, political and cultural structures. Today we
have gathered precisely to serve our common aim which is to take cne further step toward
a better Mediterranean for our present and future generations.

At this point, may | go beyond procedures and mechanisms of the new phase and talk
about nitty-gritty, the financial aspect of our cooperation. As you know, we have had serious
difficulties in the implementation of some of the major components of the Mediterranean
Action Plan and the Convention mainly due to financial constraints, in particular in the last two
years. With this opportunity, let me call upon all the Contracting Parties to be more sensitive
in carrying out on their financial responsibilities in the new phase of this cooperation.

| also would like to reiterate the urgent need to mobilise new additional funds to the
Mediterranean in order to put existing new activities in line. Needless to say, as one of the
partners of this regional cooperation, the European Union should take our needs and priorities
into action while drawing up his policies and programmes in the field of environment. In this
sense, we consider that the Euromediterranean Conference to be held in Barcelona in
November will provide a momentous opportunity among others to express the expectations
of the non-E.U. members Mediterranean states from this cooperation and to encourage a
substantial increase in the financial and technical support of the European Union.
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| also would like to mention the Mediterranean technical assistance programme that
addresses the need for environmental policy, capacity building and investments at regional,
national and local leveis. Entering its third cycle, METAP can be more responsible to the
existing and potential needs and priorities of the Action Plan and enhance its support for our
common efforts.

Distinguished Delegates,

Although the geographical coverage of our joint effort has been clearly defined in the
Convention, thanks to the consensus after long discussions, | am of the opinion that each
individual Contracting Party must bear the full responsibility of transferring the spirit of
cooperation and understanding of environmental problems to their national implementation
and other endeavours at regional and intermational levels. At this point, | would like to inform
you that Turkey has done so by taking certain initiatives as follows: hosting the Programme
Coordination Unit of the Environmental Protection and Management of the Black Sea within
the framework of GEF Programme. The Commission of the Convention of the Protection of
the Black Sea against Pollution will soon be operational in Istanbul hosted by the Turkish
Government. Hosting the Conference of Environment Ministers of central Aegean Balkan
republics which took place in July 1984 in Istanbul. Preparatory activities of setting up a
regional Environmental Centre to serve for the Caucasian and Central Asian republics are on-
going. The Turkish Government is going to host intersessional meeting of the U.N. sustainable
development Commission on the Protection of Oceans and all kind of seas in 1986 within the
framewaork of the activities for the implementation of Chapter 17 of the Agenda 21.

To be brief, Turkey, by making use if the advantages of her geographical location is
taking significant steps for the harmonisation of our efforts in the Mediterranean context with
other initiatives in the region. Turkey will serve to bridge the efforts in the Mediterranean Sea,
Black Sea, Caucasus and Central Asia. Similar efforts of other Contracting Parties will ensure
a better Mediterranean environment because we know that Mediterranean Sea is, in fact,
significantly affected by other surrounding systems.

Mr Chairman,

On the other hand, we should try to complete the legislation of our Mediterranean
system as soon as possible. Our Minister has already expressed the Turkey’s willingness to
host an expert meeting in early 1996 in Izmir to finalize the Hazardous Wastes Protocol
followed by Diplomatic Conference. We will be honoured to welcome you all in Izmir for this
purpose.

Mr Chairman,

| am truly convinced that this Conference will be a milestone along the path which wiil
lead us to a prosperous and heaven on earth Mediterranean as we enter into 21st Century.
However, it is clear that the success of this Conference will be judged not by what is done in
June 1995 but what we will do in the years ahead to fulfil our commitments.

Before concluding, | would like to draw your attention to the last giobal Summit of this
decade, the City Summit Habitat Il, which will be hosted by Turkey in Istanbul in June 1986.
Habitat Il is expected to offer new ideas about urban policy and shelter issues in order to give
more momentum to the goals set out at the Earth Summit. | very much look forward to
welcome you all in Istanbul and having your active participation at the Conference which is
considered as the summit of summits.
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Mr Chairman,
Distinguished Delegates,

Before concluding, | would not dwell into the subject of Cyprus anymore because
enough has been said but | wish to express one of our hopes and that is: | hope the Cypriot
cooperation and the understanding of solidarity that we show in the field of environment on
this arena would serve as a step up in the ladder to soive the Cyprus issue meeting the
requirements which is an expectation of all the Parties in the future.

As far as the recent proposal about the reservations put, in fact, it was the
Secretariat's proposal to make it part of the Final Act so we can make it as a separate
document and we have no objection to it. In fact, it was a technical explanation from the
diplomatic point of view and this has been done in other U.N. platforms as well.

Lastly, Mr Chairman and Distinguished Delegates,

| would like to express my hope and believe that the Mediterranean Action Plan will
continue to be an exemplary initiative to the other parts of the world. | wish you all the best
for the success of this Conference.

