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INTRODUCTION

Given the significant increase in the number of multilateral environmental agreements, their ratification and
implementation through domestic legislation has now become a top priority in the environmental agenda.

To help in achieving the objectives of those agreements, UNEP is committed to promotc and support the
ratification of multilateral environmental agreements and to assist countries in implementing those agrecments
under the Programme for the Developtnent and Periodic Review of Environmental Law for the First Decade of
the Twenty-first Century (Montevideo Programme I1I).

This publication provides general information on selected multilateral environmental agreements and the status
of ratification. For each of the 18 Conventions and Protocols selected, the following information is provided:
title, objectives, summary of provisions, date and place of adoption, date of entry into force, languages,
depository, secretartat, website and status of ratification as of 17 July 2002. The status of ratification is based on
the mformation provided by the depositary.

Further infomation can be found in UNEP's Register of International Treaties and Other Agreements in the
Field of the Environment and in the volumes of UNEP's Selected Multilateral Treaties in the Field of the

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CONVENTION ON THE CONSERVATION OF MIGRATORY SPECIES OF WILD ANIMALS (CMS)

Objectives

To protect those species of wild animals that migrate across or outside national jurisdictional boundaries.

Summary of provisions

(1) Parties to CMS work together to conserve migratory species and their habitats:
— by providing strict protection for the endangered mugratory species listed in Appendix [ of the Convention,
- by concluding multilateral aAgreements for the conservation and management of migratory species listed in

Appendix II;

- and by undertaking co-operative research activities (arts. 2,3 and 4).

() Appendix I lists migratory species which are endangered; at present 85 endangered species are listed (art. 3).

(¢) Appendix 11 lists migratory species that require or would benefit significantly from international co-uperative
agreements under CMS. These may range from legally-binding treaties to less formal memoranda of understanding.

(d) Legally-binding agreements should provide for: '
—  co-ordinated species conservation and management plans,
- conservation and restoration of habitat; control of factors impeding migration;
- co-operative research and menitoring; and public education and exchange of information among Parties (art. 4).

Several agreements have been concluded to date under the auspices of CMS.

{¢) Agreements (international) should deal with those aspects of the conservation”and management of the migratory
species concerned which serve to achieve the object of protection (art. 5).
A list of the Range States of migratory species listed in Appendices T and IT is kept up to date by the Secretariat using
information provided by Parties {art. 6).

(f) A Conference of the Parties, a Scientific Council to provide advice on scientific matters and a Secretariat are
cstablished (arts. 7 - 9).

CONVENTION ON INTERNATIONAL TRADE IN ENDANGERED SPECIES OF WILD FAUNA
AND FLORA (CITES)

Objectives
To proect certain endangered species from over exploitation via a system of import/export permits.
Summary of provisions

{a) Thke Convention applies to antmals and plants whether dead or alive, and any recognizable parts or derivatives thereof
(art. 1},

(b} Appendix I mcludes all species threatened with extinction which are or may be affected by trade.

(¢) Appendix Il includes:

"ay all species which although not necessanly now threatened with extinction may become so unless trade in
specimens of such species 1s subject to strict regulation m order to avoid utilization incompatible with their
survival; and

b) other species which must be subject to regulation in order that trade in specimens of certain specics referred to
in paragraph (a) may be brought under eftective control”.

(d) Appendix 1T includes all species which any Party identifies as being subject to regulation within its jurisdiction for the
purposes of preventing or restricting exploitation, and as needing the cooperation of other parties in the control of trade
(art. 2).

(¢) All trade in specimens of species included in Appendix I is allowed only in accordance with the provisions of Article
I (art. 3).

(fy All trade in specimens of species included in Appendix I is allowed only in accordance with the provisions of Article
IV (art. 4).

(g} All trade in specimens of species included in Appendix [11 1s allowed only in accordunce with the provisions of Article
V {art. 5).

(hy Parties commit to take appropriate measures to enforce the provisions of the Convention and to prohibit trade in
specimens in ils violation. These include measures to penalize trade i, or pos:ession of, such specimens, or both and
to provide for the confiseution or return to the State of export of such specimens (art. 8).

CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY (CBD)

Objectives

To conserve biolegical diversity, promote the sustainable use of its components, and encourage equitable sharing of the
benefits arising out of the utilization of genetic resources. Such equitable sharing includes appropriate access to genetic
resources, as well as appropriate transfer of technology, taking into account existing rights over such resources and such
technol ogy.

Definition of terms, such as “biological diversity”, "biological resources”, "biotechnology”, "genctic resources” (art, 2).
Restatement of the prineiple of national sovereignty over domestic natural resources, subject to respect for the rights of
other States (art. 4). The Convention, however, places u duty on States Parties to conserve biological diversity within
their junisdiction, as well us outside their jurisdiction in certain cases {arl. 4).

