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Subject: Letter to the members of the UN Environment Assembly

Dear Minister,

Allow me first to extend my most sincere appreciation for your initiative and readiness to
lead an exceptionally important process of preparing the ministerial declaration, the process that
will involve a large number of countries whose inputs and actions will greatly contribute to
addressing climate change, pollution and loss of biodiversity, all with the aim of achieving
Sustainable Development Goals and Agenda 2030.

As one of the co-chairs of the fifth session of the UN Environment Assembly (UNEA 5), I
firmly believe we should all prepare as best we can for the upcoming session and thus make a
personal contribution to the drafting of this significant document. The COVID 19 pandemic is
certainly an aggravating circumstance, but I am personally convinced that from this war with an
invisible, dangerous and vicious enemy we should emerge as winners and continue the struggle
we have previously led to preserve the environment.

Regarding your letter No. 19/1039 of 24 April 2020, informing the members of the UN
Environment Assembly of your intention to start the process of drafting the ministerial
declaration for the fifth United Nations Assembly (UNEA 5), the theme of which is
"Strengthening actions for nature to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals", 1 hereby
submit the proposals and ideas of the Republic of Serbia regarding issues relevant for
development of the first draft declaration:



1. What would you, as government/organization/stakeholder, welcome as the most
important elements and/or key messages from the ministers in the declaration to address the
theme in an impactful manner?

UNEA-5 should consider the following elements for the preparation of the ministerial
declaration:
- it should highlight the contribution biodiversity makes to society and the economy, and the role
it can play in stimulating recovery after current pandemic taking into account transformative
change
- reaffirming that the SDGs and the Strategic Plan for biodiversity 2011-2020 and its Aichi
targets are mutually supportive and the implementation of one contributes to the achievement of
the other, synergies need to be harnessed
- show determination to ambitiously scale up our efforts to overcome common environmental
challenges and halt the loss of biodiversity by taking the following actions:

e ensure the conservation, restoration and sustainable use of terrestrial and inland
freshwater ecosystems and their services, in line with obligations under international
agreements in order to enhance their capacity to provide benefits that are essential for
sustainable development,

e halt deforestation, restore degraded forests and substantially increase afforestation and
reforestation globally,

e combat desertification, restore degraded land and soil,

e reduce the degradation and fragmentation of natural habitats and protect and prevent the
extinction of threatened species,

e promote fair and equitable sharing of the benefits arising from the utilization of genetic
resources and promote appropriate access to such resources, as internationally agreed by
Nagoya protocol,

o end poaching and trafficking of protected species of flora and fauna and address both
demand and supply of illegal wildlife products,

e introduce measures to prevent the introduction and significantly reduce the impact of
invasive alien species,

e integrate ecosystem and biodiversity values into national and local planning, development
processes, poverty reduction strategies and accounts,

e ecliminate harmful for biodiversity subsidies, while enhancing positive incentives to
encourage conservation and sustainable use,

e strengthen the knowledge base on biodiversity links of current and future pandemics such
as COVID-19 and setting the plan for reaching a wide public.

Also, enhancing the work of UNEP in facilitating cooperation and synergies among
biodiversity- related conventions.

In the field of climate change:

e reaffirming efforts to continue combat against climate change and to raise ambition of
national mitigation targets,

e pursue efforts on adaptation to climate change in the context of biodiversity conservation,
with an emphasis to nature-based solutions and climate-smart business models which
foster green, low-carbon recovery and transition.



In the field of water pollution prevention:

e contribution through accelerated and economically sustainable development of
environmental infrastructure, which is reflected in the construction of municipal wastewater
treatment plants, but also in capacity building for the construction of industrial wastewater
treatment systems through strengthening administrative capacity and raising awareness for
proper water management.

e joint action, financial support for projects in this area with policy harmonization contribute
to achieving SDG6, and indirectly to achieving sustainable development goals and Agenda
2030.

2. How can the Environment Assembly make a significant contribution to Strengthening
Actions for Nature to Achieve the Sustainable Development Goals at a global scale? In doing so,
you may take into account the preparation for the meeting, its conduct and follow-up, as
well as its relationship to other meetings and processes.

The Environment Assembly has to confirm the need for prevention of any further delays
in implementation of 2030 Agenda and sustainable Development Goals in order to make a
measurable progress on implementing the SDGs at the global, regional and national level.

It should support development of ambitious and realistic post-2020 global biodiversity
framework to be adopted at the fifteenth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the
Convention in 2020 which should include:

e enabling and coherent policy frameworks, good governance and law enforcement at the
global, regional, national, subnational and local levels, and effective means of
implementation, including finance, capacity-building, environmentally sound
technologies and developing partnerships,

e integration of biodiversity values into national and local policy, development planning,
poverty reduction strategies, climate change action plans, budgeting and reporting
processes,

e ensure the active participation of all, of civil society, citizens, indigenous peoples and
local communities, private sector, academia and other relevant stakeholders in achieving
sustainable development, and promote their effective engagement.

I sincerely hope that our future close collabration and joint efforts will contribute to
successful implementation of the goals of the forthcoming fifth session of the UN Environment
Assembly.
