METHODOLOGY

The course pedagogy is adapted to professionals in full-
time work. Participants are provided with the opportunity
to learn through various experiences: absorb (read); do
(activity); interact (socialize); and reflect (relate to one’s
own reality).

The total number of learning hours is 32 over 8-weeks
period (4 hours per week), including study time (2 h/week)

and participation in online course activities (2 h/week).

During weeks 1-5 the main learning materials are
complemented by a range of learning activities and
experiences that include interactive exercises, discussion
forums, and an applied case study. Weeks 6-8 are reserved
for wrap-up and completing course assignments.
