Minutes of the meeting

The meeting was briefed by Mr. I. Dharat on the outcome of the
Consultation meeting held in Luxembourg on 17 July 1992 with the
European Investment Bank (EIB} on the Bank’s contribution to the
Rhodes project. He pointed out that finally the Bank has accepted the
notion that MAP will continue its coordinating role of the project.
The Greek authorities had insisted with the Bank that it should be
MAP, and not EIB, which should co-ordinate the pursuit of the project.
The modalities of the final agreement on this coordination issue will
be agreed upon at an early date with the participation of the Greek
counterpart,

Mr. Trumbic informed the participants of the outcome of the review
meeting held in Athens on 16-18 July 1992, on Activity No.13
"Integrated Planning Study for the Island of Rhodes". He pointed out
that all individual reports by local experts were completed, (Mr. Aris
Skiadopoulos and Mr. Alexis Alexiadis), and the draft content of the
study was thoroughly discussed. The first draft of the study will be
available during the second half of September 1992, which will be sent
to the experts for their comments. It is expected that this draft
will be ready during the Second half of October 1992 for sending to
MAP and the Greek Co-ordinator (Mr. Tsotsos) for clearance. It is
§xpected that the final draft study will be available during November
992.

Activities to be presented in the Conference

As concerns the five activities to be presented, Mr. Trumbic summarized their
status as follows:

Integrated planning study (including EIA and Carrying Capacity)

The final version will be ready in November 1992. This activity will
be presented by PAP/RAC (Mr. A. Pavasovic, Mr. 1. Trumbic, and co-
ordinator);

Geographical Information System {(GIS):
Aimost ready, with 95% of work completed. The final report is being

prepared. This activity will be presented by PAP/RAC {Mr. I. Trumbic
and co-ordinator);

Climatic changes:

Final report will be ready at the end of September 1992. This
activity will be presented by MAP (Mr. L. Jeftic, and co-ordinator);

Development-Environment Scenario:

It was decided that BP/RAC should be approached by MAP concerning the
timetable for finalizing the scenario report. This activity will be
presented by BP/RAC and co-ordinator;

Water Resources Master Plan

This activity is still in its early stage due to the delay in
receiving the EIB contribution. The first draft containing the
obj?ctives, contents and detailed programme will be presented by
PAP/RAC.

Title of the Conference

It was agreed that the title of the presentation Conference will be:

"MAP in Rhodes - Programme for Development and Environment"

Date and place

As regards the dates for the presentation Conference to be held in Rhodes,
it was agreed that 15-16 December 1992 are appropriate dates for this event;

Invitations

a) It was agreed that an official letter of invitation should be prepared
and signed jointly by MAP/Greece (Ministry of Environment).

b) Ms. Tsakiris will send to MAP a list of local personalities to be
invited. Invitations to be sent to the Municipality for distribution
(Annex I).

c) Mr. Tsotsos will prepare a 1list of names to be invited on the

Ministerial level.
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d) Professor S. Busuttil, Mr. L. Jeftic and Mr. I. Dharat wili represent
MAP, and Mr. A. Pavasovic and Mr. I. Trumbic will represent PAP/RAC.

e) The European Investment Bank and the EEC will be invited to send
representatives.

f) The five co-ordinators {two in the case of climatic changes) cavering
the activities to be presented, will be invited. Mr. Trumbic and Mr.
Jeftic will prepare the 1ist of names of the five co-ordinators. Due
to financial constraints, it was felt that only the co-ordinators of
the five activities should be invited, but not the various experts

(Annex II).

6. Costs

a) MAP will cover costs of travel and per diem for MAP/PAP
. representatives as well as for the five co-ordinators;

b) Costs of travel and accommodation of greek nationals will be covered
by the Greek counterpart contribution;

7. Language and facijlities of the Conference

English and Greek will be the languages of the Conference. The Municipality
of Rhodes will offer a Conference room to accommodate about 200 participants with
simultaneous translation as well as other necessary equipments (overhead projector,
computers etc).

8. Logo_of the Conference

The UNEP/MAP logo - combined with the Rhodes 1ogo were seiected for the Conference
(Annex II11).

9. Documents of the Conference

. a) A summary of about two pages will be prepared in English by the
responsible co-ordinator of each activity;

b) The main reports of the five activities should be ready in copies for
distribution to selected participants.

¢) The provisional agenda of the Conference is attached (Annex IV).

10. Secretariat of the Conference

MAP will provide a secretary to assist the Secretariat of the Municipality
of Rhodes.

11. Final report of the Conference

There will be brief minutes of the Conference, which would not need to be approved
by the Conference.
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12. Social events

a) The Municipality will organize a reception on the evening of the first
day of the Conference (15 December 1992);

b) Moreover, the Municipality intends to organize an excursion on the
afternoon of the second day (16 December 1992);

c) There will be a coffee break on 11.00 a.m. and 16.00 p.m. during the
two days of the Conference (provided by the Municipality).

13. Next Meeting of the small group

It was agreed that a second meeting of the small group should be held at the
gnddof November 1992 a few days before the Presentation Conference, preferably in
hodes.
