Key concepts relating to stakeholder engagement frameworks

Many definitions of ‘stakeholders’. 

In environmental law and policy: Individuals and social groups relevant to the effective design and implementation of 
given objectives, mechanisms, policies and programmes. 
When accredited to attend specific meetings under MEAs, they can also be identified as ‘observers’. 

Typical categories of observers: UN funds and programmes, UN specialized agencies and related organizations, 
international organizations and members of the ‘major groups’ system. 

Major Groups and other stakeholders structure: formalized in Agenda 21. Nine Major Groups: business and industry; 
farmers; indigenous people’s organizations; local government and municipal authorities; women; the scientific and 
technological community; children and youth; trade union organizations; and NGOs.  



Public participation and participation of stakeholders and experts in the 
work of the United Nations and its subsidiary bodies

ECOSOC is the main entry point in the UN system for NGO participation

Principle 10 of the Rio Declaration: three pillars: public participation, 
access to information, and access to justice. 

Public participation in environmental matters: the rights and 
opportunities for members of the public to engage in decision-making 
concerning the environment. 

Accreditation is the main procedural mechanism that allows 
stakeholders to formally engage in UN processes as observers. 

Traditionally, UNEP works with the nine major groups.

Summary of Working Document UNEP/PP/INC.1/10

• The new instrument has the potential to build 
on an extensive existing body of conventions, 
instruments and initiatives to complement work 
nationally, regionally and globally

• Cooperation, coordination and 
complementarity must be fostered and 
embraced between the secretariat of the 
instrument and other relevant conventions, 
instruments and initiatives



Summary of Working Document UNEP/PP/INC.1/10 (cont’d)

(A) Harmonize monitoring and reporting on full life cycle of plastics, taking into account 
plastics-related  obligations under other conventions and existing initiatives;

(B) Work with Resident Coordinators in the context of the UN development system to 
mainstream identification of plastic hotspots into common country analyses and 
plastics governance in cooperation frameworks;

(C) Work with regional governance mechanisms to develop region-specific plastics baseline 
assessments and corresponding action plans, including tailored funding mechanisms;

(D) Work thematically with different conventions to draw on resources offered by various 
funding mechanisms.
