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o CITES (The Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora) is an international agreement

between governments: 184 Parties (183 countries and 1 regional economic integration organization)
« Itsaimis to ensure that international trade in specimens of wild animals and plants does not threaten their survival.
o CITES has been in operation for almost 50 years (since 1973).
« CITES listed species are categorized into three appendixes (Appendices |, Appendices Il and Appendices lll)
* The Convention establishes an international legal framework together with common procedural mechanisms

* The aim is for the strictest control of international commercial trade in species threatened with extinction, and for an effective

regulation of international trade in others
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Conference of Parties (CoP)

It is the ultimate decision-making body in CITES, and decisions are usually taken
at their meetings (every 2-3 years) on:

* Resolutions (incl. budget and costed programme of work for the Secretariat)

GBF) will be carried out during the intersessional period.
