• Regulations targeting POPs have succeeded in reducing levels of POPs in 
humans and the environment.

Adopted the Global Monitoring Results

• Highlights that the Convention provides an effective and dynamic 
framework for regulating POPs throughout their life cycle, and that 
progress has occurred since the first evaluation in 2017.
