 A'"zero draft" was made available to all delegations and stakeholder in May
2023, with an invitation to provide inputs in writing

* First informal consultations was held in June 2023, next consultation to be
held end of September

* A first full draft of ministerial declaration was shared in August, based on the
inputs on the zero draft in writing and at the first informal consultation

* Further consultations and calls for inputs in writing will be organized on 26
September and during the 10th Annual Subcommittee meeting of the CPR

The provisional agenda includes 15 standard items which were already decided at UNEA-5.2 in decision 5/4 
Based on a recommendation in the outcome of the "CPR-based review" which was agreed in 2021 and endorsed at UNEA-5.2, the President and Bureaux has agreed to include as a new item in the provisional agenda of UNEA-6 entitled "Cooperation with multilateral environmental agreements"
The Secretariat is working on a proposal to organize a "MEA Day" on the third day of UNEA-6, with dedicated high level dialogues on this topic for consideration by the UNEA Bureau
Expected outcome will be a summary of the discussions but could also result in a resolution or a decision – subject to what Member States wish to do.
The draft ministerial declaration and draft resolutions will be considered under agenda item 5 "International environmental policy and governance issues", for final adoption under item 12
