4. The Secretariat presented a revised structure for the 10th annual subcommittee 
meeting of the Committee of Permanent Representatives based on the discussion 
during the first two days of the 10th annual subcommittee meeting.  
 

5. The Secretariat confirmed that the draft Chair’s summary will be circulated on 
Thursday evening for Members' States and stakeholders to review and provide their 
comments on Friday morning. The Bureau would then meet on Friday lunch time to 
consider a revised draft summary prepared by the Secretariat. The annual 
subcommittee will then reconvene in the afternoon for final consideration and 
endorsement of the Chair’s summary.  

 
6. The Secretariat further informed the Bureau of a draft decision received from one 

delegation, entitled “strengthening protection against sexual and other type of 
exploitation and abuse and sexual harassment”, and asked for guidance on how to 
treat this draft decision, given that the annual subcommittee meeting is an informal 
meeting.  

 
7. The Bureau took note of the information provided by the Secretariat and 

recommended that the proposed draft decision should be presented from the floor 
under agenda item 3b on management and administration of UNEP, and that the 
proposal and discussion should be captured in the draft Chair’s summary.

8. The Bureau was invited to consider a draft CPR meeting roadmap for the intersessional 
period between the annual subcommittee meeting of the CPR and the open-ended
