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UNEA 5.2 - ending plastic pollution

The resolution ‘End Plastic Pollution: Towards an internationally legally binding instrument’, was adopted at
the resumed fifth session of the United Nations Environment Assembly (UNEA 5.2) on the 2nd of March 2022.
This resolution comes to an agreement regarding setting an Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee (INC)
to draft a legally binding agreement by 2024. From 28 November to 2 December 2022, the first session, INC-1,
took place to begin developing an international legally binding instrument to end plastic pollution, including in
the marine environment.

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e lIsrael: In just one year, Israel halves plastic bags found in the sea

One year after the State of Israel introduced a law that required supermarkets to charge customers for the
use of plastic bags, use of the bags has dropped by 80 per cent, and bag waste found in the sea has
halved, according to government sources.

e Jordan: ‘One Dead Sea is enough’: Jordan takes action on marine litter

“One Dead Sea Is Enough.” The message, made out of plastic waste, was floated into Jordan’s Dead Sea to
launch the country’s new initiative to tackle plastic waste in the world’s oceans and seas.
