1. First, allow me to extend our warmest greetings and
congratulate you on your work as Chair of the
Committee of Permanent Representatives.

Distinguished Ambassadors and Colleagues,

2. The Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela aligns itself with
the statements made by the Group of 77 and China, as
well as the Latin American and Caribbean Group, and,
in its national capacity, wishes to present some
additional remarks.

4. We believe that the strengthening of UNEP must be
accompanied by a continued commitment to
accountability before Member States.

5. Our country values the central role played by UNEP in
environmental governance, especially in areas such as
climate change, ecosystem management,
environmental monitoring, chemicals and waste
management, resource efficiency, as well as in the fight
against desertification, land degradation, and drought.
The severe impacts of these challenges demand urgent
actions that address both the direct causes and their
underlying roots.

6. In this context, the intergovernmental component is
essential at every stage of environmental policy
development. We reiterate, within the framework of the
so-called 'Spirit of Nairobi', the importance of
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addressing as a priority the environmental challenges
that primarily affect the most vulnerable populations. In
this regard, social justice must be the cross-cutting axis
that guides our environmental agenda.

. We also take note of UNEP Secretariat's efforts to
achieve gender parity and equitable regional
representation within its staff. A more geographically
diverse UNEP will provide a more balanced perspective
on the significant environmental challenges of today.

. Finally, the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela supports
a balanced approach that focuses on the economic,
social, and environmental pillars, in order to promote
the sustainable development of the peoples of the
Global South.
