» Mercury trade, as pure chemical, its compounds, content in goods
and products represents one of the biggest challenges for the
Implementation of the Minamata Convention.

» There is lack of specificity in the use of tariff/customs codes(which
originally are created for TAX purposes).

» There is mis-information about procedures & rules for in how to fill
out trade/shipment documents. If this exist, they can vary widely
from one Contry to other.

» Lack in training among actor.
