"fhe Soviet delegation wents to draw attention to attempis
of the Pederszl Republic of Germany to include Herr Hisselbarth,
a8 representative of the Federal Heelth Office of the FRG which
ig illegally situeted in West Berlin, in the work of the Sympo-
sium taking place under the auspices of UNEP, The presence of
thig office in West Berlin is in direct contradiction to the

provieions of the Quadripartite Agreement of 3 September, 1971,
according that Weet Berlin is no part of the FRG and also in

future will not be govermed by it.

T™e Soviet delegetion Btates that it does not recognize the
mandate of the collaborstor of the Federasl Health Office of ihe
FRG and will meintain no contacts with him whatsoever.

The Soviet delegation also expects that the appropriate UNREF
organs will undertake the necessary measuree not to allow that
in future ihe authority of the orgenization will be mimsused for

aims having nothing in common with the fulfillment of the tasks
to be Bolved by UKEP."

b) Statement of the Delegation of the Germanm Democratic

Repubiic
"The &alagation of the GDR completely end entirely sup-

ports the statement of the delegation of the USSR ard for its
part statest
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According to.the Quadripartite Agreement of September 3rd,
1971, Berlin (West) ie no part of the Federal Republic of Germany
and may not be governed by it. Accordingly, the asctivities of the
Pederal Heelth Office of the FRG in Berlin (West) illegally exer-
cieing etate authority of the FRG in Berlin (Weet) are irn contra-
diction to the Quadripariite Agreement, The sttempt to include
the Federel Heslth Office into ectivities of the UNEP is direct-
ed sgainst détente and cooperation end is in contrediction teo
the aimg end taske of the UNEF and to the Quadripsrtite Agree~
nent,

For this reason the delegation of the GIR is umneble to sc-
cep% the mandate of the collsborator of the Federal Health Of-
fice of the FRG and will maintain no contacts with him whatso~
ever,"®

"fhe delegation of the CSSR fully and completely supports
the statemente pubmitted by the delegations of the USSR and the
GDR. "

e} Statement of the Delegation of the People's Republic

of Bulgariat )
n"In agreement with the provisions of the Queadripartite

Agreement that West Berlin is no part of the PRG and may not be
governed by i1t, the Bulgarian delegation fully and completely
supporis the statements of the USSR and the GDR."

13) On the 23rd of September, 1976, the following state-

ments were made!
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a) Siatement of the Delegation of France:

"We would like to refer to the Soviet proteat regarding the
representation of the Federal Republic of Germany et the UNEP
Symposium on eutrophication,

The contention of the representative of the Soviet Union
that the designation of Ir Hdsselbarth ms a representative of
the Federal Republic of Germany at the Symposium of UNEP on
eutrophication ie contrery to the Quadripartite Agreement of
September 3rd, 1971, is without foundation. That Agreement which
wae signed in Berlin by the Governments of France, the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, the United States
of America and the Union of Soviet Socislist Republies contains
no provision from which such a contention could be drawn.

The location of the Pederal Hemlth Office in the Western
Sectors of Berlin was approved in 1952 by the British, Prench
and American authorities aciing on the bhasis of their supreme
suthority. These authorities convinced themselves thst the Feder-
al Health Office does not perform in the Western Sectors of Ber-
lin acts in exercime of dlrect stafe authority over the Weamterm
Sectors of Berlin, Neither the location nor the activities of
that Office in the Western Sectors of Berlin, therefore, contira-
vene eny of the provisions of the Quadripartite Agreement.

The protest which ie referred {o above contains an in-
complete and, consequently, misleading reference to the Quadri-
partite Agreement. The relevant psssage of that Agreement to
which the Soviet representative referred provides that the ties
between the Western Sectors of Berlin and the Federal Republic
of Germany will be maintained and developed, teking into account
that these sectore continue not to be a constituent part of the
Pederal Republic of Germany and not to be governed by it.

Regerding other communications on this subject, we would
Jike to state that siastes which are not parties to the Quadri-
partite Agresment are not competent to comment authoritetively

on ite provisions,™

b) Declaration of the Delegation of the Federal Republic

of Germany:
"The delegations of the Union of the Soviet Seclalist
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Republice and the German Democratic Republie have made declara-
tiona on September 20, 1976, concerning Professor Hieselbarth,
member of the delegation of the Federal Republic of Germany.

Referring to these declarations my delegation wishes to
state on behalf of the Government of the Federal Republic

of Germany:
The Government of the Federal Republic of Germany shares

the position set out in the declaration of the Government of
France on behalf of the Three Powers. The Government of the Peds
eral Republic of Germany regrets the sttempts of the Union of the
Soviet Socialist Republics and the German Democratic Republic to
interfere with the appointment of Professor HEsselbarth as & mem-
ber of the delegation of the Federal Republic of Germany to this
Symposium, which as a matter of principle, is for the Pederal Gov-—
ernment alone o make.

