* Invitation letters were sent to MEAs Secretariats and Parties, Chairs of bureaus/standing committees, consolidated the
nominations and started the logistical arrangements.

March 2020

* Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the originally planned workshop (25 — 27 March) was postponed.
