Introduction

1. Inline with the MAP Programme of Work adopted by COP21 for the biennium 2020-2021,
and further to the activities stipulated in the Letter of Agreement (signed on 9 October 2019) with the
International Maritime Organization (IMO) which hosts the Secretariat for the London
Protocol/London Convention, the Secretariat of the Barcelona Convention and the Secretariat of the
London Convention/London Protocol will organize the Joint Regional Meeting on Best Practices on
Implementation, Compliance and Enforcement related to Dumping Protocol.

2. The main objectives of the meeting are to bring together national experts on dumping
activities, permitting and enforcement authorities contributing to the implementation of the
MAP/Barcelona Convention Dumping Protocol in order to:

a) Provide information on recent developments to the Contracting Parties on the dumping at
sea of waste issues at global and regional levels;

b) Provide guidance to the Contracting Parties on compliance monitoring programmes under
the Dumping Protocol; and

¢) ldentify best practices with regards to national implementation of the Dumping Protocol
mainstreaming regional and global good practices
