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I ntroduction

1. TheSixthOrdinary Meeting of the Contracting Parties convened in Athens, 3 to 6 October
1989, eected the following Bureau:

President: H.E. Mr. Atef M. Ebeid (Egypt)
Vice-President: H.E. Mr. Ivo Butini (itay)
Vice-President: Mr. Vladimiro Mand| (EEC)
Rapporteur: Mr. Andreas Demetropoul os (Cyprus)

2. This progress report coversthe activities carried out since the Sixth Ordinary Meeting of
the Contracting Parties. It aso covers the status of implementation of the whole 1989 programme.

A. Activities

1. Programme approva through decision-making mestings

3. Inpursuance to decison E.9.4 of the Sixth meeting of the Contracting Parties (Athens,
October 1989), an informa consultation on the "Adriatic Initiative' was convened by the Secretariat
in Athens on 18-20 December 1989. Representatives from Albania, Greece, Italy, Yugodaviaand the
EEC attended the meeting. Two main documents prepared by the Secretariat were thoroughly
discussed one on "Adriatic Sea: Overview of the work within the frame of the Mediterranean Action
Fan", and the second on "Programme of implementation of the Adriatic Initiative in the context of the
Mediterranean Action Plan - 1989-1995".

The proposed programme of the Adriatic Initiative and the timetable for its implementation
were amended and adopted.

The meeting suggested that the Adridic Initiative might require aco-ordinating mechanism. The
Co-ordinator informed the meeting thet certain activitieswere aready included in the MAP work-plan
and budget for 1990 and 1991 and will be carried out as a contribution of MAP to the Adriatic
Initiative. 1t was up to the four countries concerned, and of Italy in particular, to invite the Unit's
participation in future devdlopments. Any further involvement, especidly if saff time and budgetary
implicationwere involved, could not be undertaken without first consulting the Bureau. Inany case, as
the proposed programme was a complex and extensive one, the Unit could not be expected to play a
central co-ordinating rolefor itsexecution. Furthermore, he expressed the hope that fundswill be made
avallable to finance its most urgent components.

The report of the Mesting is contained in document: UNEP(OCA)/MED WG.10/4.
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4. A review medting on NGO project was convened in Marseille on 17 October 1989 with
the team from the Univergity of Aix-Marsalle (Prof. Bourrinet, Dr. Joly, Mr. Roux) together with Mr.
Serge Antoinewho co-financesthe project, Mr. Scoullos, President of EEB and representatives of two
NGOs (Europa Nostra and Regiond Association for Environment Protection of South-East France).

The meeting agreed on the future devel opment of the project: trandation of the basic paper into
English, meeting of a planning group of some 12 mgor NGOsin April 1990 to determine the precise
gructure of the Forum of NGOs. France agrees to finance the planning group, but funding for the
Forum remains to be secured.

5. A conaultation was held in Genoa on 18 October 1989 with the Commission for the
celebration of the 500th Anniversary of the Discovery of America (Colombiane) in 1992.

The Exhibition is expected to attract national and international exhibits. The UN, UNESCO
and IMO have confirmed their attendance. The Commisson has afund of $ 250 million. Thelist of
megtings must be approved by a scientific committee that is sill being congtituted.  Interest was
expressed for two subjects that could be linked with Genoa, MAP and the Seax

A. amesting (possiblelate 1991) of Mediterranean, Caribbean, and Latin American regiona
seas in order to compare their policies and achievements. This was proposed by Prof.
Fierro, Itdianfoca point for PAP, asan occasion for inviting to Genoa, expertsfrom Latin
American countries.

B. Aninternaiona symposium on carcinogenic, teratogenic and mutagenic substancesinthe
marine environment. The substances from the LBS/Ligt are due for assessment and
proposed measures in the year 1990. Prof. Santi, as Chairman of the Italian Society
againg Cancer, isconfident he can obtain Italian and WHO (Genevaand IARC) support
to set up apermanent research centre on thissubject. He offered to draft aproject outline
taking into account MAP timetable and requirements, to be submitted to the Columbus92
scientific committee.

6. The second meeting of the Directors of the Regiona Activity Centres (RAC) will be
convened in Athensfrom 17 to 19 January 1990. The purpose of the meeting isto exchange viewson
how to implement the decisions of the last meeting of the Contracting Parties and to agree on Workplan
and Timetable for the 1990/1991 biennium.

