Recommendations for Consideration by the 
Subcommittee

One: Clarify mandate on report frequency – annually, not biannually

Two: Confirm content for Quarterly Reports – focus on highlights and key events

Three: UNEA Monitoring and Reporting Portal – primary means of UNEA resolutions

Four:  Annual Subcommittee Meeting – reporting needs and dates 

Five: Proposals for enhanced engagement – how to increase uptake and use of reports

Six: Promote multiple uses of mandatory reporting – avoid additional report requests where possible 

Seven: Proposals to enhance digital technology for communication – making reports more accessible
