♦ A UN Volunteer contributes time, skills and knowledge 
through volunteering with the United Nations and are 
placed across the UN system, nationally and 
internationally. 

♦ Skilled working professionals who receive a Volunteer 
Living Allowance (VLA) and receive benefits and 
entitlements.  

♦ A variety of work experience and education levels are
