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Selection of regional facilitators
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The role of regional facilitators
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First: On the scale of organizations:

Providing a platform to display the activities and achievements
of organizations on the UNEP website. Publish data, offers and
initiatives

Providing an opportunity for organizations participating in other
groups to ensure their suitability to move to another group that
matches their orientation.

Most organizations have an interest in education and training for
children and youth, yet are not registered in the Youth and
Children group. We need to create broader spaces for
participation.
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Second: On the scope of the organization:

e Adopting a unified email for the facilitators in the region,
which is delivered to the elected facilitators in succession, so
that the workflow is preserved without losing any important
information and data for the organizations. This helps to
follow up on the work without disturbing it during the transfer
of responsibility from one session to the next.

e A special meeting for facilitators around the world in all
regions to exchange experiences in organization, participation,
etc.

e Enabling facilitators to contribute to encouraging the joining
of non-accredited organizations to facilitate their
accreditation
