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Summary

After the first consultations on the theme for
UNEA-7 to be held at the 11" annual subcommittee, the Presidency will organize additional
consultations to ensure an open and transparent process with the aim to define the theme at the
joint Bureaux meeting scheduled for 11 December 2024.
