After welcoming the participants and
thankzing the Govermment »f Trance Tor its hospitality, he ithanked UNEP for the
acoistance it was piving the Mediterranean States in their Jjoint offorte to protect
the lediterranean. He considered that the past two yeers had produced positive
regults, since the Protocol for the Frotection of ihe Mediterrvanezn Sea against
Pollution from Lend-Based Scurces had been signed during thot time and the Protocol
concerning Specially Protecicd Areocs was nearly ready for adoption. A long-texrm
programme for pollution monilicring and reesrch had alsc becn developed (LED POL).
Setigfactory progress vas belng mede on the Priority Actions Programme (PAP) and
slie Blue Plan had become operational. In view of the progress being mede and the ‘
resulis being achieved, the Hediterrvanean Action Plan was a source of inspiration
for other repional seag progronmes.

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17. The Regional 0il Combating Centre, established in 1976, should have at its
disposal the resources to enable 1t to gerve the-Mediterranean States very
effectlvely.

18, The Blue Plan Group of Co—ordination and Synthesis had organized seminars
for the launching of 11 studies, and work had already begun on 10 of them. As for
the Priority Actions Programme, several projects were ready to be taken into
consideration for the purposes ¢f bilateral or multilateral financing.

19. TUHEP hzd acted in the most exemplary fashion as the catalyst and co-ordinator
of the Mediterranean Action Plan. ‘It had spent more than $US 8 million, */

which accounted for more than 4 per cent of the total contributions to the Fund

of UNEP in the past eight years. DBver-~increasing demands were now being made on
UNEP!'s limited resources by other regional seas, where countries with few means to
draw on wanted to protect their marine enviromment and coastal resources.. UNEP must
therefore continue its financial withdrawal from the Mediterranean, while

continuing to provide technical support. The Mediterranean Goverrments weré in
duty bound to take on an ever larger share of the financing of the Programme and

to. keep it at a level of activity at which it would be truly effective.,

Léstlygljhe Executive Dirvecdoxr referred to the.alternatives for the .
managemenﬁ of . the . MEdlterrane@n_Trust Tund. and to._the _question .of the headquarters
of the Comordinating. Unit. .He concluded by, reaffirming UNEP!'s commitment to the
common goals which the coastal countries vere trying to achieve wlth a view to the

protection of the Mediterranean region.

In addition, an important legal problem remained pending, namely, the geographical -
coverage of the draft protocol. This matter is digcussed in a study by a group

of legal. experts nomlnated by UNEP (UNEP/IG 23/10).

30. On the recommendaulon of the Worklng Group on Legal QueSulons, the Mbetlng
chose the third solution envisaged by the group of legal experts, i.e. maintaining
the draft as a protocol to the framework convention, on the understanding that
wetlands: and coastal aress. should form the subject of a special optlonal provision.:

31, Flnally, the Meeting noted that, althougn some prov1s1ons of the draft protoco1
did not meet with a consensus at the Athens Meeting in October 1980, the draft, - |
protocol should be submitted to an intergovermmental meeting which might be able to
overcome the relatively minor differences that remained and adopt:.the protocol.

That meeting, planned for March 1982, would be immediately followed By & dlplomatlc -
conference for the signature of the > protocol.

6.1(f) Other legal matiers I

(i) Legél‘asbecfs of pollution resﬁl%ing from exploration and exploitation
of ‘the contlnental shelf, the geabed and its subsoil in the MEdlterranean

32. The Meeting heara a communlcatlon from the representative of the International
Juridical Organization (IJO) on the studies already carried out (UNEP/IG 23/INF 8 and
UNEP/IG 23/INP 9) and on the studies that should be undertaken in order %o prepare
the directives and guidelines for a possible protocol on protection against
pollution from exploration and exploitation of the continental shelf, the seabed and
its subsoil in the Mediterranean. On the recommendation of the Working Group on
Legal Questions, the Meeting requested that the secretariat should circulate the
studies already completed as soon as possible, In addition, once the principle had bee
accepted that a meeting of experis should be held on the matter in 1983, 1J0 should,
in preparation for such a meeting, draw conclusions from the work already done, so -
that the governmental experts would be in a position to consider at the meeting the
guldellnes for any draft protocol.