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Declarations of Turkey, Cyprus and Greece

During the course of the Conference of Plenipotentiaries on the Convention for the
Protection of the Mediterranean Sea against Pollution and its Protocols, the representatives
of Turkey, Cyprus and Greece made declarations which are presented below in the order of
their presentation at the Conference.

Declaration of the representative of Turkey
The representative of Turkey made the following declaration:

"On the occasion of opening to signature of Amendments to the Convention for the
Protection of the Mediterranean Sea against Pollution and the Dumping Protocol within the
context of the Final Act and the Protocol concerning Specially Protected Areas and Biological
Diversity in the Mediterranean, the delegation of the Repubilic of Turkey makes the following
declaration to be registered in the minutes of the Conference of Ministers for the Environment
being held in Barcelona on 9-10 June 1995:

The signature, acceptance or ratification of the above mentioned Final Act and the
Pratocol by the Republic of Turkey shall in no way imply the recognition of the "Republic of
Cyprus" by Turkey. Nor should it imply any change in Turkey's well known position that the
Greek Cypriot side does not possess the right or authority to become party to intemational
instruments on behalf of Cyprus as a whole. Turkey’s signing of Final Act and the Protocol,
therefore, should not signify any obligation on the part of Turkey to enter into any dealings
with "Republic of Cyprus" as are regulated by the Convention and its Protocois.”

Declaration of the representative of Cyprus
The representative of Cyprus made the following declaration:

"The delegation of the Republic of Cyprus rejects the Turkish declaration in its entirety
which it considers as null and void on the foilowing grounds:

The Republic of Cyprus is recognized as one and undivided, independent and
sovereign State represented by a sole legitimate govemment by all countries in the world
except Turkey, the country that in 1974 militarily invaded Cyprus in gross violation of the UN
Charter and peremptory norms of internationai law. The Republic of Cyprus is a Member of
the UN, the Council of Europe, the OSCE and all other important internationai organizations.

The attempt by Turkey to set up an illegal entity in the occupied part of Cyprus was
strongly condemned by mandatory Security Councili Resolutions including Resoclutions 541
and 550 which called upon all States not to recognize any other State than the Republic of
Cyprus.

The Govemmment of the Republic of Cyprus is also recognized as the sole
representative and negotiator of the entire island of Cyprus by the European Union.
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The Turkish invasion and the subsequent and continued occupation of a large part of
the Republic, in complete disregard of UN Resolutions, in no way changes the legal status
of the Republic of Cyprus.

The Delegation of Cyprus requests that this declaration be registered in the Final Act
of the Conference of Plenipotentiaries being held in Barcelona on 9 and 10 June 1895."

Declaration of the representative of Greece
The representative of Greece made the following statement:

"Greece strongly supports the declaration of Cyprus. The Turkish declaration can in
no way affect the legal status of the Republic of Cyprus, recognized by ail members of the
interational community. On the contrary, such a declaration puts under question the
credibility of Turkey conceming the implementation of the commitments undertaken within the
framework of the Mediterranean Action Plan, including the possibility of the representative of
Cyprus to attend MAP meetings to be convened in Turkey."
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Statement by Mr. Caio Koch-Weser

Mr. Chairman,
Your Excellencies,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

On behalf of the World Bank, | would like to thank the Government and the peopie of

Spain for hosting this important Conference of Plenipcotentiaries on the Barcelona Convention,
and for Spain’s pivotal role in making this occasion a success. | would like to congratulate
Mr. Nouredine Benomar-Alami, Minister of Environment of Morocco,.on his election as
President of the Bureau. And let me thank Ms Elizabeth Dowdeswell, Executive Director of
the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), and Mr. Lucien Chabason, Coordinator
of UNEP's Mediterranean Action Plan, for giving me the opportunity to address the
Conference. Finally, | congratulate each country represented here on agreeing to take the
important steps towards reaching the goal of environmentally sustainable development
contained in the Resolution you have adopted today.

Mesting the challenge of the Resolution will require intensified effort and new
initiatives. The comerstone of this effort should be renewed, deepened and expanded
partnerships in the region.

A. The Partnership Record

Many of you are already involved in a long standing partnership under the Barcelona
Convention, begun as the first major initiative of the United Nations Environment Programme
(UNEP) twenty years ago. The framework of organisations and protocols established under
the Convention - the Mediterranean Action Plan (MAP), its components MEDPOL and the
Blue Plan, and its regional activity centres - is a vital partnership. It encourages the countries
of the region to act in harmony to protect the region’s valuable and scarce resources.

Since 1990, with our partners, the European Investment Bank, the European Union,
and UNDP, we at the World Bank have been working with you within the framework of the
Environmental Programme for the Mediterranean (EPM). EPM, through the Mediterranean
Environment Technical Assistance Programme, or METAP, as it is known, has helped to build
essential institutional capacity, and to develop a pipeline of well conceived and prepared
environmental investments.