Requirement of cooperation between States Parties, in preserving biological diversity in areas out of national
Junsdiction (art. 5),

Conferment of responsibility on States Parties for the (ormulation and implementation of strategies, plans or
programmes for the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity (art. 6).

States Partics arc required to monitor the elements of biological diversily, determining the naturc of the urgency
required in the protection of each category, and in sampling them, in terms of the risks to which they are exposed (art.
7.

Altribution of responsibility to Stales Parties, in respect of in-situ (art. 8) and ex-situ {art. 9) conservation of biological
diversaty.

Obligations placed on States Partics to provide for research, training, general education and the fostering of awareness,
in relation to measures for the identification, conservation and sustainable use of biclogical diversity (arts. 12 and 13).
Ob.igation placed on States Parties to provide for environmental impact assessment of projects that are likely to have
stgnificant adverse effects on biological diversity (art. 14). States Parties should exchange information and undertake
consullation with other States in all cases where proposed national projects are likely to have adverse effects on
biological diversity in other States.

Provisions concerning access to genetic resources (art. 15).

Provisions on access to transler of technology, for application in the conservation and sustainable usc of biological
diversity (arts. 16, 18 and 19).

Provisions on financial resources. The Convention places a duty on States Parties to provide, in accordance with their
individual capabilities, financial support for the fulfilment of the objectives of conservation and sustainable use of
biological diversity (arts. 20 and 21).

Establishment of a Conference of Parties, with a Secretariat, to keep under review the implementation of the
Convention (arts. 23, 24 and 25).

{m) The Convention contains a provision for the settlement of disputes (art. 27).

1. Arbitration and conciliation.

CARTAGENA PROTOCOL ON BIOSAFETY TO THE CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL
DIVERSITY

Ohjectives

To contribute to ensuring an adequate level of protection in the ficld of safe transter, handiing and use of living modified
organisms resulting from modemn biotechnology that may have adverse effects on the conservation and sustamable use of
biological diversily, taking into account risks to human health, and specifically focusing on trunsboundary movements.

Summary of provisions

(@) Each Parly 15 lo take measures to implement its obligations under the Protocol. The Parlies are (o ensure that
development, handling, transport, use, transfer and release of any living modified organisms are undertaken in a
manner that prevents or reduces the risks to biclogical diversity, taking also into account risks to human health (art. 2).

(1) The Protocol applies to the transboundary movement, transit, handling and use of all living modified orgamsms that
may have adverse effects on the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity, taking into account risks to
humun health (art. 4).

(¢) 1t does not apply to the transboundary movement of living modified organisms which are pharmaceuticals for humans
or those {or contained use, or living modified organisms in transit (arts. 5-6).

In case of an accident occurring during the transboundary movement of hazardous or other wastes or their disposal
which is likely to present risks to human health and the environment in other States, those States must be immediately
irformed (art. 13).

Parties agreed to take appropriate measures to protect human health and the environment against adverse effects
resulting or likely to result from human activities which modify or are likely to modify the ozone layer.

To this end the Parties agreed to:

- co-operate by means of systematic obscrvations, research and information exchange in order to better understand and
assess the effects of human activitics on the ozone layer and the effects on human health and the environment from
modification of the ozone layer;

- adopt appropriate legislative or administrative measures and co-operate in hanmonizing appropriate policies to
control, limit, reduce or prevent human activities under their jurisdiction or control should it be found that these
activities have or arc likely to have adverse effects resulting tfrom modification or likely medification of the ozone
layer;

- co-operate o the formulation of agreed measures, procedures and standards for the implementation of this
Convention, with a view to the adoption of protecols and annexes;

- co-operate with comipetent international bodies to implement effectively the Convention and protocols to which they
are party (art, 2).

Parties agreed lo co-operate in the rescarch concerning substances and processes that modify the ozone layer, on
human health and environmental effects of such medifications and on alternative substances and technologics; and in
systematic ohservation of the state of the ozone layer (art. 3).

Parties agreed to co-operate in formulation and implementation of measures to control activities that cause adverse
efiects through the modification of the ozone layer, and, particularly, in the development of the protocols for such
purposes (arts. 2 and 4.

Parties agreed to exchange scientific, technical, socio-economic, commercial and legal information relevant to the
Cenvention, and co-operate in the development and transfer of technology and knowledge (art. 4).

Establishment of a Conference of Partics, to be the supremc body of the Convention and to oversce the implementation

of the Convention (arts.