For many yeare the Federsl Health Office end ite collabore—
tors whose qualification is widely recognized have participated in
international cooperation., It ie for thies reason that they rlso
participate in the activities of UNEP. The delegation of the Fed-
eral Republic of Germany, therefore, is sirongly opposed to the
attempt to exclude the Federal Health Office and its collaborstors
from international cooperation and psrtiecularly from the activi-

tles of UNEP.
There is no reason to question the mandate of the represent-

ative of the Pederal Health 0ffice and openly to discriminate
him by explicitly refusing to cooperate with him within the
framework of this Symposium.

The Pederal Government regreis that the cooperation within
the freamework of this Symposium and moreover within UNEP is ham=
pered and Jeopardized by such politically motivaeted declaratiecns,
For its part the Federal Government ip determined fo pursue this
matter and to take it up with the competent UNEP authorities in
order to ensure in the interest of all member states an unimped
cooperation,

Furthermore my delegation wishes to state on behalf of the
Government of the Federsl Republic of Germany the following.

Tt contravenes international practice that Professor His-
gselbarth is the only participant of this Symposium who is listed
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in the officisl list of delegations without indicating the insti-
tution which he represents, This is a diseriminatory measure
againat which my delegation protests on behalf of the Government
of the Federal Hepubiic of Germany. The Federsl Govermment will
reserve iiself the right to teke up this matter witbh the compe-
tent UNEP orgens in order to mske sure that in future establish-
ed internationsl rules are respected by ithose countries %o which
the organizetion of UKEP meetings end other eventes i8 entrusted.

My delegation should like io ask you, Mr President, to in-
clude this statement.in the Protocol of thie Symposium,®

c) Statement of the Representative of the Crganizetion
Committees

"Referring to the simtement Jjust made, the orgesnizing com-
mittee wanta to etste the following:

According to established prattice the preliminary iiet of
periicipants as prepared end edited by the orgenizing committee
of thiz scientific Symposium is of inofficial and informative
character oniy. In accordence with your statement, Mr President,
that you took note of the atatements of the delegations of Prance
and of the PFederal Republic of Germany es well as according to
your etatement of 20th September, 1976, that you took note of
the statemsnts of the delegations of the USSR, the GDR, CS3R,
Hungary and Bulgarie, the organizing committee will examine the
question taking into sccount the fact that purpose, teskse and
aimg of thie scientific Symposium should contribute to the solu-
tion of provlems of eutrophicetion and the prevention of water
pollution,.

At the peme time the organizing committes strongly rejectis
the assertion of one delegation of not having respected the
established international rules. The orgenization
committes has done its best in the preparation and successful
implementation of this scientific Symposium and will do so also
in the further course of this meeting."

d) Statement of the delegation of the People's Republic
of Poland:
"With preference to the statements of the delegations of the
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USSR end the GIR made on September 20th, 1976, the delegation of
the People’s Republic of Poland supports the proteste of the
USSR and the GDR with regeard to the participstion in the Sympo-
sium EUTROSYM '76é of the representative of the Federal Health
Office of the FRG, which ie 11legglly situsted in West Berlin,
The Polish delegation regards this ss in contradiction to the
Quadripartite Agreement dated September 3rd, 1971."

e) Statemeni of the representative of UNEP:

"As the representative of the Executive Director of UNEP I
ghould like to state that I teke note of the statements of the
various delegetions on this incident.

I shall convey this metter to the Executive Director who
reserves the right to take any action that he may deem necessmary.

UNEP is an international body which 1s not in & position to
interpret or to violate intermational agreements,

UNEP has been given the responsibility for promoting en-
vironmental safety on an international scale. This was the aim

for convening this Symposium.™

14) The President took note of the statements &s contained
in para. 13.

15) The five complexes as mentioned in para. 7 were dealt
with in plenary sessions, The rapporteurs c¢ritically appralsed
the contributions submitted and summarized them to general re~
ports which were available to the participants in the Symposgium
before the different complexes were dealt with,

16) In addition to the general reports on complexes 4 to E,
the Draft Recommendations for the Protection of Surface Waters
sgainet Eutrophication agreed upon during the finel meeting of
the Preparatory Committee formed the subject of the discussion.