7. The Joint Meeting of the Scientific and Technicd Committee and the Socio-Economic
Committee will be held in Athens, 28 May - 1 June 1990. The Co-ordinating Unit has informed the
Contracting parties that in accordance with the decison of the last meeting of the Contracting Parties,
the two committeeswill meet jointly in plenary on on the 28th May to consder matters of common
interest and, then they will meet separately on 29, 30, and 31t of May to review their respective
programme components and jointly again on the Ist of June (last day of the meeting) to adopt their fina
report. The objective of the meeting will be to review progress achieved and to consder documents
prepared for the mesting.
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2. Programme Co-ordination

8. A Seminar onthe protection of coastd areasin the European Community Marsaille, 16-18
October 1989 was organized by the French presidency of the EEC. The Seminar was attended by two
offidas designated by each country, one representing environment, the other regiond planning.
UNEP(MAP), UNESCO(MAB), the Odo and Paris Commission, OECD, and eight NGOswere dso
invited. The presence of Mr. Brice Laonde on the second day shows the importance France attached
to this consultation. He addressed the meeting and hosted a dinner, with the Mayor of Marsaille, Mr.
Vigouroux.

The Country reviewswere extremey frank and useful and showed the basi ¢ difference between
the north and south (i.e. Mediterranean) coasts of Europe. In the North policies for coastal
management work, in the South they are largely circumvented. There was general agreement on the
vaue of the Nationd Trust/Conservatoire du Littora approach, on the dangers of full decentraization
especidly when vast projects financed with EEC structurd funds are supervised soldly by locd
authorities.

The Minister also chose to introduce the volume just published by France entitled "The
Contribution of France to the protection of the Mediterranean as an example of what other countries
might do”. The EEC officid (M. Pleinevaux) for the first time offered to conduct a co-ordination
meseting with MAP after the adoption of their MEDSPA programme.

9. A meeting was organized by the Grand Orient de France on The Mediterranean Basinin
the X X1 Century (Nice, 30 November - 2 December 1989). The subject of discusson was the co-
exigence of cultures. The Co-ordinator ddlivered a lecture of the UNEP's efforts to develop links
between coastd States on subjects of common interest, namely environmental protection and
management of coastal aress.

10.The World Bank workshop on the Environment programme for the Mediterranean was
convened in Paris on 7 and 8 December 1989. Phase one of the Environmenta programme for the
Mediterranean (EPM) sponsored by the World Bank and the European Investment Bank was
presented to the participantsfrom 14 Mediterranean coastd states and the EEC. The meseting accepted
the report of the Bank, subject to a number of factua corrections that were requested. H.E. Mr. A.
Ebeid, President of the Bureau, delivered a keynote statement.

The Co-ordinator of MAP confirmed UNEP's wish to continue to co-operate closdly with the
World Bank as foreseen by the letter of understanding Signed by the Executive Director of UNEP and
Mr. Thalwitz, Vice-Presdent for Europe, Middle East and North Africaof the Bank on 12 July 1989.
The latter acknowledged the open support provided by UNEP and pledged that the Bank would
continue to work hand-in-hand with UNEP on the Mediterranean.
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11. The ASPEN IndituteItaia, organized ameeting in Marseille on 10-12 December 1989
on"A Medium Term Strategy for Mediterranean Co-operation”. The meeting was convened by the
Italian Minigter of Foreign Affairsin his capacity as Presdent of ASPEN Itdia. The meeting was co-
chaired by Mr. Edgar Pisani, President of the Ingtitut du Monde Arabe, Paris, and by Mr. S. Berlinguer,
Secretary Genera of the Presidency of the Republic, Rome. It reviewed Mediterranean co-operation
in the light of developmentsin Eastern Europe that are perceived by the Arab countries as athreat to
traditiond North-South relations. Mr. De Michelis proposed a 1% target of GNP for EEC countries
foreign aid (25% for Eastern Europe, 25% for Mediterranean partners, 50% rest of the world), i.e. a
doubling of resources, taking advantage of the expected economic boom resulting from the 1992 single
market. The meeting adopted a find declaration. It recommends inter dia "to support the
Mediterranean plan of Action, and in particular the Blue Plan, and is convinced that the present level
of funding is largdy inadequate to cope with the gravity of the issues at stake".