(ii) Médlterranean Inter—State Guarantee Fund and. llabllltv and compensatlon
for damage resululng from the;pcllutlon of the marine envivonment

33. The Meetlng took note of document UNEP/IG 23 /INF, 3 In accordance with the
report of the Working Group on Legal Questions, it took the view that the study
concerning the Mediterranean Inter-State Guarantee Pund and the question of
liability and compensation for damage resulting from the pollution of the marine
enviromment should be supplemented so that the meeting of govermmental experts on
the question might be convened in 1982; the principle of holding such a meeting

had already been agreed upon at the previous meeting of the Contracting Parties.

34. The Co-ordinator provided the Meeting with information that he had received
under article 3, paragraph 1, of the Convention in comnection with bilateral or
multilateral agreements, including regional or subregional agreements, for the

37. The secretariat introduced documents ﬁﬂEP/IG.Zﬁ/INF.lO andeNEP/iG.QB/é.

38. The Meeting tock note of fthe recommendations made by the Meeting of Liperis
to Evaluate the Pilot Pha=e of iED PCL and to Develop a Long~term Monitcoring and
Research Programme for the [l=diterraneen Action Plan, which had been held at
Geneva from 12 to 16 Janvary 1921, It elso endorsed the conclusions reached by
the Experts as regards the »iritive resulis achieved in the first phase of the
DProgramme .

39. Wany delegations sireersed the iuporiance of the general long-term ohjecuive
of MED POL, Phagse II, hhwﬂﬁ ves to promote the achievement of the poals >f the
Barcelona Convention ond its related protocols. Other delegations were of the
opinien thai the paragrapn relating to the gocio~ecconomic development of the
Madi terranean region came more within the scope of the Blue Plan tlhen within
that of MED POL,

20, As regards the principles, some delegations dreu attention 3o the overriding ‘
reed both to optimize thaz co~ordinetion components proposed by the secretarist.

for the iaplementztion 2f the MED PCL progremme and to reduce the mumber of meetings

of experts and related ~cots as much as possible, Ag in MED POL, Fhase I,

participation in MED PCL, Phase IT would be oven to all nationally de Sldn&feﬁ
laboratories.

4i. The different types of monitoring proposed under that heading properly
reflected the objectives and principles of HED POL, Some delegations siated that
monitoring of pollutants frensported to the Mediterranean fhrough the atnosphere
vag very difficult to cerry out end proposed that the process ghoulld ke ptudied
in cormection with the Phage I1 resesrch programmes.

A2, 'The Meeting took the view thai the deteranination of gampling frequency for
monitoring purposes came within the competence of the Co-ordinating Unit and
the Worliing Group Tor Scientific and Technical Co~operation.
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43, After a lengthy discussion, the lMeeting alsa.expressed.the view that the
researchand study programme foxrmed a consistent whole and adopted it without
establishing an order of priority, as some delegations would have liked.

44, TFor the purpose of permitting participation by laboratories in the monitoring
and reséarch prbgramme, the Meeting recognized the importance of the .assistance
provided as regards both equipment and the training of scientists and requested the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) to accord priority to including such
assistance in its assistance programme for -the Mediterranean region.

45, The Meeting recommended that each country taking part in the MED PQL programme
should appoint a national co-ordinator, but care should be taken to avéid any
proliferation of co~ordination structures that would run counter to the optimum
effectiveness required for the management of MED POL,

46. The Méetlng recommended that each Contracting Party should abide by. the
prov181ons of the recommendation referred %o 1n.paragraph 114, :

47. The Mbetlng took note of document UNEP/iG 23/8, concerning data processing

in MED POL, Phase II, which the secretariat had introduced, and recommended that the
analysis and dissemination of data should be consistent with paragraph %6 of

ammex V to thls report, ) .