Over the last five and a half years, this partnership has mobilised nearly $30 miilion
dollars to fund nearly 100 activities - some of these with MAP and the Blue Plan ~ in 16
countries. Environmentai capacity building, project ideas and action plans financed by
METAP activities have generated over $1.4 billion dollars of ongoing and pianned investments
by the two Banks and the Global Environmental Facility (GEF). This partnership has recently
expanded to include several bilateral donors, including France, Germany, Monaco and
Switzeriand.
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B. Environmental Chailenges in the Mediterranean Region

This Conference provides an opportunity to assess the progress we have made and
identify new challenges ahead. In terms of progress, we need lock no further than the clear
evidence of enhanced capacity among the region’s leading environmental management
institutions represented here today. But the chailenges to be met leave no room for
complacency.

Let me illustrate some of the dimensions of the task before us with only a few of the
findings of a recent World Bank analysis of the southermn Mediterranean countries, which |
shared with many of you in Cairo last December. In just one generation, the urban population
of the developing Southern Rim countries has mushroomed from 40 million to more than 125
miilion, far outpacing the growth of municipal services; about 35 million peopie have no
access to safe drinking water, and 80 million lack safe sanitation. Ancther 50 million people
must live with air pollution that is often substantially worse than the maximum levels
established by the World Heaith Organisation.

In econcmic terms, lost productivity from land degradation, including desertification,
is estimated to cost roughly $1 billion to $1.5 billion annually. The health effects of pollution
cost thousands of lives and diminish human productivity and well-being. When these effects
are combined with other direct economic losses, the quantifiable price of unsustainable
development stands at $7.5 billion to $10 billion a year, roughly 2.5 to 3 percent of GDP of
the Southem Rim couniries.

Left unchecked, these and other problems can only worsen. By 2005, demand for
water will likely exceed available renewable freshwater supplies in six countries in the region.
One in three inhabitants of the Southem Rim countries will live under conditicns of
unacceptabie air quality. Combatting, and where possible, reversing these trends is an urgent
priority for us all. What will this invelve, how much will it cost, and how might the costs be
financed?

Institutional and policy reform will be central to meeting the challenge. Institutional
reforms will have to be deepened toc enforce tighter reguiations. Intensified policy reforms -
especially initiatives to change incentives to polluters and resource users - will be essential.
New efforts to raise public awareness of critical problems and sometimes painful solutions will
be needed to build the political will for action. Large additional investments will also be
required. Qur tentative estimates are that the Southem Rim countries of the region will have
to invest $40 to $60 billion, or at least 1 to 1.5 percent of their GDP over the next ten years.
This is a large sum, considering that only one country has yet reached the one percent level,
but far less than the heavy and escalating costs of failure to act.

Fortunately, the necessary resources can be found - and found demestically - over the
medium term. Bank analysis indicates that eliminating energy and water subsidies would
alone raise $15 to $20 billion annually; let me repeat, a saving of $15 to $20 billion per year.
Introduction of the "polluter pays" principle could initially raise another $3 billion a year, and
at the same time reduce pollution and waste. Equally important opportunities exist for better
cost recovery in environmental services. But mobilising the necessary resources will have
significant short-term human costs. Those among the poor who currently pay for water or
energy may see their costs rise with subsidy removal. Closing inefficient and polluting public
sector enterprises will cost jobs, at teast in the short run. Hence the importance of developing
a clear, well articulated vision and strategy for what needs to be done - so as both to enhance
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domestic acceptance of the neceésary reforms and to mobilise external support to help offset
the social and human costs of reform during the transition period.

C. Meeting the Challenge through Partnership

Mr. Chairman, | believe that three types of partnership are needed to help the people
of the region to meet the challenge | have outlined: first, partnership at the national and local
levels among different government agencies, and between government, the community, and
today’s polluting enterprises; second, partnership at the regional level between Northem and
Southern Mediterranean Rim countries, institutions, and private sectors; and third, partnership
at the international level between the international financial community, and the countries of
" the region. ' '

At the national and local levels, Ministries of Finance and Planning, in partnership with
Environment ministries, need to work together to establish the strong synergy between
policies which are good for rapid and efficient growth and also beneficial for the environment.
Together they can demonstrate the scope for resource mobilisation to protect the environment
and conserve resources. And they can together pursue cost recovery, pollution charges and
taxes on hazardous consumption - for example on leaded gasoline. A stronger partnership
with communities - for example, to build popular awareness of environment-related health
impacts -can both increase willingness to pay and stimulate strong community action to
minimise waste. Finally, a partnership with polluting industries is needed to enhance
awareness and adoption of the many profitable options for simultaneously lowering production
costs and reducing polluting discharges and emissions.