Each Party [isted in Annex [ to the Convention 1s required to implement and further elaborate policies and measures for
achieving its quantified emission limitation and reduction commitment, in accordance with its national circumstances.
Such polictes and measures should be implemented in such 2 way as to minimize adverse etfects, including the adverse
effects of climate change, effects on international trade, and social, environmental and economic impacts on other
Parties (art. 2). )

The Parties listed in Annex I to the Convention, individually or jointly, are to ensure that their aggregate anthropogenic
carbon dioxide equivalent emissions of the greenhouse gases listed in Annex A do not exceed their assigned amounts
with a view te reducing their overall emissions of such gases by at least 5 per cent below 1990 levels in the
cormmitment period 2008 to 2012, Each Party included in Annex | to the Convention is required, by 2005, to have
made demonstrable commitments under the Protocol, and to provide data to establish its leve] of carbon stocks in 1990
and to enable an estimate to be made ol its changes in carbon stocks in subsequent vears. The net changes in
greenhouse gas emissions by sources and removals by sinks resulting from direct human-induced land-use change and
forestry activities, limited to afforestation, reforestation and deforestation since 1990, are to be used to meet the
commitments. Commitments for subsequent periods for Parties included in Annex [ are to be established in
amendments to Annex B (quantified emission limitation or reduction commitment). An agreement maybe made among
Parties to jointly fulfil their commitment (arts. 3 and 4).

Each Party included in Annex I is required to have in place a national system for the estimation of anthropogenic
erssions by sources and removals by sinks of all greenhouse gases not controlled by the Montreal Protocol (art. 5).
For the purpose of meeting its commitments, any Party included in Annex I may transfer to, or acquire from, any other
such Party emission reduction units resulting from projects aimed at reducing anthropogenic emission by sources or
enhancing anthropogenic removals by sinks of grecnhouse gases in any sector of the economy, provided that certain
conditions are met (art. 6).

Each Purty included in Annex 1 is required to incorporate in its annual inventory of emissions and removals, as well as
in its national communication, the supplementary information for the purposes of ensuring and demonstrating
compliance with its commitment under the Protocol. Such information is subject to an expert review providing a
thorough and comprehensive technical assessment of all aspects of the implementation by a Party of the Protocol. A
report on such expert review is to be submitted to the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Partics to
the Protocel and circulated to all Parties to the Convention (arts. 7 and 8).

All Parties are required to formulate and implement relevant national and regional programmes, cooperate 1n
environmentally sound technology transfer, scientific and technical research, education and training and awareness
raising (art. 107

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ROTTERDAM CONVENTION ON THE PRIOR INFORMED CONSENT PROCEDURE FOR
CERTAIN HAZARDOUS CHEMICALS AND PESTICIDES IN INTERNATIONAL TRADE (PIC)

Objectives

To promote shared responsibility and cooperative efforts among Parties in the international trade of certain hazardous
chemicals m order to protect human health and the environment from potential harm and to contribute to ther
environmentally sound use, by facilitating information exchange about their charactenstics, by providing for national
decision-making process on their import and export and by disseminating these decisions to the Parties.

Summary of provisions

The Convention applies to banned or severely restricted chemicals and severely hazardous pesticides formulations (art. 3).

(&) Lach Party is to designate national authorities to perform administrative functions required by the Convention (art. 4).

(1) The Convention sets out provisions goveming the Prior [nformed Consent procedure with respect to bunned or severely
restricted chemicals and severely hazardous pesticides formulations (arts. 5-11).

(g) Chemicals subject to the Prior Informed Consent procedure are listed in Annex 1L

(h) Provisions governing expert notification on banned or severely restricted chemicals, mformation to accompany
exported chemicals (such as customs codes, labelling requirements and safety data sheets) and information exchange
are also set torth (arts. 12, 13 and 14).

(1) Each Party 1s required o take such mecasures as may be neccessary to establish its national infrastructures and
institutions for the effective implementation of the Convention (art. 15).

() The Parties are to cooperate in promoting technical assistance for the development of the infrastructure and the
cupacity necessary to manage chemicals to enable implementation of the Convention (art. 16).

(k) Procedures and institutiona]l mechanisms addressed to the question of non-compliance arc to be developed and
approved by the Conference of the Parties (art. 17).

() Institutional artangements established under the Convention include the Conference of the Parties, the Chemicals
Review Committee and the Secretariat (arts. 18 and 19). The Executive Director of UNEP and the Dircctor-General of
FAQ jointly perfonn secretariat functions art. 19).

Each Party 1s to prohibit and/or take legal and administrative measures necessary to eliminate the production, use,
import and export of the chemicals listed in Annex A Each Party 15 to restrict its production and use of the chemicals
listed in Annex B. The provisions concerming certamn exemptions are set out. Requirements for each Party to take
regulatory actions regarding new and existing pesticides or industrial chemicals are provided for (art. 3).

A register 1s established for the purpose of identitying the Parties that have specific exemptions histed m Annex A or
Annex B (art. 4).