17) 4 full dey subject-related excursion into the ceniral
Erzgebirge formed pert of the Symposium, In the course of this
excursion, the optimum utilizetion of the available water in a
drinking watef-catchment area and the taske of hydrobiologlcal
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laboratories serving educational, training and research purposes
and of stationary and mobile measuring facilities for determining
the water quality were demonstrated,

18) Pive films produced in the GDR on the following themes
were shown:

~ Eutrophication ~ Problems and Measures,

- The Removal of Hypolimnic Water for the Control of Eutro-
phication,

- Application of Photogrammetry for Water Quality Assess-
ment,

- Problems in the Utilization of Water Resources, particu-

- Planned landecape: Probleme Relating to Reclamation of
Deserted Mining Aress.

19) In hig introductory report, Mr, Ganapati, rapporteur on
Complex A, informed the Symposium on the mein aspectas of the 15

contributions received from eight countries. Eleven participants
from five countries took the floor during the discussion.

The rapporteur on Complex B, Mr, Phomann, presented an intro-
duction to the report in which he analysed msnd evaluated the 25
contributions he had received, Six participants from five coun-
tries took the floor during the discussgion.

The report on Complex C wae presented by the rapporteur, Mr,
Aguirre Martinez, who summarized a total of 10 econtributions re-
ceived from five countries., 11 participants from five couniries
took pert in the discussion.

Mr Feldftldy, rapporteur on Complex D, was uneble to ettend
the Symposium, The report he hed drewn up summerized 8 con-

tributions received rrom four countries end wes presented by Mr.
Dobolyi., Eight participants from six countries and UN~urganiza-
tions took part in the discussion,
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In his report, the rapporteur on Complex &, ¥r, Tmevbore,
enalysed the mein aspects contained in two contributions recelved

trom one country , 12 participants from 9 countries and UN=Organi-
zations took pert in the diacussion,

20) The mein aspects of the five general reports and the
discusesion are summarized as follows:

The increasing eutrophication of the waters accompanying the
progressive development of indusirial srd agricultural production
are impairing to an increasing degree systematic utilization of
the waters.

The utilization of eutrophic waters as drinking and indus-
trial water sources as well as for recremtional purposes snd
bathing, therefore is associated with increasing expense and
other difficulties, Important resources for human nutrition are,
thereby, lost since commercial fisheries are either obastructed
or, in some cases, rendered imposesible.

Aggravating eutrophication, furthermore, promotes the spread-
ing of pathogenic agents,

The maps growth of aquatic plante leads to waterways becom-
ing blocked as well as to irrigation and drainage ditches fail-
ing to serve their purpose. It slso leads to rapid silting and
alluviation of waters.

The elimination of the resultant damage involves increasing
expense., '

21) e Symposium, therefore, directs special attention %o
the urgent need for further research into the mechanisms and the
complex correlations between the ceusep and effects of eutrophi-
cation in order to derive necessary action required for eutro-
phication abatement,

22) The paerticipants in the Symposium point out that, when
selecting appropriate measures for autrophic;tion abatement, the
complex character of the eutrophication problem must be taken
into consideration and that, therefore, ecological knowledge
must be applied to the widest possible extent.

Besides investigations in the field of eutrophication
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abgtement, lncreesed sttention must be paid in future to the
utilization of eutrophic waters with the aim of increasing the
regources for human nutrition.

Comprehensive epplication of the knowledge gained concern-
ing eutrophication requires, in particular, intensified efforts
in education and up-grading at all education levels down to asnd
including unskilled workers.

fo achieve this, ell facilities of public reletions must be
used in future for comprehensive enlightenment of the gemeral
public on eutrophication probvlems.

23) As & result of the Symposium, in accordance with the
gtate of knowledge reached, recommendations for the protection of
gsurface waters from eutrophicdation have been adopted, (Vol.I part.1)

Making into account General Aseembly Reaolution 3513 (xXXX)
of December 15th, 1975, ECOSOC Resolution 1983 (LX) of April 23,
1976 gnd Decieion 55 (IV) of the 4th Session of the UNEP Govern-
ing Council of April 13th, 1976, the participents of the Sympo-
gium consider theme recommendations to be a contribution to the
UN Water Conference to be held in 1977 in Argentinia.

24) The Symposium decided that the following papers will be
annexed to the report of the Symposium:

a) the reporte of the rapporteurs, including the summaries
of the discuesion on the corresponding complexes,

b) the papers sent to the rapporteurs for evaluation, end

¢) the discussion pepers on the complexes A - E which were
presented during the Symposium,

25) The report of the Symposium including the annexes as
described in para, 24 will be semt to the secretariat of UNEP
as well as to the participants of the Symposium by the end of
1976,
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26) After final addresses by the President of the Sympo=-
gium and by the representative of the Executive Director of UNEP
ag well as by representastives of several delegetions, the Sympo-
gium was finished on September 24, 1976,
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