The Minigter convened a consultation among e ght inditutions and organizations present & the
meeting and proposed a better exchange of information on their respective programmes. ASPEN Itdia
offered to service the exchange. The Co-ordinator of MAP was invited to participate in the mesting.
MAP experience, including refocusing, coastdl pilot projects, the participation of the World Bank and
EIB were presented by the Co-ordinator.

3. Legd Component

12. Asconcernsdecison (A.3.3) of the Sixth Ordinary Meeting of the Contracting Parties
(Athens, 3-6 October 1989), relative to the draft protocol on Exploration and Exploitation of the
Continental shelf and the Sea-bed land its sub-soil (offshore protocol), the Secretariat will send
invitations to the meeting of the Working Group of Experts scheduled to be convened in Athens from
7to11 May 1990. Thedraft protocol with the various commentsreceived from the Contracting parties
will be reviewed and findized by the Working Group. On the bases of progress achieved, a decision
will be taken by the Bureau on the time and place of the Conference of Plenipotentiariesto consder the
draft protocal.

13. A Consultation with IMO took place on 4-5 December 1989, during which various
topics were raised:

a  On transboundary movements of toxic wastes (Decison of the last meeting of the
Contracting Parties), IMO consders that it will be difficult to obtain Sgnificant data. It suggests that
MEDU should gpproach the Internationd Maritime Bureau of the Internationad Chamber of Commerce.

b)  Concerning the Contracting Parties decision (A.3.4) on follow-up on the ships garbage,
IMO provided this office with the guidelines on Annex V to MARPOL and invited MAP to take the
intiative of a regiona survey, dong the lines of that carried out by the Bdtic Commisson. The
Internationa Chamber of Shipping (ICS) in London may be a source of relevant data.
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c)  Asconcernsdecison (A.3.6 and 8) on the Dumping Protocol, IMO confirmed that the
London Dumping Protocol is pursuing the god of changing itsrole and obtain awider mandate to ded
with disposal of wastes in generd.  However, this may creste some conflict with the role of other
organizations, and, in the Mediterranean, with the Barcelona Convention.

14. The Status of Signatures and Ratifications of the Convention and its related protocols
appearsin Annex | to this report.

4. | mplementation of the LBS Protocal

15. The pilot survey on carcinogenic/mutagenic compounds, commenced in July 1989, has
been carried out by seven ingtitutions.

16. Pollution Assessment documents are being prepared for radioactive substances,
organophosphorus compounds and persistent synthetic materias.

17. WHO/UNEP Consultation Meeting on programmes and measuresfor the protection of
the Mediterranean Sea againgt pollution from Land-based sourceswas held in Alexandriafrom 5t0 9
November 1989 and was attended by 18 participants from nine countries. At the meeting, the revised
draft guiddines were prepared, respectively, for the authorization for discharges of liquid wastes, for
the trestment of effluents containing annex | substances and for submarine outfals.

5. Monitoring of marine pallution in the Mediterranean

18. During the period between October 1989 and January 1990, National Monitoring
Agreements for MED POL for the year 1989 were findized with Algeria, Greece, Syriaand Tunisa

19. Traning courses were organized for two Syrian scientists for, respectively,
microbiologica analyses and the use of AAS for the determination of heavy metds.

20. Fdlowshipswere assgned to twelve MED POL scientists fromfive countriesto atend
MED POL-related meetings.

21. A Consultant from Y ugodavia, pad by the Environment Funds of Nairobi, wasrecruited
to work at the MED Unit for one month (20 November - 20 December 1989) on the utilization,
andyds and manipulation of the MED POL marine pollution data. A report was prepared which will
be used by the MED Unit in the MED POL data processing.

22. WHO/UNEP Training Course and intercdibration exercise in microbiologica
methodologies was held in Tunis from 16 to 21 October 1989 and was attended by 22 participants
from six countries,

23.  WHO/UNEP Consultation on microbiological pollution of the Mediterranean Sea was
heldin Madta from 13 to 16 December 1989 in collaboration with the Council of Europe, and was
attended by 26 participants from the Mediterranean Countries. The meeting produced draft guidelines
for microbiologicd laboratory qudity control.
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24. BetweenOctober 1989 and January 1990, thirty-two new research proposalswere sent
by the Nationd Coordinatorsof four countriesto be andyzed and eventualy implementedin 1990. The
projects were assigned to the Cooperating Agencies according to their subject and Nationa
Coordinators will be informed of their fate by the end of February 1990.