6.2(b) Development of envirormmental guality criteria

48. TFor information purposes and for any comments, the secretariat introduced
document UNEP/IG.23/INF.13, which had been circulated at the Meeting of Experts
to Evaluvate the Pilot Phase of MED POL and to Develop a Long~term Monitoring and
Research Programme for the Mediterranean Action Plan (Géneva, 12-16 January 1981).
After an exchange of views, the Meeting recommended that all Contracting Parties
should notify the secretariat in writing of any changes they wished to be made

to the document, for the purposes of preparing the final document, vhlch would be
submitted to them for -adoption. .

6.2(c) Reference methods for pollution studies in the.lMediterranean

49. The secretariat informed the Meeting that a provisional document had been
distributed in June 1980 to all MED POL, Phase I, principal research officers and
to all focal points: The findl document would be distributed shortly.

50. The Meeting recognized the excellence of the proposals concernlng environmental
agsessment - (UNEP/IG 23/INF.10, ammex IV) but, in view of the budgetary restrictions
which the programme might suffer, it adopted an amended version which is to. be found
in annex'V to this report. As a result, the breakdown of budgetary proposals
suggested by the scientific experts ‘at Geneva as between monitoring, research and
criteria, was revised. On the assumption that: $US 3 million would be. available
ffor three years, the following breakdown was adopted:

Long-term monltorlng, supportlng activities (annex V, paragraphs 11-39,
42 (a), (v), (4), (e), 46 and 47 and criteria (paragraph 42 (c)) ... 75 per cent;

Research (annex V, paragraph 42 (f) %o 42 (1)) ... 25 per cent.

51. In conclusion, the Meeting adopted the Long—term Monitoring and Research
Programme for the Mediterranean (MED POL, Phase II) (see ammex V to this report).

The Co-ordinstor confirmed the viers cimrenscd by the Dxccutive Director and

by UNDP that soil protretisn did not ropreseont o viable sector fow regional
progremmes snd vag more saitelle for netional ond local programmes, although that
view vas later quegtiocned by sovernl dﬂ]ﬁget ons, In summary, the projects eithex
fully prepared or in an ezdvanced state of readiness omounted o fUS 11.8 million.
The Co-ordinstor aclmovledsed that finsncing oi that volume of nroject vorl: would
be aifficuls, but gaid that the tacl of the Unit hiad been $o work up valid proposals
for consideration by Governnonts snd b - nwltilatercel aid instituticns.  UNDP itseld
had alvesdy compultted JUS 700,000 in DLoject preparatord ageistance as well o in
staffing and fyovel costs.
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57. The representative of RAP/RAC in Split drew attention to the proposals contained
in document UNEP/iG,23/INF.22, which comprised the recommendations of the -

Split Centre over the next three years. .He said that the Centre proposed to.work
in four main sectors of the original six, and that it also envisaged mew activities
in disaster protection work, in impact studies and in the compilation of a

directory of Mediterrancan:centres.. Iie felt that the financing »ut forward in

the Bxecutive Director's proposals for‘l981/83 was somevhat inadequate. The
representative of the Split Centre stressed that the Yugoslav authorities would
cover all personnel and office running costs, as well as up to 50 per cent of the
total costs of -the preparatory phase of each individval activity.

58, The representative of UNDP confirmed the interest of his organization in the-
proposed projects for aguaculture development and renewable gources of energy,
although it was unlikely that UNDP could cover the full amounts requested

($US 6.73 million for renewable sources of energy and {$US 2.66 million for .
aquaddlture)f‘ Given its financial constraints, UNDP was disinclined to support -
other areas of PAP or MED POL, since it would then have to spread its available
resources even more thinly. Moreover, as the PAP Co-ordinator had explained,
UNDP had reservations of a substantive nature about UNDP financing for the other
proposals. - ' :

59. ' On the pdint of the timing of UNDP financing decisions, the represemtative

of UNDP referred to the review mechanism for regional programme priorities
mentioned in paragraph 5 of its information paper (UNEP/iG.23/iNF.21).
Intergovernmental consultation meetings on regional programme priorities for the
Arab cowntries and for Europe would take place later on in the .year.  Cost-sharing
was being sought for the renewable sourcés of energy and aquaculture projects and
to that énd the assigtance of the Governments. and organizations represented at

the Meeting would be appreciated. )