At the regional level, we need to take advantage of the opportunities presented by
North-South interdependence. The Mediterranean basin is of great strategic importance to
the future of the European Union. Economic linkages between Northem and Southem
Mediterranean Rim countries are increasing year by year. At least 52 percent of tourists
coming to Southern Rim countries are from Europe, paralleling the five million from the South
who live in Europe. Trade flows now amount to aimost ECU 80 billion and direct foreign
investment from the EU amounted to more than ECU 750 million in 1993. These trends can
be expected to intensify as EU-Southemn Rim institutional linkages are alsao strengthened, as
the Southern Rim countries continue to open up their economies, and as globalisation of trade
and production proceeds over the next decade and beyond. This growing interdependence
provides an opportunity to expand North-South partnerships for promoting environmentally
sustainable economic growth in the Mediterranean region as a whole. Two types of
partnerships are needed: one aiready exists; the other needs to be developed.

- partnership between governments, among NGOs, and among sectoral enterprises
already exist through the MEDPOL program of MAP, MEDURBs of the European
Union, and the MEDPAN, MEDCities and MEDWAN networks' supported by METAP.
These partnerships help promote the sharing of experiences, and can be deepened.
Their scope and coverage can aiso be expanded into increasingly important areas
such as water management, energy conservation, and drought management;

- expanded trade and private investment are essential for accelerating economic growth

! Respectively, the Mediterranean Protected Area Network (MEDPAN); the Mediterranean
network of secondary coastal cities (MEDCITIES); and the Mediterranean Water Agency
Network (MEDWAN).

and building empioyment and incomes in Southemn Rim countries - so as to reverse
recent trends towards declining standards of living, along with associated social
probiems (including migration pressures). Greater trade and investment can also help
promote transfers of much needed new and clean technology and enhanced
environmental management expertise. This is a major new area where our
intermnational pariners and the private sector can play an increasingly active role. It
needs to be fostered.

The third partnership is at the international level and focuses on the final - the
implementation - phase of the EPM. Since the December meseting in Cairo, the current
partners of METAP are working towards two objectives.

- First, to make the final phase of EPM more demand driven, responsive and
decenirafised.

- this involves broadening of the range of programme activiies beyond
traditionai technical assistance for capacity building, environmental audits and
mitigation strategies, and project identification. Proposed new instruments
include project preparation and micro implementation grants to support
community and NGO participation and local action;

- this aiso involves shifting the locus of more programme activities to countries
and institutions in the region. This could start immediately with a
decentralisation of the capacity building component and the new micro
implementation grants programme.

- Second, to increase significantly the resources available to the region through the final
phase of EPM, so as to meet essential priority goais. The partners have started a
consultative process of building a prioritised and performance linked portfolio for the
implementation phase, based on a short set of national and regional priorities and
linked to agreed performance goals. A new parinership with Northem Rim bilaterai
donors, not just to support technical assistance needs, but also to finance on-the-
ground investment projects, is urgently needed. We hope that donors will accept our
invitation to join in this partnership for increasingly tangible grass-roots results.

D. Conclusion: Qur Commitment

Mr. Chairman, let me conclude my remarks by renewing today the commitment of the
World Bank to protecting the environment and improving the quality of life in the
Mediterranean region. Subject to appropriate country policies, we are committed to increasing
our environmental lending to a level of $1 billion a year. We are committed to strengthening
our existing partnerships with MAP, NGOs, and our current EPM and METAP partners, and
we are committed to building new partnerships with the private sector and with the bilateral
donor community to generate additional support for national and regional environmental
priorities.

The challenge of securing environmentaily sustainable development is immense. The
penalties for not meeting it are harsh, but the rewards of rising to it are correspondingly great.
By strengthening our partnerships, we can together rise to the challenge, minimise the
penaities and share in the rewards.

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Statement by H.E. Mr. Peter Bond
Director, Technical Advisory Service
European Investment Bank, Luxembourg

In this necessarily brief presentation | will describe the role of the European Investment
Bank and the context in which it operates, and then outline its actions and approach to the
environment, in particular in the Mediterranean region.

The European Investment Bank (EIB) was established in 1958 by the Treaty of Rome
which set up the European Community. Its shareholders are the European Union Member
States.The EIB exists to finance capital investment furthering the European Union's (EU)
baianced development and integration. It does this by providing long-term loans for sound
projects consistent with the Union’s policies.

Within the Union, emphasis is placed on Regional Development, Integration
(communications, infrastructure), Energy and Industry (especially small and medium scale)
and, important in this forum, the Environment and Quality of Life.

Outside the Union, the EIB operates under several agreements in close cooperation
and in a complementary way with the European Commission (EC). These agreements cover,
amongst others, the countries on the south and east of the Mediterranean Sea.

Thus the environment is a priority area for the Bank’s investment loans and the Bank
operates in virtually all the countries throughout the Mediterranean basin. As an indication
the Bank lent some 8.4 G ECU (=11 G USD) to part finance projects of direct environmental
interest in the Mediterranean Basin countries in the last 5 years (1990 - 94 inclusive). This
means that the total project cost of projects supported exceeding 20 G ECU.