Each Party is to take the measures necessary to reduce the total releases derived from anthropogenic sources of each of
the chemicals listed in Amnex C, with the goal of their continuing minimization and, where feasible, ultimate
elimination (art. 5).

Each Party 1s to take measure to reduce or eliminate relcases from stockpiles and wastes (art. 6).

Each Party is to deveiop and endeavour to implement a plan for the implementation of its obligations under the
Convention. The implementation plan is to be transmitted to the Conference if the Parties and reviewed und updated
on a periodic basis (art. 7).

The procedures governing the listing of chemicals in Annexes A, B and C are set forth (art. 8).

Each Party is 1o lacilitate the exchange of relevant information, provide the public with available information, raise
awareness among policy and decision-makers and develop and implement educational and training programines.
Research, development, menitoring and cooperation pertaining to persistent orgamic pollutants are to be encouraged
(arts. 9-11).

The Parties are lo cooperate to provide timely and appropriate technical assistance to developing country Parties and
Parties with economies in transition to assist them to develop and strengthen their capacity lo implement their
obligations under the Convention (art. 12).

Modalities of the provision of financial resources, including a mechanism for that purpose, are identified. The
institutional structure of the Global Environment Facility 1s, on an interim basis, the principal entity entrusted with the
operation of the financial mechanism (arts, 13 and 14).

Measures taken by Parties to implement the Convention are to be reported to the Conference of the Parties. The
Conference of the Parties is to evaluate the effectiveness of the Convention, and to develop and approve procedures
and institutional mechanisms to address non-compliance (arts. 15-17).

The Conlerence of the Parties and the Persistent Organic Pollutants Review Committee as ils subsidiary body are to be
established. The secretariat functions for the Convention is ta be performed by the Exccutive Director of the United
Nations Environment Programme (arts. 19 and 20).

Annex A (Flimination) lists the f(ollowing chemicals: Aldrin, Chlordane, Deldrin, Endrin, Heptachlor,
Hexachlorobenzene, Mirex, Toxaphene, Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB). Annex B (Restriction) lists DT, Annex C
(Unintentional production) lists the following chemicals: Polychlorinated dibenzo-p-dioxins and dibenzofurans
(PCDD/PCDF), Hexachlorobenzene (11CR), Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB).

CONVENTION ON ACCESS TO INFORMATION, PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IN DECISION-
MAKING AND ACCESS TO JUSTICE IN ENVIRONMENTAL MATTER (AARHUS)

Objective

To guarantee the rights of uccess to information, public participation in decision-making, and access lo justice in
environmental matters in order 1o contribute to the protection of the right of every person of present and future generations
to live 1n an environment adequate to his or her health and well-being.

Euch Party 15 to take the necessary measures to establish and maintain a clear, transparent and consistent framework to
implement the Convention. Bach Party endeavours to ensure that officials and authorities assist and provide guidance
to the public in seeking access to information, in facilitating participation in decision-making and in seeking access to
justice in environment matters. Relevant environmental education and environmental awareness need 1o be promoted.
Lach Party is to provide for appropriate recognition of and support 1o associations, organizations or groups promoting
envirommental protection and ensure that its national legal system is consistent with this obligation (art. 3),

Bach Party is to ensure that upon request, environmental information is made available to the public within the
{framework of national legislation. Modalities of the handling of such request are provided for (art. 4).

Lach Party 1s to ensure that public authorities possess and update environmental information which is relevant to their
functions, and that mandatory systems are established for adequate flow of information to public authorities about
proposed and existing activities which may significantly affect the environment.

All information enabling the public to take measures to prevent or mitigate the harm from imminent threat to human
health or the environment is fo be disseminated immediately. The provision of rtelevant information is to be
undertaken m a transparent manner, and such information is 1o be effectively accessible (art. 5).

Each Party, within the framework of national legislation, is to apply the public participation procedure with respect to
an environmental-decision muking. The provisions governing such procedure are set out (art. 6).

Provisions are provided for the public participation conceming plans, programmes and policies relating te the
environment as well as for the public participation during the preparation of executive regulations and/or generally
applicable legally binding normative instruments (arts 7 and 8).

Fach Party 1s to ensure, within the framework of national legislation, to provide a person with access to a review
procedure before a court of law or another independent and impartial body established by law with regard to the
application of the provisions of the Convention (art. 9)

The Mecting of the Parties is to establish, on a consensus basis, optional arrangements of 2 non-confrontational, non-
Judicial and consultative nature for reviewing compliance with the provisions of the Convention (art. 15).

Open to States members of the Economic Commission for Europe, States having consultative status with the Economic
Commission for Lurope, and relevant regional economic integration organtzations. Any other State, not referred to above,
that is « Member of the United Nations may accede to the Convention upon approval by the Meeting of the Parties.