6. Prevention and Combating Pollution from Ships

a)  Protocol on emergencies

25. The Regiond Marine Pollution Emergency Response Centre for the Mediterranean
organized a training course on "the use of digpersants and other products in response to ail spills -
MEDEXPOL 89 - inMarsdlle, 16-21 October 1989. Thirty-seven participants attended the course:
19 from Mediterranean coastal States, 9 from EEC non Mediterranean countriesand 9 from theregion
of the Gulf of Aden.

The course provided the participants with the necessary theoretical background and the
practical knowledge with an on-sea exercise and demondtration of equipment. The participation of
trainees from the region of the Gulf of Aden was very well gppreciated by the other participants.

26. The Director of the Mata Centre conducted a Consultation with officid s of the Maritime
prefect of the 3rd Marine Region of France. Link and co-operation between the two bodies were
discussed, in particular concerning the establishment on a voluntary bass, of a network of
correspondents for collecting data on maritime transport of hazardous substances (decision: C-7.1.8)
of the last meeting of the Contracting Parties.

27. The Director of the Mdta Centre participated in the Internationa Conference on
"Mediterraneanin the 90's’, convened in Antalya, Turkey, from 23 to 26 October 1989 and organized
by the Environmenta Problem Foundation of Turkey (EPFT), whichisanon-governmenta organization
with dose link with the Government. The Conference was organized with the financid support of the
Japan Shipbuilding Industry Foundation.

28.  On 19 December 1989, an accident (explosion) occurred in the Atlantic to the ship
"Khark 5" carrying 225,000 tons of Iranian heavy crude oil, resulting inimportant spillage of oil. The
Malta Centre after being informed by the EEC Task Force derted the Moroccan authorities. Although
the accident occurred outside the area covered by the Barcelona Convention, the Mata Center tried
to maintain contact with Moroccan authorities (Operational Focd Point) and provided them with
information regarding possible assstance (from companies, from governments participating in MAP)
and expertise for dedling with thistype of pollution.

During the whole crigs, the Centre kept regular contact with ROCC operationa focd points
in spain, France and EEC; ITOPF, the Internationa Tankers Owners Pollution Federation; experts
from the Port Autonome de Marsellle and the CEDRE (Centre de Documentation de Recherche et
d'Experimentation sur la pollution des Eaux) and the International Maritime Organization.
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The Stuation has subsequently improved due to the fact that oil spilled since 19 December in
most part eiminated by evaporation and naturd dispersion and no il hasreached the Moroccan coast.

Asfar asinternationa co-operation is concerned, it should be noted that during the "KHARK
5" crigs, 6 (9x) Contracting Partiesto the Protocol to the Barcelona Convention (EEC, Spain, France,
Algeriaand Libya, in addition to Morocco) co-operated in oneway or another. Morocco and Spain,
and Morocco and France co-operated very closely, EEC sent an expert, kept its "Task Force" on
stand-by and advised severad EEC member States to be prepared to provide assstanceif it has been
needed.

The crigs has pinpointed some important conclusons:

- The importance of arrangements and operationa procedures to facilitate co-operation
in case of emergency and the need to strengthen and to devel op such arrangements and procedures,

- It reveded that the present Stuation regarding communication in cases of emergency is
not fully satisfactory. The Regiona Marine Pollution Emergency Response Centre (located in Mdta)
needs to digpose of the necessary facilities in this respect.

- Theimportance of questionsof liability and compensation for consequences of accidents
causing pollution of the marine environmern.

29. A traning course on marine oil pollution will be organized by the Mdta Centre in
Alexandriafrom 10 to 19 February 1990.

30. Thejob description for the post of chemigt in the Centre will be circulated soon.

b)  Port reception facilities

31. The last meeting of the Contracting Parties recommended that port reception facilities
should be promoted (decison: C.7.2). In pursuanceto thisdecison, a Consultation meeting washeld
in London with IMO officids on 4 and 5 December 1989, during which IMO welcomed any further
support MAP or the World Bank can provide in promoting shore or floating facilities. IMO has
commissioned, together with INTERTANKO, a report by Professors Saddler and King of Cardiff
Univergty on amechanism for financing reception facilities based on alevy on trade.