. 8. ‘The Administrator of UNDP would take a final decision on further co-financing
of the joint programming Unit at - Geneva soon alter the Gannes Meeting. The
representative of UNDP made the following points on that issuve: ’

(i) Discontiruation of UNDP participation in the Unit, if such.should be-

‘ the decision, should not be taken to mean a discontinuation of its.
co-operation with the Governments and UNEP on aguaculiure and renewable
sources of energys;

(ii) It should be realized that UNDP normally supported the development of
regional projects through its established contacts with Governments and
with agencies of the United Nations system. The creation of the
Co-ordinating Unit had been an unusual measure, justified by the special
circumstahces existing at the time. It was felt that the Unit had
completed its task of assisting in the elaboration of projects in those
PAP areas for vhich at least partial UNDP financing was likely to
be available.

61l. As to renewable sources of energy, one delegation formally drew the attention

governmental experts; which shall be open to all the Contracting Parties and
.. convened by the secretariat. The report of that committee shall be submitied to
the next Meeting of the Contracting Parties.

(i) Programme costs in Section I

81. The discussion of chapter. 1, "Co~ordination" (UNEP/TG.23/6, pages 3 %o 5),
focused on the proposed posts for the Co-ordinating Unit. . The inclusion of a
permanent legal officer was not approved: legal btasks could be carried out by.
consultants. The appointment of a programme offlcer (economist) did not command
unanimous support.

82. The Meeting expressed the view that the part of chapter 1 relating to the
transfer of the Co-ordinating Unit should be included in the budget only to the
extent that it would be met by a contribution from the host country. The
remaining budget allocations in chapter 1 could be reduced by asbout $US 30,000
in 1981 and by $US 60,000 per year in 1982 and 1983.

83. With regard to chapter 2, "Meeting Costs" (UNEP/IG.23/6, pages 6 and 7), the
Meeting agreed that, since it was not essential to hold the meeting of governmental
experts to prepare the final draft protocol concerning Mediterranean Specially
Protected Areas, a diplomatic conference could be held in 1982. In addltlon, the
work of the current Meeting should make it possible to avoid holding the meeting

of the Bxpert Committee to study alternative arrangements for the administration
of. the Trust Fund..

84. The Meeting decided to reduce by $US 60,000 the $US 200,000 proposed for 1981
and to convene the diplomatic conference planned for 1982 at the same time as an _
extraordinary mecting to review the progress being made on all aspects, including
financial aspects, of the Action Plan.

85. Chapters 3, 4 and 5 "MED POL" (UWBP/TG 25/6 pages 8 to 11), were introduced
by Dr. S. Keckes, Director of the Regional Seas Programme Activity Centre, who
pointed out that detailed figures had been given only by way of example and that
it would be constructive to focus mainly on the package contained in the three
chapters, vhich would amount to one-third of the total budget, or sbout

$US 3 million. He added that, in the breakdown of the three chapters,

Mr. Presldent Mons:.eur le Mln:l.stre, Your Excellencles , Gistinguished delega‘tes
ladies and gentlemen, ' .-

I'b is a great pleasure for me to be with you again on the occaslon of the
Second Meeting of the Con'bractlng Partles to 'l:he Barcelona Convention.

I wish to start by exbending a word of very deep appreciation to the
First President of the Contracting Parties, H.E, Ambassador Ridba Bach Baouab vho
carried the responsibility in the most adm1rable way and got 'bhe ship sa:Ll:Lng
properly over the past two years.

To you, Mr., President, T wish to extend my heartfelt oongramla‘b:!.on upon your
election to your high, though difficult, office, I am sure, with your experience
and wisdom, you will guide the Parties 3.nto even more satisfactory: co~operatioch,

T would also like to congratulate the members of your Bureau on their selection to
their important offices. T am confident that they will be of great help to you in
your task of leading the meetlnb. .