Let me stress that in all its lending activity the Bank’s approach is to appraise critically
the environmental effects of any project it considers financing. This review extends beyond
the construction phase through to operation and encompasses direct as well as indirect
effects. We need to ensure that the projects financed are really needed and are appropriately
planned, designed, constructed and operated, taking into account the environment, and are
optimised economically to avoid wasted resources. To this end the Bank works closely with
promoters from an early stage in th project’s cycle by providing assistance and guidance.

In addition to ensuring that sound projects are encouraged, the Bank has a vocation
to finance environmental improvement projects. Inside the EU these projects can be financed
above the 50% of investment cost which is the normal limit to Bank finance. In the non EU
Mediterranean countries a special loan facility of 500 m ECU over five years is available,
subsidised by the EU budgetary funds.

It is important to stress that the Bank is only one of the actors on the Mediterranean
environmental scene and its principai role is to provide loan finance. The local promoters,
our clients, are inevitably and rightly the main movers of any development.

Close cooperation, often in a complementary way, is encouraged with other institutions
and organisations such as the European Commission, World Bank, UNDP, UNEP, biiateral
financiers and others. In all cases the Bank operates in close agreement and partnership with
the countries involved.
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While stressing the traditional financing role of the Bank as its main contribution, its
actions upstream and downstream of the project cycle shouid not be overfooked. Upstream,
in helping promoters identify and prepare projects, downstream, to ensure proper operation
and performance.

Two examples illustrate this:

- in 1980 the EIB and the World Bank sponsored a joint initiative, the "Environmental
Programme for the Mediterranean (EMP)". A diagnostic stage with a report and widely
attended workshop in Paris was followed by the first stage of a strategy to help
address the complex interrelated environmental issues in the Mediterranean. A new
financing vehicle was set up to assist in the early stages of environmental project
development (prefeasibility and feasibility studies) and to support the sector's
institutional development. This Mediterranean Environmental Technical Assistance
Programme (METAP) was supported by grants and assistance by the UNDP and the
European Commission in addition to the EPM founders (WB & EIB). To date some
18 m ECUs have been donated to support 85 initiatives. METAP has advanced the
financing of a number of useful projects and is developing awareness in the countries
of the problems shared by all in the Mediterranean ecosystem. National
Environmental Action Plans have been encouraged and this key concept merits to be
developed further.

- at the other end of the spectrum (downstream) the Bank has financed studies into the
operzation of new and completed waste water freatment plants to ensure their effective
operation and useful lessons have been leamed both for the projects’ promoters and
the Bank. Two recent studies relevant to the Mediterranean covered the Po Basin in
Italy and plants in Spain and France.

In summary, the Bank’s actions are wide and varied and try to respond to the changing
context in which it operates. The Bank aims to maintain a practical non-bureaucratic
approach with as objective tangible results in terms of projects to improve the Mediterranean
environment in its widest sense.

| hope that this short presentation has given you some indicaticn of the role of the EIB
in the Mediterranean and the environment. The Bank strongly supports the ideas of
cooperation inherent in this Convention and looks forward to playing an active part in the
pragmatic resolution of the difficult issues which confront us for the future well being of the
Mediterranean Basin and all its inhabitants.

Please allow me first of all to express our appreciation and thanks to the organisers
and especially to UNEP/MAP for inviting our Medcities Network to participate with an observer
status to the vital and important deliberations on the environment.

We fully share the suggestions and the resolutions regarding the cooperation between
NGOs and MAP and our Medcities Network would like and declare its willingness to
collaborate with all interested parties for the mutual goals and objectives thus protecting,
safeguarding, and improving the Mediterranean Sea and region.

Medcities is a network of aimost 36 cities of all Mediterranean countries which has
been set up under the guidance and assistance of the European Union, the World Bank, the
European Investment Bank and the United Nations Development Programme.

Until 1981, all efforts regarding the environment were undertaken on a national level.
Medcities was a pilot scheme by which the local authorities and the ones closer to the people
and to their problems, undertook the responsibility to promote, cooperate and act on issues
relating to the protection of the environment.

One of the first steps undertaken was to prepare local environmental audits in five of
the network’s cities, as well as municipal environmental pians. The cities involved were Oran,
Sousse, Tangiers, Tripoli/Elmina and Limassol. The resuits were beyond any expectation due
to the fact that tangible results were to be noted in all five cities in the fields of sewerage and
drainage systems, solid waste, industrial effluents, water supply and treatment, air pollution
and many others.

Based on the above audits, financing of the projects was easier, but we have to admit
that certain procedures ought to be altered to enable local authorities to act more
independently. To our financiers and the European Investment Bank, the World Bank and the
United Nations Development Programme, express our thanks.

In parallel, a great emphasis was given for the briefing of officials and municipal
experts on environmental management, and many workshops on the subject were held in
various cities.

In all the above cities and in many others, an environmental green strategy was
adopted and we are proud to say that many local actors, both organised and individuals, are
nowadays playing a greater role and we dare say that public awareness is an essential
element in tackling environmental issues. On these we count a lot.