32. Itisintended by the Secretariat to include port reception facilitiesas one of themainitems
in the envisaged country pilot projects during 1990-1991 biennium.
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7. Protection of the Common Mediterranean heritage

a)  Protocol on Specidly Protected Areas

33. Inaccordance with decision (D.8.1) of the Sixth Ordinary Meeting of the Contracting
parties, the Co-ordinating Unit conducted intensive contacts with the Tunisan authorities and Director
of the SPA Centrewith aview of findizing the agreement between UNEP and the host country onthelr
mutud obligations regarding the Centre. The adminigtrative officer of the MEDU paid avidt to Tunisa
from 18 to 24 December 1989 in this regard. MEDU was officialy notified by the Director of
SPA/RAC that the draft agreement has raised no mgjor objections, however, it must be circulated to
different minigtriesin accordance with Tunisian law. It isexpected to be Sgned during the first quarter
of 1990.

34. TheFrenchverson of the Directory of Specidly Protected Aressisbeing findized. It will
be published as MAP Technical Report Series No. 36. The list of 55 proposed protected areas
(Genoa Declaration) isbeing findized. The five case studies have been edited and trandated and will
be published soon. The Action Plansfor monksed s and marineturtleswill dso be published. The Red
Book on endangered marine plants could beissued asaMAP Technical Report Seriesdocument. The
text of the Directory of Legidation on Specidly Protected Areas (187 pages) has been findized. A
case study on Carthage will be undertaken.

b) 100 Higtoric Sites

35. A Workshop on Evduation of Higtoric Sites and Buildings was held in Split from 30
October to 1 November 1989 with the participation of 13 Mediterranean countries. The objectives
of the workshop organized by PAP/RAC were:

(@ toexamine the methodologica documents prepared;

(b) todefinethe criteriawhich will dlow an objective evauation of the built-up heritage;

(c) to propose acommon evauation methodology for architecture heritage;

(d) toformulate recommendations relative to the proposed methodology.
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8. Environmentdly sound management of the M editerranean coastd zone

a)  Prospective analyss of the relationship between environment and development

36. The Co-ordinating Unit continued its distribution of the Executive Summary of the Blue
Pan Report in English, French and Arabic as wdl as the main report in French. The English version
of the BP Report isbeing findized. It isexpected that the publisher Oxford University Presswill publish
it by the end of February 1990. The Spanish versonwill come soon. Contract for Arabic trandation
has been made to be completed by end of May 1990. However, there il will be a need for finding
aauitable publisher. The Itaian verson of the Executive summary has been trandated by ENEA and
aYugodav verson is being prepared by PAP/RAC and INGRA.

37. Mr. B. Glass, the New Director for BP/RAC assumed his function as of January 1990.
He was made available, a no cogt, to BP/RAC by the Ministry of Environment of France.

b)  Coadd planning and management

38. The agreement between UNEP and Y ugodavia concerning the mutua obligetion of the
two parties regarding the PAP/RAC isbeing finalized (Decison: E.9.2) of the Contracting Parties.

39. A Workshop on code of practice of re-use of municipal wastewater was convened by
PAP/RAC in Cyprus from 16 to 18 October 1989.

40. AnInter-Regiona Workshop on the Application of Environmenta Impact Assessment
procedure was convened in Cairo from 9 to 22 November 1989 in collaboration with the Egyptian
Environmenta Affairs Agency. A fidd vist to the Ste of the wastewater trestment plant of the City of
Alexandriawasorganized. Participantsfrom 11 Mediterranean countries participated in the workshop
as wdll as participants from other regions and from internationd organizations. H.E. Dr. Atef Ebeid
opened the meeting. Dr. M. K. Tolba, UNEP Executive Director, delivered a statement.

41. A traning course on Renewable Sources of Energy (French speaking countries) was
convened in Madrid (Almeria, from 20 to 28 November 1989). Participation of 15 trainees from 6
Mediterranean developing countries and 10 trainees from Spain took part in the course.

42. A training course on Sewage Treatment plants management and maintenance in the
Mediterranean region was held in Sophia Antipolis, France from 4 to 12 December 1989 organized
by PAP/RAC in co-operation with CEFIGRE.
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The objectives of the course were:

(& toimprove the coasta water qudity in the Region through a better management and
maintenance of sewage trestment plants;

(b) to provide managers and chief technicd specidistsin charge of the operation of coasta
sewage treatment plants in the Region with specific information and guidance permitting
a better performance and cogt efficiency in those sewage plants, and enabling them to
be of assstance in improving conditionsin their plants and their country;

(c) to determine posshilities for increased co-operation in this fiedd among the
Mediterranean countries.