On behalf of UNEP, I w:Lsh to thank most. s:anerely His Excellency Mr. 4! Ornano,
the Minister of Envz.ronmen'b and Quality of Life of" the Government. of France, for
addressing this meéting and for theé words of support we heard from him, France has
always been in the forefront of international action to protect “the Mediterranean
against pollution, since the Action Plan was adopted in 1975, and through the long
and fruitful series of activities that were conducted jointly since then. Your
presence, Mr, Minister, reconfimms your Govermment's belief in ‘ecologically -sound
and- sustained development in general and fox the application of this principle in
the protection oi’ the Medlterranean in par'tlcular.

T wish +to ex*cend, ’chrou-gh you Mr. Mlm_s‘ber, to your Government, a deep sense of
gratitude for hosting this meeting and for its continued and most appreciated suppor
o this :meor‘bant pioneering regional co-operative activity and for its support to
UNEP as a whole? polltlcally, technically and flnanoz.ally

Mr. President, ladies and gentlemen,

. The" ‘public is keenly aware of the deterlora‘clon of the marine envirornment in
this region and the press and other news media in the region and outside the region
amply reflect the publ:.c’c interest. They all expect effective measures from the
Mediterranean Governments to reverse the trend.

The progress in the implementation of the Mediterranean Action Plan since you
last met in 1979 is reported in document UNE‘P/IG 23/ 4 vhich presents you with a
comprehensive overview of what has’ ‘been achieved in the ‘different components of the
Action.Plan, In addition to the main body of my report, I would like to invite you
attention to the six other basic documents and the 27 information documents which
contain a more detailed presentation of the work implemented and the proposals for
future action, Document UNEP/IG. 23/ 6 is of particular significance,
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Tn introducing my progresse report, I will briefly highlight the mein
achievements made in the implementation of the Lction Flan.

the 8% institutiors from 15 Mediterranesn States and EEC couinue to collaborate srith
UNEP in the implementatici of 17 zelated projects. These involve about
200 lediterrenean scientists and technicians and eight specialired agencies of the
United Mations systen. T believe you would agree with me that this is the largest
and most complex co-cperative progromme with well-defined objectives ever undertalzen
in the Me@iterranear hagin.

L mmber of polluted areas influenced by tig rivers, large cities and adjacent
industricl conglomerstions were investigeted. The results identified envirormental
stresses snd effects on phyto-zooplanizton commmities as well as on soft and hard
bottom comaunities ol selected marine areas, They also indicated that massive and
combined loads of river-borne snd coastal pollution caused congiderable modification
of whole ecosystems in certain sreas with trends towards a general eutrophicetion
and consequently to ecological disequilibrio,

Hovever, three moin diffioulties =till foce our full understanding of the state
of pollution of the Mediterranesn. First: the question remeing open whether the
zones nov labelled ng non-pollutbed, Dllbltly poliuted or heavily polluted corzespond
to reality or ave sinply & reflection of gsome fortuitous cirvcumstances such as the

proximity of a research luboratory cr the consequence of vnco—ordlnsfed and
inconsistent choice of monitored arvens.

Second: the present intercalibration exercises did not yet lead to fully
saﬁlsfacuory quality control of dats, This made the agssessment of the guality of
the results quite "ifficult, especislly ir monitoring operat: ms., The third
difficulty arises rom the fﬂct thet movyr of the research centres porty to the
various networks did not respect the deadline for reporting of regults or the formats
in whici 1t was aEre eed that dato vould be reported.

Il 1979, T told you that the results of all these monitoring activities are
serviny =e a tie basis for the yreperction of a comprehensive document on the state
of pollvtlon in the Mediterranesi, T @aid then thet the complete xeport should be
aveileble by the end of 1979 ov caxly 1980, The first draft of the report hes heen
civerlated to zll WodlterL\“car Cosstel Stotes and the EEC, to all MED POL principal
investigrtors and o selected acientists from outside the llediteorronean region asling
for sdditional dato ond comments. The second draft of the report incorporating 11
commente will be sent out to Govermments and the EBEC in the near future for final
corments before releasing it,