This success enables the Medcities Network to present its case successfully in front
of the European Union within LIFE Programme and a new three year programme with funds
amounting to 6,500,500FF were secured after negotiations. After this development it was
decided to proceed and already there are four other audits in process for the cities of Selifkia,
Tetouan, Gaza and Haifa.
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We anticipate that the actions to be undertaken will be of the same success as the
previous ones. We note with great satisfaction that for the preparation of these audits, staff
from the ailready audited cities Tangiers and Limassol as well as from Marseille, Barcelona
and Haifa are involved, thus fulfilling one of the main objectives of the Network i.e. involving
municipal staff after receiving experience when their cities were audited to utilise that
experience in other member cities of the network. We think this initiative will be appreciated

by all.

A special attention will be very soon given for Gaza and a fact finding mission is
planned for the near future.

With this opportunity, | would like to express our appreciation to the United Town
Development Agency which acts as technical adviser on behalf of the European Union for the
tremendous and vaiuable assistance given to the Network.

The implementation of measures and programmes in each and every singie human
activity is, and should remain, a concem of utmost regional, national and international

importance for all involved.

For this specific reasaon, direct cooperation between municipalities and in fact with all
concemed make it easier to indentify common problems and outline and implement joint
strategies which would enabie rapid mobilisaticn of human and economic resources. The
wealthy north should heip the south in sorting and solving its environmental problems if we

do really mind for the future.

Local authorities are now an indispensable pariner to the noble struggle of protecting
the environment and we fully share the thought that no other is a better mediator for ordinary
citizens than those who are close to them, those being the elected Municipal and regional

local representatives.

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Statement by Mr Michael Smart

Convention on Wetlands of International Importance especiaily as Waterfront Habitat
(RAMSAR)

Mme la Présidente,
Mr. Chairman,
Distinguished delegates and colleagues,

There is an increasing number of intergovernmental international conventions dealing
with conservation and wise use of nature and natural resources. Conventions ancient and
modern, global and regional.

The Ramsar Convention, whose subject is wetlands in their widest sense, is one of
the oldest global conventions, celebrating its 25th birthday next year. The Barcelona
Convention, of the same generation as Ramsar, is a regional convention which has clearly
indicated its intention of dealing not only with marine issues, but with coastal areas, which of
course include wetlands; since 12 of the states represented at the present meeting are
aiready Ramsar Contracting Parties, and at least three others have indicated their intention
of acceding to Ramsar in the near future, there is obviously scope for cooperation between
Barcelona and Ramsar.

There has recently been a concrete example of cooperation betwean Ramsar and
Barcelona, which jointly invited Mediterranean states to discuss land ownership and land use
policies at Hyeres in France. The French Conservatoire du Littoral provided logistic and
substantive input to this discussion, as did the MedWet initiative; the latter, supported by the
European Commission, five EU governments and three NGOs, is developing methodologies
for conservation and management of Mediterranean wetlands; a conference to complete the
first phase of MedWet is to be held at the invitation of the Italian Environment Ministry at
Venice in June 1996.

MedWet and the Conservatoire du Littoral are now preparing a joint submission fo
GEF/UNDP and to the French Fonds Financements pour Environnement Mondiai (FFEM),
for operations in the southem and eastern Mediterranean, especially in those which have
ratified the Biodiversity Convention. Other Mediterranean states will be eligible when they
become Parties to the Biodiversity Convention.

This represents one specific example of Mediterranean collaboration between the
Barcelona and Ramsar Conventions. Many other possibilities exist, and the Ramsar Bureau
proposes to the Coordinating Unit of the Mediterranean Action Plan to sign a Memorandum
of Understanding on cooperative activities in which the Protocol on Special Protection Areas
in the Mediterranean and the RAC/SPA centre in Tunis couid play a major part. Such a
memorandum will be in the modem spirit of concertation between conventions, promoted by
the Executive Director of UNEP.
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Statement by Ms Domitiila Senni

Mr. Chairman,
Ministers,
Delegates,

Members of the Press,

Greenpeszce International is famous for using strong words and criticising governments
for their inactions when they deserve it. Indeed we have sounded the alarm on several
occasions throughout the preparatory process of this conference when we saw that your civil
servants were not doing what was needed to save the Mediterranean. Too often they
promote the principle of consensus to the detrement of precautionary actions. As a result,
too often the agreements they reach reflected the lowest commoen denominator. This has
prevailed in the discussion over the one key issue contained in the draft resolution which you
are about to discuss and that relates to paragraph 6 on the Reduction and Elimination of
Toxics Input in the Mediterranean Sea.

In the spirit of consensus, your civil servants have agreed on a poor text and an
unacceptable language, therefore we feei the need to sound the alarm again. The
Mediterranean Sea cannot be used as the sink of toxic industrial discharges for the next ten
years and this is the message that is arising from this conference. We all know that pollution
reduction measures have not been sufficient to protect our commeon sea. lt is time to move
towards elimination.