43. Anexpet meeting on Cartography and monitoring of soil erosion in the Mediterranean
Regionwas convened by PAP/RAC in Malaga (Spain) from 12 to 14 December 1989 in co-operation
withUNEP, FAO, ACSAD, EEC and Spain ashost country of the project. Objectives of the meeting
were to establish acommon methodol ogica basisfor eroson mapping and measurements and to draw
up a 1990-91 workplan for the pilot project.

c) Coasta zones pilot projects

44. A Conaultation meeting on Environmentally Sound Energy Planning for Rhodes was
convened in Athens, 29-30 November and in Rhodes 1 December 1989. The Consultation washeld
within the framework of the Country Pilot Project of Rhodes.

The purpose of the Consultation was to eaborate environmentally sound energy planning
programme for Rhodes. The meeting was able to agree on methodology and the objectives of the
project aswell as on the organizationa and financia issues relevant to the project.

45.  Within the framework of the Country Filot Project of 1zmir (Turkey), atraining course
on methodology of integrated planning was convened in [zmir from 11 to 22 December 1989. The
main purpose of the course was to explain to the planners from Izmir inditutions the basics of the
integrated planning methodol ogy, the most important issues, toolsand techniques of integrated planning,
the appropriate environmental cons derations and computer software as a support to the preparation
of the Study on Izmir pilot project which will offer a justified proposa to decison makers for an
integrated planning processin the Izmir area, as well as recommendations for immediate actions.
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B. Financid Matters

46. Theltdian authorities (Ministry of Environment; Ministry of Foreign Affairs) confirmed
to the Co-ordinator that the law authorizing the payment of the Italian contribution to MTF for
1988/1989 (US $ 1,644,862) had been approved on 5 October 1989 after strong pressure from the
Deputy Foreign Minister and Vice-President of the Contracting Parties, Senator Butini. Judging from
past experience, actua payment may require three to Sx months.

47. The 1988-1989 biennium has been characterized by late payment of contributions that
have delayed activities and created uncertainties for al programme components. This shows that the
recommendation made by previous meetingsthat contributions should be paid by 30 April of each year
is not been followed. The crisis has demongrated an inherent weekness of the financing system of the
ActionPlan. Whereas activities are continuous and the established unit and centres require acontinuity
of funding, the flow of resources is unpredictable and no pattern has emerged over the years to
guarantee the timely availability of funds.

The Bureau (Athens, 14-15 March 1989) urged al Contracting Parties to pay their
contributions not later than the first quarter of each year. 1t aso recommended that any fundsreceived
in excess of the approved programme should congtitute a reserve on which the secretariat would be
able to draw for carrying out the gpproved programme. Any additiona expenditurefrom such areserve
to ded with emergency Stuations would require the gpprovd of the Bureau.

48. The gtatus of contributions to the MTF as a 31 December 1989 is contained in Annex
[ to this report.

49. Inresponse to various requests from this office concerning the need for a smplified
procedure for the gpprova of project revisonsof apurdy financid natureinvolving no changein project
objectives or outputs, it was agreed with UNEP HQ that:

- the presently ongoing seven MED projects should be terminated as of 31 December
1989 and a new internd project, covering dl MAP activities for the period 1 January
1990- 31 December 1991 was approved accordingly. Disbursement of funds for
activities to be handled by subsidiary units of MEDU (eg. PAP/RAC, BP/RAC,
SPA/RAC) or agencies (e.g. IMO, FAO, IAEA, WHO, WMO, 10C) would be
accomplished by memoranda of understanding under the main project between MEDU
and these units or agencies,

- the terminad reports, thefind financia statements and evauation fact sheets, together with
find list of inventory of non-expendable equipment and recommendation for disposd
(where gpplicable), of al presently ongoing MAP projects will be sent to Headquarters
by 1 March 1990, in order to dlow the closing of those projects.
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It is hoped that these arrangements will:

- strengthen the co-ordinating function of MAP by MEDU and its control over the
implementation of MAP's programme and use of the available funds;

- amplify the administrative procedures of the Headquartersin gpproving and revising the
project document supporting dl MAP activities, and

- provide a higher degree of responghility and flexibility for MEDU to manage the
programme and funds relevant to MAP.