In 1979 13 Dtates end the EEC have completed the process of ratification of the

Corvention and at lezst one protocol. Today we have two Ctotes more bringing the
totel number of the Contrmeting Parties to 16. I know that Algeria is actively

pursuing the approvel of the prstsecls, hoving approved the lonvention & year ago.
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When you met in 1979, work was continuing on the development of a protocol to
control pollution from land-based sources. The protocol was adopted at Athens on
16 May 1980, It was signed there by the plenipotentiaries of 11 States and the EEC,
thus dbringing to @ successful conclusion a process of consultation and legal .
drafting which started in 1977 and establishing another important landmark along
your co-operative path. Tn this field of legal aspects of the Action Plan, I am
pleased to report also that an intergovermmental meeting held at Athens in

October 1980 approved a revised version of principles, criteria and guidelines for

the selection, establishment and management of Mediterranean marine and coastal”
protected areas, vhich is available to you in document UNEP/IG.23/INF.7. The
meebing found that it was able to go further and to agree on a draft protocol.

This represented another very significant achievement. The draft protocol and the
recommendations of.the meeting thereon are contained in document UNER/IG.23/INF.6.
This document has already been circulated in November 1980 to. the Mediterranean States

and the EEC requesting their written comments.

At the time you convened your first meeting in 1979, the focal points for the
Blue Plen had just concluded their own meeting in vhich they discussed the content of,
and’ the mechanism for, the implementation of the first phase of the Blue Plan and the
relationship of that activity with other components of the Action Plan. In that
meeting, the focal points reaffimmed that the Blue'Plan was not an academic exercise
which aimed to describe the future on the basis of the present. They stressed that
its object was to assist the coastal States in making the appropriate decisions for
the protection of the enviromment, while taking fully into account the cultural and
economic development objectives adopted sovereignly by each State. The meeting
identified 12 areas for expert studies within the Blue Plan. The first membexrs of .
the Group of Co-ordination and Synthesis of the Blue Plan were appointed in
April 1980 from-among candidates nominated by your own Govermments. In the brief
period since its establishment, the Group identified the terms of reference of the
12 sgtudies. The regional activity centre (MEDEAS) prepared, organized and arranged
lavnching seminars for eight of these studies. The eight studies have already
started in 1980. :

The Priority Actions Programme has been up to a reasonable staxrt. Very
specific action~oriented projects are rveady for financial support. As envisaged,
vhen you launched it, this component of the Action Plan is the best area for a
combination of bilateral and multilateral linancial support. We hope this will
materialize soon,

The Regional 0il Combating Centre has demonstrated the validity of your 1976
decision to establish it. The risk of accidental oil pollution remains particularly
high in the Mediterranean which makes it all the more important for the Centre to be
given the facilities that would allow it to move ahead in its preparedness to serve
you in the most efficient manner.

In so far as UNEP is concerned in the implementation of this important
programme, I honestly believe it has served the Mediterranean countries well., Im
exercising its catalytic role, it helped launch, develop, support and finance a
major interdisciplinary programme involving 17 States and the European Economic
Commund ty*. So far, more than $8 nillion have been spent or committed from the
Environment Fund on the preparation and implementation of the Mediterranean Action
Plan; this is 4 per cent of the total contributions to the Environment Fund
ovexr the pagt 8 years. UNEP's successful work in the Mediterranean, which would not
have been achieved without your Governments! most appreciated co-operative effort,
aroused interest in countries bordering other regional seas for similar programmes
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ghould be done. The first major task before you this week will be to decide upon
which of these activities you, the Governments, would like to see carried out in
. the next three years, in which priority and over which time-frame.

For 1979-1980, ".Government contrlbuﬁlons ranged from .an annual $780, OOO for the
largest contribution down to §1,345 for the smallest contribution. I know that
financiel constraints are nowadays the rule in all Governments, but I cannot believe
that a doubling or tripling of such contributions is beyond the means or the
political will of the Mediterranean Coastal States. You agreed in 1979 on a scale
of assessment to share the cost of the common budget. That scale, while defining
your minimum obligations, should not prevent those countries that so wish from
contributing more, And T cannot overstress the need for paynents by Governments to
be made on a prompt and predictable basis. I have been anthorizing increases in
the apportiomment from your Trust Fund several times a year, based on what we receive
as contributions, More than 25 per cent of the pledges to the Trust Fund did not
reach us until after the begimning of 1981. A small amount is not-yet received.
That is after the two-~year period had already elapsed. Nobody can. go on
implementing the Action Plan on an almost monthly basis, including the extensxon of
the contracts of the very thin staff serving you. T do not believe you would want
to see usrdoing this either.