Yesterday, the Ministers of northern Europe have met and reconfimed the Paris
Convention commitment to reduce by the year 2000, toxics discharged in the north Atlantic.
it would be an unacceptable precedent if some Parties of the Paris Convention which are
represented here would adopt a double standard by blocking a similar reduction target for the
Mediterranean. We therefore pledge you to take the strongest possibie action. We hope that
with the goal of eliminating toxic discharges by the year 20085, through the reduction by the
year 2000 in the entire Mediterranean Sea, our children and grandchiidren will enjoy a clean
sea as a result of the responsible action that you must take here in Barcelona.

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Statement by Mr M. Scoullos

Mr Chairman,
Honourable Ministers,

The NGO Declaration recognises that in order to protect the most valuable
Mediterranean ecosystems systematic inventories shouid be made and a list of SPAMIs
drafted. In addition a programme should be worked out in order to allow keeping free from
cement and all kind of works at least 10% of the Mediterranean coastline of each country and
to increase this part to 20% by the end of 2020.

The hotspots resulting from urban, industrial, tourist and transport activities should be
identified and their causes eliminated within reasonable timetables. Similarly, an inventory
is needed for the areas of greater potential risks of flooding, forest fires, loss of coastline and
draw up urgent action programmes and instruments to deal with them. Integrated
management programmes should be initiated and supported with the participation of NGOs
in the planning process, their implementation, their management and monitoring. Effective
encouragement should be given to programmes promoting economy of water and use of
organic fertilizers in agriculture. The transfer of pollution from North to South should be
effectively avoided. Intensive fisheries must be regulated and drift nets prohibited. Pilot
projects for integrated management and sustainable development of the coastlines and
particularly for islands should be supported. The integrated management of the
_ Mediterranean basin on the basis of solidarity within the framework of sustainable
development and protection of biodiversity is not possible without the full participation of the
civil society. The NGOs claim our right and duty to participate and have access to information
as one of the most effective ways of guaranteeing the implementation of MAP.

However, Mr Chairman and Honourable Ministers, allow me to add as one of those
who together with some of you has worked for the setting up of MAP 20 years ago and
throughout this period has initiated and chaired federations and networks bringing together
many hundreds of NGOs and institutions representing millions of people, scientists and simple
citizens, to voice the anxiety and profound concem shared by the NGO community about the
still existing important distance between the generous deciarations or even the progressive
decisions and legal provisions you have agreed upon, on one hand, and the hard reality of
actions or lack of actions, the poor enforcement of commitments, on the other. Within this
discrepancy between undoubtedly good intentions and their enforcament, collaboration and
partnership between governments, administrations and non-governmental organisations so
much praised by many of the distinguished delegates has not yet reached the institutional and
operational level it requires and deserves.

At this historic moment, Mr Chairman, we are entering a new phase. There is no time
for further hesitation and waste of time, energy and resources. Govemments perhaps
unfortunately for all of us and despite their continuous efforts, cannot do everything by
themselves. This has been recognized in Agenda 21 and in most intemationai fora.
Efficiency and efficacy should be rapidly increased, otherwise we will be in serious trouble.
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Therefore we confirm here today ocur good will and commitment to continue our work with
hundreds of projects and more enthusiasm. It is upon your govemments, your political wiil
and wisdom to use it in the most appropriate and beneficial way for this basin the
Mediterranean peoples, ourselves, our children and the chiidren to come.

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Barcelona Declaration of the Mediterranean NGOs
lIt Environment Forum, Barcelona, 2-3 June 19985

For the integrated management of the
Mediterranean Basin on the basis of solidarity

The 77 intemational and national NGOs representing 17 Mediterranean countries, in
this meeting, the Third Environment Forum meeting in Barcelona, bearing in mind the
Declarations made at previous meetings and especially the one held in Tunis in 1994, declare
that: : \

The environmental protection of the Mediterranean should occur within a framework
of sustainable development for the Mediterranean Basin, considered as an ecoregion. This
sustainable development should be supported by a new approach to the rational use of
resources and based on global ethical considerations, such as those included in Agenda 21,
approved at Rio in 1992 and in the Agenda Med 21 (Tunis, 1994).

To achieve this objective profound knowledge of the situation is necessary to allow us
to respond to the problems at source and to understand the different situations prevailing in
the North and in the South. '

To apply this model of sustainable development, conditions of peace and dialogue are
necessary between countries and cultures, as well as respect for human rights within a
framewoark of freedom, demaocracy and solidarity. The contribution of all the Mediterranean'’s
inhabitants is also essential in the definition and application of development and
environmentai policies, without discrimination of a sexual, cultural or religious nature.

We, the NGOs, support the new approaches contained in the modified Barcelona
Convention, and we also demand the effective application of the new accords adopted.

The NGOs present at this, the Third Environment Fordm, consider the following points
to be priorities:

1. Pollution
It is necessary:

- to take radical action to eliminate pollution at source and act on the causes that
produce it; .