Naturally, there are of course other ways of implementing parts of your
programme, by joining forces with bilateral sources, non-govermmental organizations,
and the interested private sectox. A study of the feasibility of administration of
the Mediterranean Trust Fund by organizations or bodies other than UNEP is contained
in document UNEP/IG.23/5. After considering the opitions open to you, if you still
prefer to maintain the intergovermmental approach that gives all Sftates equal share
of control, then the Executive Director of UNEP will be ready to continue, if you so
request, to administer the Mediterranean Trust Fund beyond July this year. In so
doing, however, we must abide by existing United Nations rules and regulations
concerning administrative costs of Trust Funds, which are standardized throughout the
United Nations system. In any case, you may rest assured that, whaltever your
decigion will be, we will do everything possible to assist you in its smooth and
rapid implementation.

The second major item in front of you this week, Mr. President, is the decision
to be taken by this meeting on the location of the Co-ordinating Unit of the
Mediterranean Action Plan. In 1979, you decided thatb:

"(a) The permanent Co-ordinating Unit for the Mediterranean Action Plan
should eventually be located in a Mediterranean State;

(b) At the next ordinary meeting, the Contracting Parties should take a
final decision with respect to the city in vwhich the Co-ordinating Unit would
be located, and in the event of no consensus being reached, then the location
would need to be decided by vote;

(¢) As a provisional measure, the Co-ordinating Unit should remain at
Geneva."

You also agreed in 1979 "that, until the next meeting of the Contracting Parties,
any other State wishing to make an offer to host the Co-ordinating Unit would be
welcome to do so. This should by no means defer the finel decision to be taken at
the next ordinary meeting of the Contracting Partieg."  The fact that this decision
is pending since February 1978 has injected a great deal of uncertainty in the work
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:1 the Unit. Vhile the decizion is entively yours, I must asiz you to lecids ot

tiis meeting on the Comopdinating Unit. If no satisfactory solution could be
reached, then I hélicwvre e only ~ther option open to you would be to poztpons the
decigion to your fourth riircry neeting, Iww years fron mowv. Tue worls of the
Unit needg the stability frat suck a decision inplies, in temsg of steff recruitment,
orgeniszation of warlk ar s sroerel cqguipnent, sxnd staff rescources,

L L BACKGROUID

1. The pilot phase of the Co-ardlnated Medlterranean ‘Pollution Monitoring and
Research Programme (MED POL - PHASE I) was initiated in 1974 and formally approved
by . the Intergovernmental Meeting on the Protection of the Mediterranean (Barcelona,

28 Jamuary - 4 February 1975) as the solentlflc/technlcal component of the
Mediterranean Actlon Plan.

2, Initially i% consigted of seven pilot projects (MED POL I-VII), vhich were
later expanded by an additional six pilot projects (MBD POL VIII-XIII), some of
which remain in a conceptual stage only. It was based on the work of 83 national
regearch centres designated by 16 Mediterranean States and the EEC as participants
in co-operative networks and on the input of eight United Wations organizations

. (BECE, UNIDO, FAO, UNESCO, IOC of UNESCO, WHO, WMO, TAEA), TUCN and ICSEM, The

- over-all co-ordination and guidance for MED POL - PHASE I was provided by.UIEP,

lecting‘as the secretariat of the Mediterranean Action Plan,

3., The general obaeotlves of the MED POL -~ PHASE I2 evolved through a series of
expert and intergovermmental meetlngs, were )
To formulate and carry out a .co-ordinated pollution monitoring and research
programme taking into account the goals of the Mediterranean Action Plan and
the capabilities of the Mediterranean research centres to participate in it;

‘:} To assist nat;onal research centres in developlng their cana0111t1es to
partlclpate in, the programe ;

To analyse the sources, amounts, levels, pathways, trends and effects of
pollutants relevant to the Uediterranean Sea;

To provide the soientific/technioal information needed by the Govermments of
the Mediterranean States and the EEC for the negotiation and implementation

of the Convention for the Protection of the Mediterranean Sea agalnst Pollution
and its related protocolss

To build up consistent time-series of data on the sources, pathways, levels
. and effects of pollutfants in the Mediterranean Ses and thus to contrlbute to

. 4.  The results of, and experience gained through MED POL -~ PHASE I are reflected
in the documents listed in the appendix to this annex.