- to promote clean production technologies;

- to demand the incorporation of intemnational conventions and reguiations within
national legislation.

The govermments must monitor the level of compiiance of the commitments aiready
acquired and analyse this compliance in order to improve it in the future.

The Mediterranean countries of the European Union must treat the sewage produced
by urban concentrations of more than 15,000 inhabitants by the year 2000.
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All the countries of the Mediterranean must establish specific programmes to ensure
that they, and especially their large cities, have systems to provide good quality drinking
water, clean air, adequate waste collection and treatment, as well as sewer, drainage and
treatment systems.

The coastal states, in cooperation with their upstream neighbours, must carry out an
integrated management of the river basins that drain into the Mediterranean, by drawing up
Integrated Drainage Plans before the year 2000.

To menitor pollution it is necessary to provide the Mediterranean with a network of
monitoring stations and a waming system.

The means and infrastructures necessary for the fuifiment of the commitments taken
by the states must be strengthened.

The following proposals must be borne in mind when modifying the protocol on land-
based pollution, which must occur before the end of the first quarter of 1986:

to eliminate land-based persistent toxic agents and bioaccumulative agents before
2005;

- to abandon the production and prohibit the use of organcchiorine compounds for
agricultural use, not later than the year 2005. To recognise the dangerous and toxic
nature of organcphosphorus compounds and other synthetic products used in
agriculture. To limit their use, while actively promoeting the development of aiternative
techniques and products;

- to prohibit the dumping of sludge or solid wastes from sewage treatment plants,
dredging or industries;

- to progress towards a minimum waste strategy and to guide the residues pohcy
towards the minimisation, reuse and recyling of waste.

The implementation of the prohibition to incinerate on the high seas must be rigorous.
Those breaching this prohibition must be sanctioned, including the loss of their license,
depending on the seriousness of the case.

It is essential to elaborate a program to eradicate Caulerpa taxifolia.

2. Sustainable Development

The Mediterranean Commission on Sustainable Development must be created, at the
highest possible political level, open to different sectors of the administration and with the
participation of NGOs. This Commission shouid meet the characteristics defined in the NGOs’
Declaration of Tunis.

The promotion of sustainable development programmes on the basis of each country’s
specific ecological, sociceconomic and culturai characteristics.

The struggle against poverty must be performed at source in a way that is global and
based on sclidarity.
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It is necessary to establish a framework of full democracy as a fundamental basis so
that environmental protection measures can be effectively fulfilled.

A Special Fund for Sustainable Development and Coastal Protection must be created
within the framework of the Mediterranean Commission on Sustainable Development, that
should inciude NGO participation in its management.

We, the NGOs demand the immediate signature by the govemments of the
international conventions and treaties affecting the Mediterranean environment that they have
not yet ratified. :

The governments must implement the agreement on the cooperation fund by providing
a minimum of 8.7% of GDP, based on criteria of solidarity, with the participation of the NGOs.

We demand the demilitarisation and denuclearisation of the Mediterranean for peace
and security.

It is necessary to carry out a Mediterranean Programme against erosion and
desertification and to reforest and rehabilitate degraded areas.

Sustainable forms of tourism must be developed.

3. Biodiversity

. The Mediterranean most ecologically valuable ecosystems and habitats must be
protected:

- by performing an inventory of natural spaces of landscape and blologlca! importance
in both terrestrial and marine coastal areas;

- by the states establishment of the List of Specially Protected Areas of Mediterranean
important (SPAMI) within one year;

- by carrying out a programme of non-occupation and coastal protection for each state,
affecting at least 10% of the coastal area by the year 2000, which should be extended
to 20% before the year 2020;

- by drafting and applying action plans for the conservation and restoration of
ecosystems and the habitats of threatened or endangered plant and animal species; -

- performing an inventory of environmental hot spots from urban, industriai
concentrations, tourism, and transportation on the Mediterranean’s coasts and drafting
a programme to eliminate them;

- performing an inventory of the areas of greatest potential risk (flocding, forest fires,
loss of coastline, etc.) and to draw up programme to take urgent action.
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points:

Integrated Coastal Management

The integrated management programmes to be established must fulfil the following

the governments must promote specific integrated coastal management programmes,
giving a relevant role to the NGOs, both in the planning process and in their
management and monitoring;

agricultural programs must be developed to avoid soil deterioration, to encourage the
saving of water and the use of organic fertilisers;

to avoid the transfer of pollution from North to South, whether by the relocation of
polluting industries or by the transport of toxic waste;

intensive fishery must be regulated and the use of drift nets must be prohibited;

to support piiot projects for the integrated management and sustainable development
of the coastline.

The integrated management of the Mediterranean Basin on the basis of solidarity within
a framework of sustainable development and protection of biodiversity is not possible
without the participation of civil society. The NGOs claim our right to participation and
access to information, as the most effective way to guarantee the achievement of these

aims.