5. The Intergovernmental RevieW'Heeting of Mediterranean Coastal States and First

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. PRIITCIPIBS

10. The basic prln01ples used in the development of MED POL - PHASE II are listed
below: .

(a) Mechanisms which will be used for MED POL - PHASE TT related o pblicy
making: ’ : . ' : .

Periodic meetings of Contracting Parties to decide on tﬁe prog*amme,
approve 1ts budget, review its progress and evaluate 1ts results;

Periodic meetings of the Vorlking Group for Sclentlllc and Technical
Co~operation which will consist of national MED POL co~ordinators designate
by the relevant national authorities to assist the Contracting Parties in
reviewing the progress of the programie and in evaluating the results
thereof and to prepare relevant recomiendations for submission, through
" UNEP as the secretariat of the, Conventlon, to the meetlngs of the -
Contracting Parties.

(b) The monitoring of, and research on, pollutants affecting the Mediterranean
marine enviromment will reflect primarily the immediate and 1ong~term requlrements of
the Barcelona Convention and its protocols (1nclud1ng those protocols which are in
their formative stage) but will also take into account factors needed for the
understandlng of the relationship between the socio-economic development of the
reglon and the nollutlon of the Mediterranean Sea.

(¢) The strategy of the programme will be such as to provide information on
pollution trends within the Mediterranean, recognizing that the dymamics of the
system are such that pollution in one area can cause detrimental effects in other
areas.

Monitoring of sources of pollution providing information on the type and
amount of pollutants vreleased directly into the environmeﬂt;

Mbnltorlng of nearshore areas, including estuarles, under the direct
influence of pollutants from identifiable primary (outfalls, discharge
and coastal dumping points) or secondary (rivers) sources’;

(g) The‘work will be qarriea out by national research centres which will no#t
necesgarily have to carry out all the aspects of the programme, in particular those
which actively participated in PHASE I, taking into account the need for adequate
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demonstrating their mzlevent ftochnical competence.

() The results of PEAST IT will be collated, processed and disseminated by
the unit co-ordinating toeo liediterranesn iction Plan, in co-operation vrith the
relevant specialized orsardzations of the United Hations svotem.

Delegation of Israel

The delegation of Israel indicated that, "it undersitood paragraph 35 of the
draft report of Committee T f/ to mean that the Governmment of Tunisia accepts that
all the parties to the Barcelona Convention will be able to attend all meetings
and conferences and participate in all the Centre's activities without discrimination
on political or other grounds" and that it also interpreted it to mean that "the

Delegation of Tunisia

"In reply to the interpretation of one delegation concerning the last sentence
of paragraph 35 of the report of Committee I, f/ the delegation of Tunisia wishes
to make clear that that delegation is free to interpret the statement of the
Tunisian delegation as it wishes, but its personal interpretation commits only
itself and is in no way binding on the delegation of Tunisia.

The Tunisian delegation stands by its initial statement, as reproduced in the
last sentence of paragraph 35 of the report of Commititee I, f/ and thus rejects
any uwnilateral interpretation of the content of the statement."

Statement by the Representative of the Executive Director

In response to a question concerning the application of paragraph 35 of the
report of Committee I, f/ the representative of the Execubive Director replied
that: "The text as now proposed would read: 'that all Contracting Parties will
take part in the activities of the Centre', This text is vexry clear. It bhas
been simplified to the point where it does not require interpretation and therefore
it would be easy to establish whether this text is being adhered to or not. In
our view, this is satisfactory, but, of course, in the view of the secretariat and
in the view specifically of the Executive Director, now that the issue is before
them, it is for the Contracting Parties to declare whether they feel satisfied with
the textb, This is the most important thing'",
