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Foreword

The United Nations List of Protected Areas is an essential reference document for ail who want to

understand the progress made in responding to the challenges of biodiversity loss and other environmental

threats around the world. It is a record of extraordinary human achievement over 125 years - a commitment

by nations, peoples, groups and individuals to safeguard areas of land and sea from destruction. Protected

areas represent human ideals at their best - they express a long term vision and a broad sense of

responsibility towards people and nature.

This version of the list is the twelfth in a series, each recording steady expansion in the total area

protected. There are now some 12,754 areas in the UN List, covering almost 8% of the land surface of the

world (a far smaller proportion of the oceans is protected). Compared to the previous, 1993 edition of the of

the UN List, this report includes 2,933 more sites covering 3.9 million more square kilometres. At the end of

the century it can be said that practically every country has protected areas; some have a very sophisticated

network of sites.

The UN List is produced through a partnership between lUCN's World Commission on Protected Areas

(WCPA) - formerly CNPPA - and the World Conservation Monitoring Centre (WCMC). WCPA has helped

WCMC in the collection of the data, but more importantly has redesigned the protected areas management

categories system upon which the current list is based. The new system was adopted in 1994. It includes just

six categories, the first five of which are similar to those used previously. Category VI is new: areas

managed mainly for the sustainable use of natural ecosystems (or Managed Resource Protected Areas), thus

recognising the increasingly close link between protection and sustainable use.

Another innovation in the new list is the inclusion of sites designated in the European Union under the

Birds Directive - thereby recognising the competence which the EU has in the field of conservation. It is

also good to be able to record our thanks to the European Environment Agency and the Council of Europe

for their help in collecting the statistics from this region, under their collaborative agreement with WCMC.

There are some other changes. The title of the 1997 version. United Nations List of Protected Areas, omits

specific reference to "national parks" since these are only one type of protected area; (a similar change has

been made in the name of our Commission). It is also the first version of the List which has been prepared

without support from a United Nations body, although, because of the List's genesis, the title stili bears that

organisation's name. Thanks are due to the Government of Norway and to Taiwan's Council of Agriculture

for their generous support towards the costs of production and publication.

WCPA is only too aware that many of the protected areas listed here are poorly resourced and

inadequately managed - a few indeed are no more than paper parks. A major emphasis in WCPA's

programme will now be devoted to developing methods to help countries and site managers improve

management effectiveness. Hopefully some of the results can be fed into future versions of the UN List,

thereby enhancing its utility.

More than ever, the long term welfare, perhaps survival, of people depends on sound, ecologically-based

management of the environment. For this, a world-wide network of well-managed protected areas of all

types is essential. The UN List records the progress we have made towards that goal, and helps us

understand the scale of the task still before us.

I thank, and congratulate all who have contributed to its timely production.

Introduction

Protected areas are a vital contribution to the conservation of the world's natural and cultural resources.

Their values range from the protection of natural habitats and associated flora and fauna, to the maintenance

of environmental stability of surrounding regions. Protected areas can provide opportunities for rural

development and rational use of marginal lands, generating income and creating jobs, for research and

monitoring, for conservation education, and for recreation and tourism. As a result, all but a few countries

have developed systems of protected areas.

However, these systems vary considerably from one country to another, depending on needs and priorities,

and on differences in legislative, institutional and financial support. Also, the range of services and values

that protected areas provide is such that some management objectives are not compatible with others. This

has lead to the emergence of a plethora of protected area designations, created under national legal

instruments. The aim of the L'A' List is to provide a single, definitive list of protected areas, classified

according to a common system of management categories defined by the lUCN World Commission on

Protected Areas (WCPA).

History of the UN List

The United Nations List of National Parks and Equivalent Reserves was drawn up at the request of the

United Nations following a resolution adopted by the General Assembly at its Sixteenth Session in

December 1962 on 'Economic Development and Nature Conservation'. This resolution served to endorse an

earlier resolution (No. 713) of the 27th Session of the UN Economic and Social Council held in 1959, which

recognised 'National Parks and Equivalent Reserves' as an important factor in the wise use of natural

resources, and led to the compilation of the first World List ofNational Parks and Equivalent Reserves.

lUCN was instrumental in the preparation of the two resolutions, and has since had primary responsibility

for the compilation and maintenance of the list. The UN List is now prepared jointly by the lUCN-WCPA,
and by the World Conservation Monitoring Centre (WCMC). The previous edition, the 1993 United Nations

List of National Parks and Protected Areas was published in 1994. Earlier editions appeared in 1961/2,

1966 (English version 1971), 1972 (addendum to the 1966/71 list), 1973, 1974, 1975, 1980, 1982, 1985 and

1990. From 1982 until 1994, the title referred to both national parks and protected areas. Upon the advice of

the lUCN World Commission on Protected Areas (WCPA) the current title, the United Nations List of

Protected Areas has been adopted, to underscore the broad range of functions served by protected areas and

to avoid unjustified emphasis of the term 'national park'. The 1997 UN List is the fifth to be prepared jointly

by WCMC and WCPA.

The lUCN World Commission on Protected Areas

Since its establishment in 1960 WCPA (formerly the Commission on National Parks and Protected Areas -

CNPPA) has grown to be the largest global network of protected area managers and specialists. By January

1997 it had over 1,500 members in 160 countries. It is centrally co-ordinated by a Steering Committee and is

supported by the lUCN Protected Areas Programme.

Its objectives are:

. To assist in the planning of protected areas and their integration into all sectors by providing

strategic advice to policy makers.

• To strengthen capacity and effectiveness of protected area managers through the provision of

guidance, tools and information, and as a vehicle for networking.

• To increase investment in protected areas by persuading public and corporate donors, as well as

governments, of their value.

The WCPA Network currently comprises 15 regional groups, and three thematic groups dealing with

World Heritage, Marine Protected Areas and Mountain Protected Areas. Six Specialist Task Forces deal

with economic benefits, financing, tourism, training, systems planning and information management in

relation to protected areas and two informal networks deal with grassland protected areas and cave and karst

management.

The WCMC Protected Areas and Landscapes Programme

The WCMC Protected Areas and Landscapes Programme is the successor to the Protected Areas Data Unit,

which was established by CNPPA in 1981 to handle ever increasing amounts of information, and to assist

the Commission in preparing publications on protected areas around the world.

One objective of WCMC's work on protected areas is to provide accurate, up-to-date information on

individual protected areas and protected area systems directly to those who need it, or to identify from where

such information can be obtained.

In order to meet this objective, WCMC collaborates with the many agencies around the world that manage

protected areas, and with conservationists and scientists who work in this field. Many of the individuals

involved are members of WCPA. WCMC manages information on natural World Heritage properties on

behalf of lUCN and UNESCO and collaborates with the Ramsar Convention Bureau on sites listed under the

Ramsar (Wetlands) Convention.

Criteria for inclusion

There are two criteria which govern the inclusion of protected areas in the UN List: size and management

objectives.

1. Definition All sites included in the UN List must meet lUCN's definition of a protected area,

which is:

An area of land and/or sea especially dedicated to the protection and maintenance of
biological diversity, and of natural and associated cultural resources, and managed
through legal or other effective means.

2. Size For practical reasons alone, only those protected areas of over 1,000 hectares are included,

with the exception of offshore or oceanic islands of at least 100 hectares where the whole island is

protected. One thousand hectares, or 10 square kilometres, is equivalent to 2,471 acres or 3.86

square miles.

The 1997 edition of the UN List includes sites in all lUCN Management Categories, from la/Ib through to

Category VI. Protected areas which are designated Ramsar Sites, natural or mixed natural/cultural World
Heritage properties, or Biosphere Reserves are included in the lists of internationally designated areas. In

some cases, protected areas will appear in both the national and international lists, for example, where a

national park has also been inscribed on the World Heritage List.

For the first time, the UN List includes 1,470 sites recognised as Special Protection Areas under the 1979
Birds Directive of the European Commission. This Directive imposes strict and legally enforceable

obligations upon Member States of the European Union, and consequently such sites merit inclusion in the

UN List.

Layout of the UN List

Sites which meet the criteria for inclusion are listed by country, in alphabetic order of the English-language

version of the country name. Within each country, sites are named in alphabetical order by national

designation (for example, national parks, nature reserves, wildlife sanctuaries). Four additional items of

information are provided for each site:

• lUCN management category,

• size (in hectares),

• year of legal establishment, and

• approximate latitude/longitude.

Such information is not necessarily complete for each country. For example, geographic co-ordinates are

still lacking for many sites. The year of establishment reflects when the current legal designation was

applied; in some cases this may be more recent than the original date of establishment, for example where

the legal designation of a site has changed. Further information on many sites is held by the World

Conservation Monitoring Centre.

For practical reasons, the 1997 UN List has been ordered according to an alphabetical listing of countries

in English. French and Spanish speaking readers should consult the glossaries. These provide a translation

of country names from French to English and from Spanish to English, respectively. To assist readers locate

specific countries, an English running head is provided. Similarly, the summary data presented at the start of

each country section are entitled and annotated in English only. The equivalent terms are 'Sommaire' and

'Categorie' in French, and 'Resumen' and 'Categon'a' in Spanish.

Compilation of tlie 1997 UN List

WCMC and WCPA have been collecting and managing information on protected areas for a number of

years, some of which has been published. New information is also constantly being received, much of which

is increasingly available via the Internet.

In preparing the 1997 UN List, staff at WCMC reviewed existing material, to revise and update the

Protected Areas Database. Following this, draft lists of nationally designated protected areas were generated

from the database and sent to national management agencies during 1996 with a request that they be

checked, updated, and returned.

Based on the response, WCMC staff revised its Protected Areas Database, following up any queries with

agencies in the countries concerned, or with members of WCPA. Copies of the revised lists were then sent

to the WCPA Regional Vice-Chairs for review, as well as to the lUCN Protected Areas Programme. For

most countries, information collected reflects the status of protected areas up to the end of 1996, but there

are some countries for which 1997 data subsequently became available and these have been incorporated in

this edition.

A total of 512 management agencies were contacted and requested to review the appropriate list of

protected areas. In the case of federal nations, for example the United States, requests were sent to

individual state authorities. In instances where more than one agency is responsible for protected areas, each

agency was contacted. In total, 190 responses were received from 180 agencies. In the event that no

information was received from official sources, data were taken, where possible, from published material

and other sources.
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Part of the information gathering exercise included providing summary text to each agency briefly

describing the lUCN Management Category System, with a request that the appropriate category be applied

to each designation or site. Categories assigned by management agencies were reviewed by WCMC, and, in

cases of uncertainty or disagreement, WCPA made the final decision as to the most appropriate category for

a given designation or site.

Information gaps

The global system of protected areas is changing rapidly: new sites are created, existing boundaries are

revised and some sites are destroyed through industrial development, shifting agriculture, natural disasters

or civil strife.

Growth in the number and extent of sites is an important but insufficient measure of the adequacy of the

protected areas network. There is also the issue of management effectiveness. Two primary questions arise

concerning the effectiveness of protected areas in meeting conservation objectives. These questions relate to

the adequacy of:

• the design of the protected area system (Does the protected area network include adequate and

appropriate areas of land or sea?); and

• the management of the system (Are the protected areas appropriately managed?).

Methodologies for addressing both of these questions are currently being investigated by WCPA's Task

Force on Management Effectiveness (Hockings, 1997) but the systems are not yet fully developed nor the

data available to support them.

Another recent study by WCMC highlights the paucity of data on investments (both financial and human

resources) in protected areas (James et al., 1997). Further, the relatively scant information that is available

indicates that investments in protected areas frequently fall far short of that required to sustain effective

management. This is particularly true in countries with the highest biological endowment, where financial

and other resources are frequently lacking. This highlights an additional qualitative dimension that currently

is not fully reflected in the UN List: protected areas that exist in law may suffer from ineffective

management due to inadequate investment and other factors. This phenomenon is sometime referred to as

the 'paper park syndrome'. The Convention on Biological Diversity offers a mechanism to improve

information on this important subject, as States party to the Convention are obliged to produce national

reports on implementation, part of which will include data on investments in conservation.

The breadth of information included within the UN List has increased progressively and now includes, for

example, areas managed by the forestry sector for the conservation of biodiversity. However, further work is

needed to give proper recognition to the conservation activities of other sectors, such as privately protected

areas and lands reserved for indigenous peoples. A review by WCMC of private sector conservation in

eastern and southern Africa indicates a significant contribution (Watkins and Green, in press). In South

Africa, for example, private protected areas cover a greater extent than government established reserves. In

Kenya, private reserves account for at least 25% of the national protected areas network. It is hoped that, in

due course, future editions of the UN List will comprehensively cover the private protected areas estate.

Consideration is also being given to the inclusion of visitor use data in future editions of the UN List. This

will necessitate the adoption of common standards in recording visitor use and the routine collection of such

data by protected areas management agencies. WCPA's Task Force on Tourism and Protected Areas and

WCMC are already planning to pilot this initiative.

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Features of the 1997 UN List

lUCN protected areas management categories

All sites meeting lUCN's protected area definition are classified according to six protected area

management categories, defined by lUCN-WCPA (Box 1). Nationally designated sites are allocated to the

most appropriate lUCN Management Category, normally on the basis of legally defined management
objectives. The application of a management category is not a commentary upon the effectiveness with

which these objectives are achieved in practice.

A major undertaking, completed as part of the preparation for this edition of the UN List, has been the

application of the new lUCN Management Categories. This system was introduced by WCPA in 1994, at the

time of the publication of the 1993 United Nations list of National Parks and Protected Areas, but too late to

be adopted for that edition.

Application of the new Management Categories system has been a lengthy and challenging process,

requiring the management objectives of each national designation to be reviewed in relation to the criteria

and guidelines established for the application of the new categories.

Common Database ofDesignated Areas in Europe

In the case of European countries, a different mechanism was used to collect information. A collaborative

partnership was formed between the Council of Europe, the European Environment Agency (EEA) and

WCMC whereby the three organisations agreed to integrate their existing protected areas databases into a

Common Database of Designated Areas in Europe. This is currently maintained at WCMC as part of

WCMC's global Protected Areas Database, and kept up to date using information provided by EEA Member
State National Reference Centres, via their respective National Contact Points. The EEA's Topic Centre for

Nature Conservation is directly involved in the data validation and updating process. This initiative has

resulted in more comprehensive data becoming available for European protected areas, and is reflected in

this edition of the UN List.

Value of a global Protected Areas Database

Compilation of the UN List provides the key mechanism by which the WCMC global Protected Areas

Database is maintained on a regular basis, and the UN List itself is the principal publication generated from

it. In addition, there are numerous other uses to which the database can be put, both by WCMC and by many

other institutions and individuals.

Two recent WCMC projects illustrate some of the ways this global Protected Areas Database has been

utilised. The WCMC report Biodiversity Conservation in the Tropics (WCMC, 1997) provides an

assessment of the extent to which habitats in the tropics are protected, and provides guidance on prioritising

conservation action from global and national perspectives. The World Bank-funded Protected Areas Systems

Review of the Indomalayan Realm (ABC, 1 997) also drew heavily on the Protected Areas Database to

identify key areas in South and South-east Asia that are under-represented in protected areas.

Use of the Protected Areas Database by third parties includes the World Resources Institute which

biennially publishes summary statistics on protected areas in its World Resources reports.

WWF's campaign 'Forests for Life' is promoting a target of 10% of the world's forests to be protected.

Progress towards this target is being monitored on the basis of information managed within the WCMC
Protected Areas Database.
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Box 1. Definitions of the lUCN Protected Area Management Categories

CATEGORY la.

Strict Nature Reserve: protected area managed mainly for science

Area of land and/or sea possessing some outstanding or representative ecosystems, geological or

physiological features and/or species, available primarily for scientific research and/or environmental

monitoring.

CATEGORY lb.

Wilderness Area: protected area managed mainly for wilderness protection

Large area of unmodified or slightly modified land, and/or sea, retaining its natural character and

influence, without permanent or significant habitation, which is protected and managed so as to

preserve its natural condition.

CATEGORY II.

National Park: protected area managed mainly for ecosystem protection and recreation

Natural area of land and/or sea, designated to (a) protect the ecological integrity of one or more

ecosystems for present and future generations, (b) exclude exploitation or occupation inimical to the

purposes of designation of the area and (c) provide a foundation for spiritual, scientific, educational,

recreational and visitor opportunities, all of which must be environmentally and culturally compatible.

CATEGORY III.

Natural Monument: protected area managed mainly for conservation of specific natural features

Area containing one, or more, specific natural or natural/cultural feature which is of outstanding or

unique value because of its inherent rarity, representative or aesthetic qualities or cultural significance.

CATEGORY IV.

Habitat/Species Management Area: protected area managed mainly for conservation through

management intervention

Area of land and/or sea subject to active intervention for management purposes so as to ensure the

maintenance of habitats and/or to meet the requirements of specific species.

CATEGORY V.

Protected Landscape/Seascape: protected area managed mainly for landscape/seascape

conservation and recreation

Area of land, with coast and sea as appropriate, where the interaction of people and nature over time

has produced an area of distinct character with significant aesthetic, ecological and/or cultural value,

and often with high biological diversity. Safeguarding the integrity of this traditional interaction is vital

to the protection, maintenance and evolution of such an area.

CATEGORY VI.

Managed Resource Protected Area: protected area managed mainly for the sustainable use of

natural ecosystems

Area containing predominantly unmodified natural systems, managed to ensure long term protection

and maintenance of biological diversity, while providing at the same time a sustainable flow of natural

products and services to meet corrmiunity needs.

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Protected Areas Resources Centres

A notable development since publication of the previous edition has been the development of a wider range

of information sources, including national Protected Areas Databases, accessible through the Internet. The

need to bring together these disparate sources, and to provide users with a coherent interface to often

complex data sets, has prompted WCMC and WCPA to develop the Protected Areas Resources Centres

(PARC) concept. It will provide a clear framework for facilitating the flow of information between site

managers, national management agencies, regional bodies and conventions and the international community.

It will strengthen the capacity of protected area networks to communicate and exchange information, while

providing a single distributed and coherent source of protected area information resources and services.

PARC is an integral component of the Biodiversity Conservation Information System (BCIS), which is

being established by a consortium of international conservation organisations including, amongst others,

rUCN, WCPA and WCMC.

PARC will be established as a three-tiered network of protected area resource centres at international,

regional and local levels. At each level, centres will be established in suitable 'host' institutions which can

provide the necessary infrastructural support. PARC International will be based at WCMC, from where it

will co-ordinate and support the network of regional PARCs in each of the 15 regions recognised by WCPA.

An Internet version of the 1993 UN List was made available through the WCMC World Wide Web pages

(http://www.wcmc.org.uk ) and this new edition will also be made similarly available. Although it is not

possible to determine the uses to which the information copied from the Internet is put, it is possible to

record the number of enquires made. The number of enquiries addressed to the Internet version of the 1993

UN List has averaged approximately 1,000 or more each month, and it is very probable that this will increase

in the future.

Conclusion

The process by which the UN List is compiled has now been repeated a sufficient number of times for there

to be a high degree of confidence that the data accurately represent the world's protected areas estate.

Inevitably, with a document of this size and complexity there will be some errors and omissions, but it is

hoped that these will stimulate ever more accurate information. Corrections or updates are warmly

welcomed, and these should be sent to:

Avant-propos

La Liste des Nations Unies des Aires protegees est un document de reference essentiel pour tous ceux qui

souhaitent prendre connaissance des progres de la lutte centre la disparition de la diversite biologique et

d'autres facteurs qui menacent I'environnement, dans le monde entier. La Liste est un recueil des progres

extraordinaires accomplis par I'humanite depuis 125 ans - elle temoigne de la determination des nations, des

peuples, des groupes et des individus a sauver des espaces terrestres et marins de la destruction. Les aires

protegees sont un symbole de I'ideal humain a son plus haut niveau: elles sont le reflet d'une vision a long

terme et d'un sens extraordinaire des responsabilites vis-a-vis de I'homme et de la nature.

La presente edition est la douzieme d'une serie qui enregistre a chaque fois une nouvelle expansion de

I'espace protege sur la planete. La Liste des Nations Unies compte maintenant quelque 12 754 aires ce qui

correspond a environ 8% de la superficie emergee de la terre (la proportion protegee des oceans etant

beaucoup plus petite). La presente Liste comprend 2933 sites de plus que la Liste des Nations Unies de

1993, qui couvrent 3,9 millions de kilometres carres de plus. En cette fin du siecle, on pent dire que presque

tous les pays possedent des aires protegees et que certains ont meme des reseaux extremement elabores.

La Liste des Nations Unies est le fruit d'un partenariat entre la Commission mondiale des aires protegees

(CMAP) de rUICN - qui succede a la CPNAP - et le Centre mondial de surveillance continue de la

conservation de la nature (WCMC). La CMAP a aide le WCMC a rassembler les donnees, mais surtout, a

repenser le systeme des categories de gestion des aires protegees sur lequel repose la presente liste. Le

nouveau systeme, adopte en 1994, comprend six categories dont les cinq premieres sont semblables a celles

qui etaient utilisees precedemment. La Categorie VI est nouvelle: aires gerees principalement en vue de

I'utilisation durable des ecosystemes naturels (ou Aires protegees de ressources naturelles gerees) et

reconnait le lien de plus en plus etroit qui unit protection et utilisation durable.

Autre originalite, les sites designes par I'Union europeenne au litre de la Directive Oiseaux figurent dans

la nouvelle liste qui reconnait ainsi la competence de I'UE dans le domaine de la conservation de la nature.

A ce titre, nous remercions I'Agence europeenne pour I'environnement et le Conseil de I'Europe qui nous

aides a rassembler les statistiques relatives a cette region, dans le cadre d'un accord de collaboration avec le

WCMC.

Mais ce ne sont pas les seules nouveautes. Dans le titre de I'edition de 1997, Liste des Nations Unies des

Aires protegees, il n'est plus fait specifiquement reference aux «parcs nationaux» qui ne sont, en realite,

qu'un type d'aire protegee parmi d'autres. Cela correspond au changement opere dans le nom de notre

Commission. II s'agit aussi de la premiere version de la Liste preparee sans I'appui d'un organe des Nations

Unies, meme si, pour des raisons historiques, le titre porte encore le nom de cette organisation. Nous

remercions le Gouvemement de la Norvege et le Conseil de I'agriculture de Taiwan qui ont genereusement

contribue au financement des couts de production et de publication.

La CMAP n' ignore pas que bien des aires protegees de la Liste disposent de peu de ressources et sont mal

gerees - quelques-unes ne sont rien d' autre, en fait, que des «parcs de papier». Dans son programme, la

CMAP va maintenant s'efforcer d'elaborer des methodes qui permettront d'aider les pays et les

administrateurs des sites a ameliorer I'efficacite de la gestion. Si tout se passe comme nous I'esperons, les

resultats seront integres dans les versions futures de la Liste des Nations Unies et renforceront ainsi son

utilite.

Plus que jamais, le bien-etre a long terme - peut-etre meme la survie - de I'humanite depend d'une gestion

ecologique et avisee de I'environnement. Pour cela, il est essentiel qu'il existe un reseau mondial de tous les

types d'aires protegees bien gerees. La Liste des Nations Unies enregistre les progres que nous avons faits

pour y parvenir et nous aide a comprendre I'ampleur de la tache qui est devant nous.

Introduction

Les aires protegees apportent une contribution vitale a la conservation des ressources naturelles et

culturelles de la planete. Elles ont aussi bien pour fonction de proteger des habitats naturels et la flore et la

faune associees que de maintenir la stabilite ecologique des regions qui les entourent. Les aires protegees

peuvent etre un moteur du developpement rural et de I'utilisation rationnelle des terres marginales,

procurant des revenus et creant des emplois dans les domaines de la recherche et de la surveillance, de

I'education a la conservation de la nature, des loisirs et du tourisme. Pour toutes ces raisons, rares sont les

pays qui ne disposent pas d'un reseau d'aires protegees.

Toutefois, ces reseaux variant enormement d'un pays a I'autre, selon les besoins et les priorites, selon les

differences entre les moyens legislatifs, institutionnels et financiers disponibles. La gamme des services et

valeurs des aires protegees est telle que certains objectifs de gestion sont incompatibles avec d'autres et Ton

a done assiste a I'apparition d'une plethore de termes designants les aires protegees dans les instruments

juridiques nationaux. La Liste des Nations Unies a pour but de foumir une liste unique et definitive d'aires

protegees, classees selon un systeme uniforme de categories de gestion, defini par la Commission mondiale

des aires protegees (CMAP) de I'UICN.

Histoire de la Liste des Nations Unies

La Liste des Nations Unies des pares nationaux et reserves analogues a ete etablie selon le voeu des Nations

Unies et dans I'esprit d'une resolution sur «le developpement economique et la conservation de la nature»

adoptee par I'Assemblee generale a sa 16e Session, en decembre 1962. Cette resolution enterinait une

resolution precedente (No 713) de la 27e Session du Conseil economique et social, tenue en 1959. Cette

demiere resolution reconnaissait que les pares nationaux et reserves analogues sont un instrument important

de I'utilisation rationnelle des ressources naturelles et a debouche sur I'etablissement de la premiere Liste

mondiale des pares nationaux et reserves analogues.

L'UICN a joue un role central dans la preparation des deux resolutions et, depuis lors, est responsable de

la compilation et de la mise a jour de la Liste. La Liste des Nations Unies est aujourd'hui compilee

conjointement par la CMAP-UICN et le Centre mondial de surveillance continue de la conservation de la

nature (WCMC). La version precedente de la Liste des Nations Unies des Pares nationaux et des Aires

protegees 1993 a ete publiee en 1994. De plus anciennes editions datent de 1961/1962, 1966 (version

anglaise 1971), 1972 (ajout a la liste de 1966/1971), 1973, 1974, 1975, 1980, 1982, 1985 et 1990. De 1982 a

1994, le titre faisait reference tant aux pares nationaux qu'aux aires protegees. Sur avis de la Commission

mondiale des aires protegees (CMAP) de I'UICN, le titre actuel, Liste des Nations Unies des Aires

protegees, a ete adopte afin de souligner la vaste gamme de fonctions des aires protegees et d'eviter de

mettre un accent injustifie sur I'expression «parcs nationaux». Pour la cinquieme fois, le WCMC et la

CMAP ont prepare ensemble la Liste des Nations Unies.

La Commission mondiale des aires protegees de ruiCN

Depuis sa creation en 1960, la CMAP (anciennement Commission des pares nationaux et des aires protegees

- CPNAP) est devenue le plus grand reseau mondial d'administrateurs et d'experts des aires protegees. En

Janvier 1997, la CMAP comptait plus de 1500 membres dans 160 pays. Coordonnee de fagon centralisee par

un Comite directeur, elle beneficie de I'appui du Programme UICN pour les aires protegees et ses objectifs

sont les suivants :

• Aider a la planification des aires protegees et a leur integration dans tous les secteurs en

foumissant des avis strategiques aux responsables politiques.
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• Renforcer les competences et I'efficacite des administrateurs d'aires protegees en leur foumissant

des orientations, des instruments et de 1' information et en servant d'intermediaire pour la

constitution de reseaux.

• Faire progresser les investissements dans les aires protegees en persuadant le public et les bailleurs

de fonds publics et prives, de meme que les gouvemements, de 1' importance des aires protegees.

Le reseau de la CMAP comprend actuellement 15 groupes regionaux et trois groupes thematiques

(patrimoine mondial, aires protegees marines et aires protegees de montagne). Six groupes d'experts se

penchent sur les avantages economiques, le financement, le tourisme, la formation, I'amenagement des

reseaux et la gestion de 1' information en rapport avec les aires protegees tandis que deux reseaux officieux

etudient les aires protegees de prairie et la gestion des aires protegees karstiques et contenant des grottes.

Le Programme de WCMC pour les aires protegees et paysages

Le Programme du WCMC pour les aires protegees et paysages succede a {'Unite de donnees sur les aires

protegees etablie par la CPNAP, en 1981, dans le but de trailer la quantite d' informations qui ne cessait

d'augmenter et d' aider la Commission a preparer des publications sur les aires protegees du monde entier.

Le WCMC a notamment pour objectif de foumir des informations exactes et a jour sur n'importe quelle

aire protegee, et sur tout reseau d'aires protegees, a ceux qui en ont besoin ou, s'il ne les possede pas, de

localiser ces informations.

Pour ce faire, le WCMC collabore avec les nombreuses agences qui, dans le monde entier, gerent les aires

protegees et avec les experts de la conservation et les scientifiques qui travaillent sur le terrain. Beaucoup

sont membres de la CMAP. Le WCMC gere 1' information sur les biens du patrimoine mondial au nom de

rUICN et de I'UNESCO et collabore avec le Bureau de la Convention de Ramsar (Convention sur les zones

humides) pour ce qui est des zones humides d' importance intemationale inscrites sur la Liste de Ramsar.

Criteres d'inscription

Deux criteres gouvement I'inscription d'une aire protegee sur la Liste des Nations Unies: les dimensions et

les objectifs de gestion.

1. Deflnition. Tous les sites inscrits sur la Liste des Nations Unies doivent satisfaire a la definition

que I'UICN donne d'une aire protegee, soit

:

Une portion de terre et/oii de mer vouee specialement a la protection et au maintien de

la diversite biologique, ainsi que des ressources naturelles et culturelles associees, et

geree par des moyens ejficaces, juridiques ou autres.

2. Dimensions. Pour de simples raisons pratiques, seules sont incluses les aires protegees de plus de

1000 hectares, a I'exception d'lles proches des cotes ou d'lles oceaniques couvrant au moins 100

hectares, lorsqu'elles sont entierement protegees. Mille hectares equivalent a 10 kilometres carres.

L' edition 1997 de la Liste des Nations Unies comprend des sites classes dans toutes les categories de

gestion de I'UICN, de la/Ib a VL Les aires protegees qui sont des sites Ramsar, des biens du patrimoine

mondial naturels ou mixtes naturels/culturels ou des reserves de biosphere figurent dans les listes d'aires au

benefice d'une designation intemationale. Certaines aires protegees apparaissent a la fois dans les listes

nationales et Internationales: par exemple, un pare national qui serait egalement inscrit sur la Liste du

patrimoine mondial.

Pour la premiere fois, la Liste des Nations Unies comprend 1470 sites reconnus comme Zones de

Protection Speciale au titre de la Directive Oiseaux de 1979 de la Commission europeenne. Les sites en

question meritent d'etre inscrits sur la Liste des Nations Unies car cette Directive contient des obligations

strides et juridiquement contraignante pour les Etats membres de I'Union europeenne.
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Presentation de la Liste des Nations Unies

Les sites qui satisfont aux criteres d'inscription sont classes pays par pays, dans I'ordre alphabetique du nom
anglais du pays. Pour chaque pays, les sites figurent par ordre alphabetique selon I'appellation nationale (en
anglais egalement: National Parks, Nature Reserves, Wildlife Sanctuaries). Pour chaque site, quatre
elements d'information supplementaires sont foumis:

• lacategorie degestion de rUICN,

• les dimensions (hectares),

• I'annee d'etablissement, et

• la latitude/longitude approximative.

Ces informations ne sont pas necessairement completes pour chaque pays: pour de nombreux sites, les

coordonnees geographiques, par exemple, font encore defaut. L'annee d'etablissement reflete le moment ou
I'appellation legale est entree en vigueur; dans certains cas, cette date peut etre plus recente que la date de
creation, par exemple, lorsque I'appellation legale d'un site a change. Le Centre mondial de surveillance

continue de la conservation de la nature detient d'autres informations sur de nombreux sites.

C'est uniquement pour des raisons d'ordre pratique que la Liste des Nations Unies de 1997 classe les pays
dans I'ordre alphabetique anglais. Les lecteurs francophones et hispanophones trouveront, dans les lexiques,

la traduction des noms des pays de fran9ais en anglais et d'espagnol en anglais. Pour aider les lecteurs a
situer des pays particuliers, un titre courant est foumi en anglais. De meme, les donnees figurant au debut de
chaque entree de pays component un titre et des annotations en anglais seulement. Les termes equivalents a

«Summary» et «Category» sont «Sommaire» et «Categorie» en frangais et «Resumen» et «Categoria» en
espagnol.

Compilation de la Liste des Nations Unies de 1997

Depuis de nombreuses annees, le WCMC et la CMAP rassemblent et gerent des informations sur les aires

protegees qui ont parfois ete publiees. lis re^oivent constamment de nouvelles informations qui, de plus en
plus, sont portees sur Internet.

Pour preparer la Liste des Nations Unies de 1997, le personnel du WCMC a passe en revue le materiel

existant afin de reviser et de mettre a jour la Banque de donnees sur les aires protegees. Puis, en 1996, des

projets de listes d' aires protegees au plan national ont ete etablis et communiques aux organes nationaux

responsables des aires protegees qui ont verifie les informations et les ont mises a jour.

Avec I'information re9ue en retour, le personnel du WCMC a revise sa Banque de donnees sur les aires

protegees, resolvant toute question pendante en consultation avec les organes nationaux concemes ou avec

des membres de la CMAP. Des projets de listes revises ont alors ete envoyes aux vice-presidents regionaux

de la CMAP ainsi qu'au Programme UICN pour les aires protegees. Pour la plupart des pays, I'information

publiee reflete la situation des aires protegees jusqu'a la fin de 1996 mais, dans quelques cas, des donnees

relatives a 1997 nous ont ete communiquees et figurent done dans la presente edition.

Au total, 512 organes de gestion ont ete contactes et pries de passer en revue la liste des aires protegees.

Dans le cas des Etats federaux, comme les Etats-Unis d'Amerique, les projets ont ete adresses aux autorites

d'Etat et lorsqu'il y avait plus d'un organe responsable des aires protegees, chaque organe a ete contacte. Au
total, nous avons regu 190 reponses de 180 organes de gestion. Lorsque nous n'avons obtenu aucune

information de source officielle, les donnees ont ete puisees, dans la mesure du possible, dans des

publications et autres sources d'information.

Dans le cadre de I'exercice de cueillette de Tinformation, chaque organe de gestion a refu un resume qui

decrivait brievement le Systeme UICN de categories de gestion et a ete prie de classer chaque site dans la

categoric pertinente. Les categories assignees par les organes de gestion ont ete revisees par le WCMC et, en

cas d' incertitude ou de desaccord, la CMAP a tranche et choisi la categoric la plus appropriee.
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Des lacunes dans rinformation

Le Reseau mondial d'aires protegees evolue rapidement: on cree de nouvelles aires, on modifie les limites

de celles qui existent tandis que d'autres disparaissent, detruites par le developpement industriel,

I'agriculture itinerante, les catastrophes naturelles ou les conflits civils.

L' augmentation du nombre et de la superficie des aires protegees est un facteur important, certes, mais qui

ne permet pas de dire si un reseau d'aires protegees remplit ses objectifs. II faut aussi examiner I'efficacite

de la gestion et, lorsqu'on evalue dans quelle mesure la gestion d'une aire protegee remplit les objectifs de

la conservation, deux questions viennent a I'esprit qui ont un rapport avec:

la viabilite de la conception du reseau d'aires protegees (le reseau comprend-il des aires terrestres

ou marines suffisantes et adequates?); et

• la viabilite de la gestion du reseau (les aires protegees sont-elles correctement gerees?).

Le Groupe d'etude de la CMAP sur I'efficacite de la gestion (Hockings, 1997) est en train d'etudier

comment repondre a ces deux questions mais, pour I'heure, nous n'avons ni systeme, ni donnees suffisantes

pour les etayer.

Une etude recente du WCMC met en relief la paucite des donnees sur les investissements (tant en

ressources financieres qu'humaines) consacres aux aires protegees (James et al., 1997). De plus, les

informations, relativement rares, dont nous disposons indiquent que les investissements sont generalement

trop insuffisants pour permettre une gestion efficace des aires protegees. C'est tout particulierement le cas

dans les pays les plus riches du point de vue biologique qui manquent souvent de ressources, entre autres

financieres. Cette constatation nous amene a une autre dimension qualitative qui n'est pas encore pleinement

refletee dans la Liste des Nations Unies: les aires protegees, alors meme qu'elles ont une existence legale,

peuvent tres bien patir d'une gestion inefficace resultant, entre autres, d' investissements insuffisants. C'est

le phenomene que Ton appelle parfois «syndrome du pare de papier». La Convention sur la diversite

biologique offre un mecanisme qui permet d'ameliorer I'information sur ce sujet important. Les pays Parties

a la Convention sont, en effet, obliges de rediger des rapports nationaux sur I'application de la Convention

et contiennent, notamment, des donnees sur les investissements consacres a la conservation de la nature.

Chaque nouvelle edition de la Liste des Nations Unies s'enrichit de nouvelles informations. La presente

edition comprend, par exemple, les aires gerees par le secteur forestier dans un but de conservation de la

diversite biologique. II faudra cependant encore beaucoup travailler pour faire en sorte que les activites de

conservation d'autres secteurs - dans les aires protegees privees et sur les terres reservees aux populations

autochtones, par exemple - soient diament reconnues. Une etude du WCMC, en Afrique orientale et australe,

revele une contribution importante des aires protegees du secteur prive a la conservation de la nature

(Watkins et Green, sous presse). En Afrique du Sud, par exemple, la superficie des aires protegees privees

est superieure a celle des reserves creees par le Gouvemement. Au Kenya, les reserves privees couvrent une

superficie au moins equivalente a 25% du reseau national d'aires protegees. Nous souhaitons qu'en temps

voulu, la Liste des Nations Unies puisse donner au domaine des aires protegees privees la place qui lui

revient.

On envisage aussi d'inclure, dans les editions futures de la Liste des Nations Unies, des statistiques sur les

visiteurs des aires protegees. Mais cela suppose que les organes de gestion des aires protegees adoptent des

normes communes d'enregistrement des visiteurs et organisent la collecte des donnees. Le Groupe d'etude

de la CMAP sur le tourisme et les aires protegees et le WCMC sont deja en train de se preparer a piloter

cette initiative.
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Caracteristiques de la Liste des Nations Unies de 1997

Les categories UICN de gestion pour les aires protegees

Tous les sites qui satisfont a la definition que FUICN donne des aires protegees sont classes en fonction des
six categories de gestion definies par la CMAP-UICN (encadre 1 ), Les sites protegees au niveau national

sont classes dans la categorie UICN de gestion la plus appropriee, generalement sur la base d'objectifs de
gestion juridiquement definis. Le classement dans une categorie de gestion ne constitue pas un commentaire
sur I'efficacite avec laquelle les objectifs sont atteints en pratique.

Le systeme des Categories UICN de gestion des aires protegees a ete introduit par la CMAP en 1 994, au

moment de la publication de la Liste des Nations Unies des Pares nationaiix et des Aires protegees de 1993,

trop tard cependant pour qu'il en soit tenu compte dans cette edition-la. C'est dans le cadre de la preparation

de la presente edition de la Liste des Nations Unies que le classement selon les nouvelles categories de

gestion a ete mene a bien et i'on peut dire que ce fut une entreprise d'envergure.

Le processus de classement des aires protegees, selon le nouveau systeme a ete long et difficile car il a

fallu confronter les objectifs de gestion de chaque aire protegee au niveau national aux criteres et lignes

directrices qui regissent I'application des nouvelles categories.

Banque de donnees commune sur les aires protegees d'Europe

Pour I'Europe, on a adopte un mecanisme de collecte de F information different. Le Conseil de I'Europe,

I'Agence europeenne pour I'environnement (AEE) et le WCMC ont decide, dans le cadre d'un partenariat,

d'integrer leurs banques de donnees sur les aires protegees en une Banque de donnees commune des aires

protegees d'Europe. Cette banque de donnees est geree par le WCMC, dans le cadre de la Banque de

donnees mondiale du WCMC sur les aires protegees et tenue a jour grace aux informations foumies par les

Centres nationaux de reference des Etats membres de I'AEE, par I'intermediaire de leurs Points de contact

nationaux. Le Centre thematique europeen pour la conservation de la nature participe directement a la

validation des donnees et au processus de mise a jour. Des donnees tres completes ont done ete obtenues sur

les aires protegees d'Europe et integrees dans la presente edition de la Liste des Nations Unies.

Importance d'une Banque de donnees mondiale sur les aires protegees

La compilation de la Liste des Nations Unies est le mecanisme cle qui permet de tenir regulierement a jour

la Banque de donnees mondiale du WCMC sur les aires protegees et la Liste des Nations Unies elle-meme

est la principale publication qui en decoule. Mais le WCMC et de nombreuses autres institutions et

personnes utilisent la Banque de donnees a bien d' autres fins comme I'illustrent deux projets recents du

WCMC.

Le rapport du WCMC intitule Biodiversity Conservation in the Tropics (WCMC, 1997) foumit une

evaluation du degre de protection dont beneficient les biotopes des regions tropicales et des orientations sur

les moyens de classer les mesures de conservation par ordre de priorite d'un point de vue mondial a un point

de vue national. Le document finance par la Banque mondiale et intitule Protected Areas Systems Review of

the Indomalayan Realm (ABC, 1997) a egalement beaucoup puise dans les ressources de la Banque de

donnees sur les aires protegees pour determiner les zones cles d'Asie du Sud et du Sud-Est qui sont sous-

representees parmi les aires protegees.

La Banque de donnees sur les aires protegee est utilisee par d'autres institutions telles que le World

Resources Institute qui publie, deux fois par an, un resume statistique sur les aires protegees dans ses

rapports intitules World Resources.

La campagne du WWF «Des forets pour la vie» a fixe I'objectif de proteger 10% des forets de la planete.

Les informations gerees par la Banque de donnees du WCMC sur les aires protegees permettent de suivre

les progres.

Zone de nature sauvage: aire protegee geree principalement a des fins de protection des ressources

sauvages

Vaste espace terrestre et/ou marin, intact ou peu modifie, ayant conserve son caractere et son influence

naturels, depourvu d'etablissements permanents ou importants, protege et gere aux fins de preserver son etat

naturel.

CATEGORIE II.

Pare national: aire protegee geree principalement dans ie but de proteger fins de conservation les

ecosystemes et a des fins recreatives

Zone naturelle. terrestre et/ou marine, designee (a) pour proteger I'integrite ecologique dans un ou plusieurs

ecosystemes pour I'interet des generations actuelles et futures, (b) pour exclure toute exploitation ou

occupation incompatible avec les objectifs de la designation et (c) pour offrir des possibilites de visite, a des

fins spirituelles, scientifiques, educatives, recreatives et touristiques, dans le respect du milieu naturel et de

la culture des communautes locales.

CATEGORIE III.

Monument naturel: aire protegee geree principalement dans Ie but de preserver des elements naturels

specifiques

CATEGORIE IV.

Aire terrestre et/ou marine faisant I'objet d'une intervention active au niveau de la gestion, de fagon a garantir

le maintien des habitats et/ou a satisfaire aux exigences d'especes particulieres.

CATEGORIE V.

Paysage terrestre ou marin protege: aire protegee geree principalement dans le but d'assurer la

conservation de paysages terrestres ou marins et a des fins recreatives

Zone terrestre, comprenant parfois le littoral et les eaux adjacentes, oU I'interaction entre I'homme et la

nature a, au fil du temps, modele le paysage aux qualites esthetiques, ecologiques et/ou culturelles

particulieres et exceptionnelles, et presentant souvent une grande diversite biologique. Preserver I'integrite

de cette interaction traditionnelle est essentielle a la protection, au maintien et a revolution d'une telle aire.

CATEGORIE VI.

Aire protegee de ressources naturelles geree: aire protegee geree principalement a des fins

d'utilisation durable des ecosystemes naturels

Aire contenant des systemes naturels, en grande partie non modifies, geree aux fins d'assurer la protection et

le maintien a long terme de la diversite biologique, tout en garantissant la durabilite des fonctions et produits

naturels necessaires au bien-etre de la communaute.

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Centres de ressources sur les aires protegees

Depuis la publication de I'edition precedente, les sources d'information se sont beaucoup diversifiees et

comprennent, notamment, des bases de donnees nationales sur les aires protegees accessibles par Internet.

Pour coordonner ces sources disparates et foumir aux utilisateurs une interface coherente entre des

ensembles de donnees parfois complexes, le WCMC et la CMAP ont mis au point le concept PARC
(acronyme du nom anglais des Centres de ressources sur les aires protegees). Le but est de faciliter

I'echange d'information entre les administrateurs des sites, les organes de gestion nationaux, les organes

regionaux et les conventions et la communaute Internationale, afin de renforcer la capacite de

communication au sein des reseaux d' aires protegees, en proposant une source unique et coherente de

ressources d'information et de services sur les aires protegees. PARC est un element integral du Systeme

d'information sur la conservation de la biodiversite (SICB) en train d'etre etabli par un consortium

d' organisations intemationales de la conservation, entre autres I'UICN, la CMAP et le WCMC.

PARC sera un reseau de Centres de ressources sur les aires protegees a trois niveaux: international,

regional et local. A chaque niveau, des centres seront etablis aupres d' institutions «h6tes» pouvant foumir

I'appui infrastructurel necessaire. PARC International aura son siege au WCMC oii il coordonnera et

appuiera le reseau de PARC regionaux dans chacune des 15 regions reconnues par la CMAP.

Une version Internet de la Liste des Nations Unies de 1993 se trouve sur le site du WCMC
(http://www.wcmc.org.uk ) oii Ton trouvera aussi la presente edition. Bien qu'il soit impossible de savoir a

quoi sert I'information reprise de I'lntemet, on peut enregistrer le nombre de visiteurs du site. Pour la

version Internet de la Liste des Nations Unies de 1993, il y a eu au moins 1000 visiteurs par mois et on peut

supposer que ce chiffre augmentera.

Conclusion

Le processus de compilation de la Liste des Nations Unies est suffisamment bien rode pour que Ton puisse

dire, avec une bonne certitude, que les donnees sont representatives du domaine mondial des aires protegees.

II va de soi que des erreurs ou des omissions peuvent se glisser dans un document de cette taille et de cette

complexite. Nous esperons cependant que ces erreurs ou omissions nous permettront de recevoir des

informations encore plus precises. N'hesitez pas a nous envoyer des corrections et des mises a jour a

I'adresse suivante:

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Prologo

La Lista de las Naciones Unidas de Areas Protegidas es un documento de consulta indispensable para todos

aquellos que quieran comprender los progresos realizados en la respuesta a los retos de la perdida de diversidad

biologica y de otras amenazas que pesan sobre el medio ambiente en todo el mundo. Da fe de un logro humano
extraordinario en 125 afios; el compromiso de naciones. pueblos, grupos e individuos de preservar de la

destruccion zonas terrestres y marinas. Las areas protegidas representan lo mejor de los ideales humanos: son la

expresion de una vision a largo plazo y de un amplio sentido de responsabilidad para con los pueblos y la

naturaleza.

La presente es la duodecima de una serie de listas. en cada una de las cuales se refleja la expansion constante de

la superficie total protegida. En la Lista de las Naciones Unidas figuran ahora aproximadamente 12.754 areas, que

cubren casi el 8% de la superficie terrestre del mundo (el porcentaje de los oceanos protegido es bastante menor).

El presente informe abarca 2.933 sitios, con una extension total de 3.900.000 kilometros cuadrados, que no

estaban incluidos en la edicion anterior de 1993 de la Lista. Puede decirse que, al finalizar el siglo, hay areas

protegidas en casi todos los pai'ses; algunos cuentan con una red muy compleja de sitios.

En la elaboracion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas ban colaborado la Comision Mundial de Areas Protegidas

(CMAP) -antes CPNAP- y el Centro Mundial de Monitoreo de la Conservacion (WCMC). La CMAP ha ayudado

al WCMC a recopilar los datos, y, lo que es mas importante, ha redisenado el sistema de categon'as de manejo de

areas protegidas en el que se basa la presente lista. El nuevo sistema, adoptado en 1994, comprende seis

categon'as. Las cinco primeras son analogas a las utilizadas anteriormente, en tanto que la Categori'a VL
correspondiente a las areas protegidas manejadas principalmente para la utilizacion sostenible de los ecosistemas

naturales (o Areas Protegidas con Recursos Manejados) es nueva y se ha introducido como consecuencia del

reconocimiento de la relacion cada vez mas estrecha que existe entre proteccion y utilizacion sostenible.

Otra innovacion de la nueva lista es la inclusion en ella de sitios designados en la Union Europea de

conformidad con la Directiva sobre las aves, en reconocimiento de la competencia de la Union Europea en

materia de conservacion. Es tambien satisfactorio el hecho de que podamos hacer constar nuestro agradecimiento

a la Agenda Europea del Medio Ambiente y al Consejo de Europa por la ayuda que han prestado, en el marco de

su acuerdo de colaboracion con el WCMC, en el proceso de recopilacion de los datos estadisticos de esa region.

Hay algunos otros cambios. En el ti'tulo de la version de 1997, Lista de las Naciones Unidas de Areas

Protegidas, se ha suprimido la referenda especi'fica a los "parques nacionales", por cuanto estos no son sino uno

de los tipos de areas protegidas (y se ha modificado de forma analoga el nombre de nuestra Comision). Se trata

ademas de la primera version de la Lista que ha sido preparada sin el apoyo de ningiin organo de las Naciones

Unidas, aunque, debido a la genesis de la Lista, en su titulo sigue apareciendo el nombre de esta organizacion.

Hemos de agradecer al Gobiemo de Noruega y al Consejo de Agricultura de Taiwan su generoso apoyo para

sufragar los gastos de preparacion y publicacion de la Lista.

La CMAP es perfectamente consciente de que muchas de las areas protegidas que figuran en la Lista tienen una

escasa dotacion de recursos y no estan adecuadamente manejadas. De hecho algunas son solo "parques de papel".

En el programa de la CMAP se va a hacer mas hincapie en la elaboracion de metodos para ayudar a los pai'ses y a

los encargados del manejo de los sitios a incrementar la eficacia del manejo. Es de esperar que podamos

incorporar algunos de los resultados que alcancemos en esa esfera a futuras versiones de la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas, lo que acrecentara su utilidad.

Hoy mas que nunca, el bienestar a largo plazo, y quiza la supervivencia, de los pueblos depende de una gestion

racional, basada en la ecologia, del medio ambiente. Para ello es imprescindible una red mundial de areas

protegidas de todo tipo, adecuadamente manejadas. La Lista de las Naciones Unidas registra los progresos que

hemos realizado para alcanzar ese objetivo y nos ayuda a comprender la magnitud de la tarea que nos espera.

Deseo manifestar mi agradecimiento y felicitar a todos los que han contribuido a la preparacion oportuna de esta

Lista.

Introduccion

Las areas protegidas aportan una contribucion vital a la conservacion de los recursos naturales y culturales

del mundo. Sus funciones van desde la proteccion de habitats naturales y su flora y fauna hasta el

mantenimiento de la estabilidad ecologica de las zonas que los rodean. Las areas protegidas pueden ofrecer

oportunidades para el desarrollo rural y la utilizacion racional de tierras marginales, con la consiguiente

generacion de ingresos y creacion de empleo, para la investigacion y el monitoreo, para la educacion en

materia de conservacion y para las actividades recreativas y el turismo. Por todas estas razones, casi todos

los pai'ses han establecido sistemas de areas protegidas.

Sin embargo, los sistemas de areas protegidas vari'an considerablemente de un pais a otro, en funcion de

las necesidades y prioridades, y segun el nivel de apoyo legislativo, institucional y financiero que reciben.

Asimismo, la gama de servicios y valores de las areas protegidas es tal, que ciertos objetivos de manejo son

incompatibles con otros. EUo ha llevado a que se aplique a las areas protegidas una gran cantidad de

designaciones, establecidas por instrumentos legales nacionales. La finalidad de la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas es proporcionar una lista linica y definitiva de areas protegidas, clasificadas conforme a un sistema

comun de categorias de manejo definido por la Comision Mundial de Areas Protegidas (CMAP).

Historia de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas

La Lista de las Naciones Unidas de Parques Nacionales y Reservas Equivalentes se elaboro, a peticion de

las Naciones Unidas, en aplicacion de una resolucion sobre "Desarrollo Economico y Conservacion de la

Naturaleza" adoptada por la Asamblea General en su Decimosexto Periodo de Sesiones, celebrado en

diciembre de 1962. Esa resolucion sirvio para apoyar una resolucion anterior (N° 713) del 27° Periodo de

Sesiones del Consejo Economico y Social de las Naciones Unidas, celebrado en 1959, que reconocia la

importancia de los parques nacionales y las reservas equivalentes como instrumento para la utilizacion

racional de los recursos naturales, y condujo a la elaboracion de la primera Lista Mundial de Parques

Nacionales y Reservas Equivalentes.

La UICN desempefio un papel crucial en la preparacion de las dos resoluciones, y desde entonces ha sido

la principal responsable de la compilacion y actualizacion de la Lista. Actualmente se encarga de preparar la

Lista de las Naciones Unidas la Comision Mundial de Areas Protegidas (CMAP) de la UICN, junto con el

Centro Mundial de Monitoreo de la Conservacion (WCMC). La anterior edicion, la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas de Parques Nacionales y Areas Protegidas 1993 se publico en 1994. Previamente se habi'an

publicado ediciones en 1961/2, 1966 (version inglesa en 1971), 1972 (adenda a la Lista de 1966/71), 1973,

1974, 1975, 1980, 1982, 1985 y 1990. Desde 1982 hasta 1994, se hizo referenda en el titulo a los parques

nacionales y a las areas protegidas. El titulo actual, Lista de las Naciones Unidas de Areas Protegidas se ha

adoptado, siguiendo la opinion de la Comision Mundial de Areas Protegidas (CMAP) de la UICN, para

destacar la amplia gama de funciones que cumplen las areas protegidas y no dar un relieve injustificado al

termino "parque nacional". La Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997 es la quinta Lista que prepararan

conjuntamente el WCMC y la CMAP.

La Comision Mundial de Areas Protegidas de la UICN

Desde su creacion en 1960, la CMAP (antes Comision de Parques Nacionales y Areas Protegidas - CPNAP)
ha crecido para transformarse en la mayor red mundial de especialistas y encargados del manejo de areas

protegidas. En enero de 1997 contaba con mas de 1.500 miembros de 160 pai'ses. Un Comite de Direccion se

encarga de la coordinacion central de las actividades de la Comision, que cuenta con el apoyo del Programa

de Areas Protegidas de la UICN.

Los objetivos de la Comision son los siguientes:

• Colaborar, prestando asesoramiento estrategico a los encargados de la adopcion de las decisiones

poli'ticas, en la planificacion de las areas protegidas y su integracion en todos los sectores,
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Reforzar la capacidad y eficacia de los encargados del manejo de areas protegidas,

proporcionandoles orientaciones, instrumentos e informacion, y servir de vehiculo para el

establecimiento de redes,

Incrementar la inversion en las areas protegidas, persuadiendo tanto a las instituciones piiblicas y

empresas donantes como a los gobiemos del valor de esas areas. \

La red de la CMAP comprende actualmente 15 grupos regionales, ademas de tres grupos tematicos que se

ocupan, respectivamente, del Patrimonio Mundial, las areas protegidas marinas y las areas protegidas de

montana. Seis grupos de trabajo integrados por especialistas se ocupan respectivamente de los beneficios

economicos, la financiacion, el turismo, la formacion, la planificacion de sistemas y el tratamiento de la

informacion en relacion con las areas protegidas, y dos redes informales de las areas de pastizales protegidas

y del manejo de grutas y areas carsticas.

El Programa de Areas Protegidos y Paisajes del WCMC
El Programa de Areas Protegidos y Paisajes del WCMC ha ocupado el lugar de la Unidad de Datos sobre

Areas Protegidas, creada por la CPNAP en 1981 para procesar un volumen de informacion creciente y

ayudar a la Comision a preparar publicaciones sobre las areas protegidas en todo el mundo.

Uno de los objetivos de la labor del WCMC en materia de areas protegidas es proporcionar directamente a

quienes la necesitan informacion actualizada y precisa sobre las distintas areas protegidas y sobre los

sistemas de areas protegidas, o identificar las fuentes de las que puede obtenerse esa informacion.

Con el fin de lograr este objetivo, el WCMC colabora con los numerosos organismos de todo el mundo

que se encargan de la gestion de las areas protegidas, asi como con los especialistas en conservacion y

cienti'ficos activos en esa esfera. Muchas de las personas interesadas son miembros de la CMAP. El WCMC
se encarga, en nombre de la UICN y de la UNESCO, del procesamiento de la informacion sobre los bienes

naturales del Patrimonio Mundial y colabora con la Oficina de la Convencion de Ramsar en relacion con los

sitios incluidos en la lista de la Convencion de Ramsar (sobre los Humedales).

Criterlos para la inclusion

Hay dos criterios determinantes de la inclusion de areas protegidas en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas: su

tamafio y los objetivos de manejo.

1. Definicion Todos los sitios incluidos en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas deben ajustarse a la

siguiente definicion de area protegida de la UICN:

Una superftcie de tierra y/o mar especialmente consagrada a la proteccion y el mantenimiento

de la diversidad biologica, asi como de los reciirsos naturales y los recursos culturales

asociados, y manejada a traves de mediosjuridicos u otros medios eficaces.

2. Tamano Debido exclusivamente a razones practicas, solo se incluyen areas de mas de mil

hectareas, con excepcion de las islas situadas frente a la costa u oceanicas de por lo menos 100

hectareas, en cuyo caso se confiere proteccion a la totalidad de la isla. 1.000 hectareas -10

kilometros cuadrados- equivalen a 2.471 acres o 3,86 millas cuadradas.

La edicion de 1 997 de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas incluye sitios que figuran en todas las Categorfas

de Manejo de la UICN, de la la/Ib a la VI. Las areas protegidas, designadas tambien Sitios de Ramsar, sitios

naturales o naturales/culturales del Patrimonio Mundial o Reservas de la Biosfera, figuran en las listas

intemacionales de areas designadas. En algunos casos, por ejemplo cuando un parque nacional ha sido

incluido tambien en la Lista del Patrimonio Mundial, las areas protegidas aparecen tanto en las listas

nacionales como en las listas intemacionales.

Por primera vez, figuran en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas 1.470 sitios reconocidos como Zonas de

Proteccion Especial de conformidad con la Directiva de 1979 de la Comision Europea sobre las aves. La
Directiva impone a los Estados miembros de la Union Europea obligaciones estrictas y exigibles

juridicamente, por lo que es procedente la inclusion de esos sitios en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas.
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Formato de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas

Los sitios que cumplen los criterios para ser incluidos en la Lista se clasifican por pai'ses, conforme al orden

alfabetico de los nombres de los pai'ses en ingles. Dentro de cada pais, los sitios figuran en orden alfabetico

segtin la designacion nacional (por ejemplo, parques nacionales, reservas naturales, santuarios de vida

silvestre). Respecto de cada sitio, se proporcionan cuatro datos adicionales:

• Categoria de manejo de la UICN

• Tamafio (en hectareas)

• Afio de establecimiento legal, y

• Latitud/longitud aproximadas.

Esa informacion no siempre es completa en cada pais. Por ejemplo, no se indican las coordenadas

geograficas de muchos sitios. El afio de establecimiento se refiere al aiio en que se aplico la actual

designacion legal; en algunos casos, por ejemplo cuando la designacion legal de un sitio haya cambiado, esa

fecha puede ser mas reciente que la fecha inicial de establecimiento. El Centro Mundial de Monitoreo de la

Conservacion dispone de informacion adicional sobre muchos sitios.

Por razones practicas, la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997 se ha ordenado siguiendo el listado de los

pai'ses en ingles, por orden alfabetico. Los lectores de lengua francesa y espafiola deberan consultar los

glosarios. Estos contienen una traduccion de los nombres de los pai'ses del frances al ingles y del espanol al

ingles, respectivamente. Para ayudar a los lectores a ubicar pai'ses especi'ficos, se proporciona una secuencia

de encabezamientos en ingles. Analogamente, los datos resumidos que figuran al comienzo de cada seccion

nacional se titulan y anotan en ingles linicamente. Los terminos equivalentes son "Sommaire" y "Categorie"

en frances y "Resumen" y "Categoria" en espanol.

Compllaclon de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997

El WCMC y la CMAP vienen compilando desde hace varios anos informacion sobre areas protegidas, parte

de la cual ha sido publicada. Constantemente se reciben nuevas informaciones, a gran parte de las cuales se

puede tener acceso via Internet.

Al preparar la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997, y para revisar y actualizar la Base de Datos de Areas

Protegidas, el personal del WCMC analizo el material existente en la organizacion. A continuacion se

generaron borradores de las listas de areas protegidas designadas a nivel nacional, las que durante 1996

fueron enviados a las oficinas nacionales de manejo con la solicitud de que fueran revisadas, actualizadas y

devueltas.

En base a las respuestas recibidas, el personal del WCMC revise la Base de Datos de Areas Protegidas

teniendo en cuenta toda aclaracion solicitada por los organismos de los pai'ses interesados, o por las

miembros del CMPA. Seguidamente se enviaron copias de las listas revisadas tanto a los Vicepresidentes

Regionales de la CMAP como al Programa de Areas Protegidas de la UICN para que las examinaran. En el

caso de la mayori'a de los pai'ses, la informacion recopilada refleja la situacion de las areas protegidas hasta

finales de 1996, pero en el de algunos pai'ses pudo disponerse posteriormente de los datos correspondientes a

1997, los que se incorporaron a la presente edicion.

Se establecio contacto con 512 organismos de gestion, a los que se solicito que examinaran la lista

correspondiente de areas protegidas. En el caso de las naciones con un sistema federal, como los Estados

Unidos, se enviaron peticiones a las autoridades de cada uno de los Estados, y en los casos en los que la

responsabilidad de las areas protegidas corresponde a mas de un organismo, se envio una peticion a cada

uno de los organismos en cuestion. Se recibieron en total 190 respuestas de 180 organismos. Cuando no se

recibio informacion de fuentes oficiales, los datos se obtuvieron, siempre que fue posible, de materiales

publicados y de otras fuentes.
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Como parte del proceso de recopilacion de informacion, se proporciono a cada uno de los organismos un

texto con una descripcion sucinta del Sistema de Categori'as de Manejo de la UICN, con la peticion de que

se aplicara a cada designacion o sitio la categori'a pertinente. El WCMC reviso las categori'as asignadas por

los organismos encargados de la gestion, y, en caso de duda o discrepancia, adopto la decision final sobre la

categori'a mas apropiada a una designacion o sitio determinados.

Lagunas de la informacion

El sistema mundial de areas protegidas esta evolucionando rapidamente: se crean nuevos sitios, se modifican

los limites de los existentes, y algunos sitios son destruidos por el desarrollo industrial, la agricultura

itinerante, los desastres naturales o las guerras civiles.

El aumento del numero y la extension de los sitios es un factor importante, pero insuficiente, para medir la

idoneidad de la red de areas protegidas. Hay que atender tambien al aspecto de la eficacia del manejo. Dos

cuestiones fundamentales se plantean en relacion con la eficacia de las areas protegidas para alcanzar los

objetivos de conservacion. Esas cuestiones se refieren a la idoneidad:

• del disefio del sistema de areas protegidas (^Incluye la red de areas protegidas superficies terrestres

o marinas suficientes y adecuadas?); y

• de la gestion del sistema (^Estan las areas protegidas adecuadamente manejadas?).

El grupo de tareas especiales sobre eficacia del manejo esta investigando actualmente (Hockings, 1997) la

metodologia para abordar ambas cuestiones, pero ni los sistemas estan aiin suficientemente desarrollados, ni

se cuenta con datos de apoyo.

En otro estudio reciente del WCMC se subraya la escasez de los datos sobre las inversiones (tanto de

recursos financieros como de recursos humanos) en las areas protegidas (James y otros, 1997). Ademas, de

la informacion relativamente escasa de que se dispone se desprende que el nivel de las inversiones en las

areas protegidas es en muchas ocasiones inferior al necesario para sostener un manejo eficaz, especialmente

en los pai'ses cuya dotacion en recursos biologicos es mayor, que con frecuencia carecen de los recursos

financieros y de otro tipo necesarios. Este hecho pone de relieve otro aspecto cualitativo que en la actualidad

no se refleja plenamente en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas: areas protegidas cuya existencia esta

legalmente reconocida pueden ser ineficazmente manejadas debido a la insuficiencia de las inversiones y a

otros factores. Se denomina a veces a este fenomeno "el sindrome de los parques de papel". El Convenio

sobre la Diversidad Biologica ofrece un mecanismo para mejorar la informacion sobre este importante

aspecto, ya que los Estados partes en el Convenio estan obligados a presentar informes nacionales sobre su

aplicacion, en una parte de los cuales se recogen datos sobre las inversiones en conservacion.

El ambito de la informacion incluida en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas se ha ampliado progresivamente y

actualmente abarca, por ejemplo, las areas manejadas por el sector forestal para la conservacion de la

biodiversidad. No obstante, es necesario seguir trabajando para que se reconozcan debidamente las

actividades de conservacion de otros sectores, como las areas protegidas de propiedad privada y las tierras

reservadas a poblaciones indigenas. Un analisis de las actividades de conservacion en el sector privado

realizado por el WCMC (Watkins y Green, en imprenta) pone de manifiesto su importante contribucion. En
Sudafrica, por ejemplo, las areas protegidas de propiedad privada cubren una superficie mayor que las

reservas establecidas por el Estado. En Kenya, las reservas de propiedad privada representan el 25%, como
minimo, de la red nacional de areas protegidas. Es de esperar que, llegado el momento, las ediciones futuras

de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas abarquen con suficiente amplitud las areas protegidas de propiedad

privada.

Se esta estudiando tambien la posibilidad de incluir en futuras ediciones de la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas datos sobre la utilizacion de la areas protegidas por los visitantes. Para ello sera preciso que se

adopten normas comunes de registro de esa utilizacion y que los organismos encargados de la gestion de las

areas protegidas recopilen sistematicamente los datos correspondientes. El grupo de tareas especiales sobre

turismo y areas protegidas de la CMAP y el WCMC tienen ya previsto dirigir una iniciativa de esa indole.
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Caracterfsticas de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997

Las Categorias de Manejo de Areas Protegidas de la UICN

Todos los sitios que se ajustan a la definicion de area protegida de la UICN se clasifican dentro de seis

categorias de manejo de areas protegidas definidas por la UICN-CMAP (Recuadro 1). Los sitios designados

nacionalmente se clasifican dentro de la categoria de manejo de la UICN mas apropiada, normalmente

atendiendo a los objetivos de manejo legalmente establecidos. La aplicacion de una categoria de manejo no

prejuzga el grado de eficacia para alcanzar en la practica los objetivos.

Una importante tarea, que se ha llevado a cabo como parte de la preparacion de esta edicion de la Lista de

las Naciones Unidas. ha sido la aplicacion de las nuevas Categorias de Manejo de la UICN. Este sistema fue

introducido por la CMAP en 1994, en el momento de la publicacion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de

Parques Nacionales y Areas Protegidas de 1 994, pero demasiado tarde para que pudiera ser adoptado en esa

edicion.

La aplicacion del nuevo sistema de Categorias de Manejo ha constituido un proceso lento y dificil, que ha

exigido revisar los objetivos de manejo de cada designacion nacional en conexion con los criterios y

directrices establecidos para la aplicacion de las nuevas categorias.

La Base de Datos Comun de Areas Designadas en Europa

En el caso de los paises europeos, se utilize un mecanismo distinto para recopilar informacion. El Consejo

de Europa, la Agencia Europea del Medio Ambiente y el WCMC establecieron una relacion de colaboracion

en cuyo marco convinieron en integrar sus respectivas bases de datos de areas protegidas en una Base de

Datos Comun de Areas Designadas en Europa, que se mantiene actualmente en el WCMC como parte de la

Base de Datos Mundial de Areas Protegidas del Centro, y se actualiza con informacion facilitada por los

Centres Nacionales de Referencia de los Estados miembros de la Agencia Europea del Medio Ambiente a

traves de sus respectivos centros nacionales de coordinacion. El Centro Tematico para la Conservacion de la

Naturaleza de la Agencia interviene directamente en el proceso de convalidacion y actualizacion de los

datos. Esta iniciativa ha permitido contar con datos mas amplios sobre las areas protegidas de Europa, y se

refleja en la presente edicion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas.

Valor de una base de datos mundial de areas protegidas

La compilacion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas constituye el mecanismo fundamental para el

mantenimiento regular de la Base de Datos Mundial de Areas Protegidas del WMCM, y, a su vez, la Lista de

las Naciones Unidas es la principal publicacion generada por esa base de datos. Ademas, tanto el WCMC
como otras muchas instituciones y personas pueden dar otros muchos usos a la Base de Datos.

Dos proyectos recientes del WCMC aclaran algunas de las formas en que ha sido utilizada esta Base de

Datos Mundial de Areas Protegidas. El informe del WCMC Biodiversity Conservation in the Tropics

(WCMC, 1997) hace una evaluacion de la medida en que estan protegidos los habitats en las regiones

tropicales y proporciona orientaciones sobre la atribucion, tanto desde una perspectiva mundial como desde

una perspectiva nacional, de un caracter prioritario a las medidas de conservacion. El estudio Protected

Areas Systems Review of the Indomalayan Reahn (ABC, 1997), financiado por el Banco Mundial, ha

utilizado tambien considerablemente la Base de Datos de Areas Protegidas para identificar algunas areas de

fundamental importancia de Asia Meridional y Asia Sudoriental insuficientemente representadas en las

areas protegidas.

Entre los terceros que utilizan la Base de Datos de Areas Protegidas puede citarse al Institute Mundial

sobre Recursos, que publica cada dos afios resiimenes estadisticos sobre las areas protegidas en sus informes

sobre los recursos mundiales.

La campaiia del Fondo Mundial para la Naturaleza "Basques para la vida" promueve como objetivo la

proteccion del 10% de los bosques del mundo. El monitoreo de los progresos realizados en el logro de ese

objetivo se lleva a cabo utilizando informacion procesada en la Base de Datos de Areas Protegidas del WCMC.

Reserva Natural Estricta: area protegida manejada principalmente con fines cientiflcos

Area terrestre y/o marina que posee algun ecosistema, rasgo geologico o fisiologico y/o especies

destacadas o representativas, destinada principalmente a actividades de investigacioti cienti'fica y/o

monitoreo ambientai.

CATEGORIA lb.

Area Natural Silvestre: area protegida manejada principalmente con flnes de proteccion de la

naturaleza

Vasta superficie de tierra y/o mar no modificada o ligeramente modificada, que conserva su caracter e

influencia natural, no esta habitada de forma permanente o significativa, y se protege y maneja para

preservar su condicion natural.

CATEGORIA II.

Parque Nacional: area protegida manejada principalmente para la conservacion de ecosistemas y
con flnes de recreacion

Area terrestre y/o marina natural, designada para a) proteger la integridad ecologica de uno o mas

ecosistemas para las generaciones actuales y futuras, b) excluir los tipos de explotacion u ocupacion

que sean hostiles al proposito con el cual fue designada el area, y c) proporcionar un marco para

actividades espirituales, cientificas, educativas, recreativas y turi'sticas, actividades que deben ser

compatibles desde el punto de vista ecologico y cultural.

CATEGORIA III.

Monumento Natural: area protegida manejada principalmente para la conservacion de

caracteristicas naturales especiflcas

Area que contiene una o mas caracteristicas naturales o naturales/culturales especificas de valor

destacado o excepcional por su rareza implicita, sus calidades representativas o esteticas o por

importancia cultural.

CATEGORIA IV.

Area de Manejo de Habitat/Especies: area protegida manejada principalmente para la

conservacion, con intervencion a nivel de gestion

Area terrestre y/o marina sujeta a intervencion activa con fines de manejo, para garantizar el

mantenimiento de los habitat y/o satisfacer las necesidades de determinadas especies.

CATEGORIA V.

Paisaje Terrestre y Marino Protegido: area protegida manejada principalmente para la

conservacion de paisajes terrestres y marinos y con fines recreativos

Superficie de tierra, con costas y mares, segiin el caso, en la cual las interacciones del ser humano y la

naturaleza a lo largo de los afios ha producido una zona de caracter definido con importantes valores

esteticos, ecologicos y/o culturales, y que a menudo alberga una rica diversidad biologica.

Salvaguardar la integridad de esta interaccion tradicional es esencial para la proteccion, el

mantenimiento y la evolucion del area.

CATEGORIA VI.

Area Protegida con Recursos Manejados: area protegida manejada principalmente para la

utilizacion sostenible de los ecosistemas naturales

Area que contiene predominantemente sistemas naturales no modificados, que es objeto de actividades

de manejo para garantizar la proteccion y el mantenimiento de la diversidad biologica a largo plazo, y
proporcionar al mismo tiempo un flujo sostenible de productos naturales y servicios para satisfacer las

necesidades de la comunidad.

Para mayor informacion sabre las nuevas categorfas de manejo, los lectores deben consultar

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Centres de Recursos sobre Areas Protegidas

Un hecho digno de destacarse que se ha producido despues de la publicacion de la edicion anterior ha sido el

establecimiento de una amplia gama de fuentes de informacion, incluidas bases de datos nacionales sobre

areas protegidas, a las que puede tenerse acceso en Internet. La necesidad de reunir esas fuentes dispares,

proporcionando asi a los usuarios un interfaz coherente a series de datos a menudo complejas, ha incitado al

WCMC y a la CMAP a formular el concepto de Centros de Recursos sobre Areas Protegidas (PARC), que

proporcionara un marco claro para facilitar la circulacion de informacion entre los encargados del manejo de

sitios, los organismos nacionales encargados de la gestion, las organizaciones y convenios regionales, y la

comunidad intemacional, y reforzara la capacidad de comunicacion e intercambio de informacion de las

redes de areas protegidas, ofreciendo al propio tiempo una fuente de distribucion unica y coherente de

recursos y servicios de informacion sobre areas protegidas. Los PARC son un componente del Sistema de

Informacion sobre Conservacion de la Diversidad Biologica (BCIS) que un consorcio de organizaciones

intemacionales para la conservacion, entre las que figuran la UICN, la CMAP y el WCMC, esta

estableciendo.

Los PARC se estableceran bajo la forma de una red en tres escalones de centros de recursos sobre areas

protegidas a nivel intemacional, regional y local. En cada uno de esos niveles, los centros se estableceran en

instituciones "anfitrionas" adecuadas, que puedan facilitarles el apoyo infraestructural necesario. El PARC
intemacional estara situado en el WCMC, desde donde coordinara y prestara apoyo a la red de PARC
regionales de cada una de las 15 regiones reconocidas por la CMAP.

Se ha hecho piiblica una version para Intemet de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1993 en las paginas

Web del WCMC (http://www.wcmc.org.uk ). y la presente edicion se hard tambien piiblica del mismo modo.

No es posible determinar el uso a que se destina la informacion copiada de Intemet, pero si registrar el

niimero de busquedas. La media mensual de biisquedas en la version de Intemet de la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas de 1993 ha sido de unas 1.000 busquedas o mas, y es muy probable que esa cifra aumente en el

futuro.

Conclusion

El proceso de compilacion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas se ha repetido ya un numero de veces

suficiente para que el grado de confianza en que los datos representan fielmente la situacion de las areas

protegidas del mundo sea elevado. Es inevitable que en un documento de tal magnitud y complejidad haya

algunos errores y omisiones, pero se espera que estos sirvan como estimulo para conseguir una informacion

^ aun mas exacta. Se admiten rectificaciones o actualizaciones, que deben remitirse a:

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Analysis of listed protected areas

The compilation of the UN List provides a unique opportunity to review and summarise the status of the

world's protected areas. The UN List provides a benchmark against which the growing extent of protected

areas and the use of different management categories to meet conservation objectives can be gauged at

national and regional levels.

Extent of the world's protected areas

The 1997 UN List includes a total of 12,754 protected areas which are actually listed in accordance with the

criteria defined in the Introduction. These cover more than 13.2 million square kilometres, equivalent to

more than five million square miles. This is an area greater than the United States, Canada or China and
represents an increase of some 3.9 million square kilometres since the previous edition of the UN List in

1993. However, the basis upon which the UN List has been compiled has changed: whereas in previous

editions all sites in the former lUCN Categories VI, VII and VIII were excluded, the new lUCN Category VI
is included in the 1997 UN List. For this reason, the apparent increase in the world's protected areas estate

needs to be carefully considered.

Approximately one-third of the increase can be attributed to new protected areas established since 1994.

Examples include the vast Ar-Rub'al -Khali Wildlife Management Area in Saudi Arabia, which covers

640,000 square kilometres, and the Arabian Oryx Sanctuary in Oman covering 34,000 square kilometres,

both established in 1994. Significant numbers of protected areas of more than 10,000 square kilometres have
also been created, for example the Little Gobi Strict Protected Area in Mongolia, which was established in

1996, and covers nearly 17,000 square kilometres. In total, some 460 new protected areas greater than 1,000

hectares have been established since the beginning of 1994.

In addition to these newly established sites, the addition of the new Category VI has also increased the

recorded extent of protection, including areas established many years ago. For example, the 1993 UN List

included 988 protected areas established during the five year period from 1970 to 1974. The inclusion of
Category VI protected areas has increased the number of listed protected areas for the same period to 1,187

and increased the recorded area under protection in that period from 1.9 million to 2.4 million square

kilometres.

Coastal and marine protected areas

Protected areas currently cover 8.81% of the world's land area. However, such an apparently simple statistic

should be treated cautiously. The UN List includes a large number of protected areas that include marine

habitats. Consequently, a calculation based on the extent of land area will be inflated by these marine sites.

According to WCMC Protected Areas Database records, 591 entries in the UN List represent sites with at

least some marine element such as open sea, kelpbeds or coral formations, covering 2.3 million square

kilometres. The two largest 'marine' protected areas recorded are the Greenland National Park (972,000

square kilometres) and the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park in Australia (344,800 square kilometres). In fact

the former is very largely terrestrial but has a small marine component, whilst the latter is predominantly

marine in character. Until such time as digital boundary data are available for all protected areas, the use of

simple habitat markers to identify marine areas will inevitably lead to some degree of error in summary
statistics. If all 'marine' protected areas are excluded, the proportion of the world's land area that is

protected falls to 7.28%, or 7.93% if the largely terrestrial Greenland National Park is included.
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Protected areas excluded from the UN List

There are a further 17,596 sites recorded in the WCMC Protected Areas Database which are not listed, due

to them being smaller than the l,000ha minimum size criterion. Annex 1 summarises the total area of all

sites, regardless of size, recorded in the database, giving the number, extent, and proportion of total land

area protected in each lUCN Management Category for each country. For the sake of ease. Categories la and

lb have been merged. Annex 1 indicates that more than 30,000 protected areas have been established

throughout the world, covering a total area of 13.2 million square kilometres. Thus, smaller protected areas

not included in the UN List account for an additional area of only 28,584 square kilometres. These more

numerous small sites raise the overall proportion of the total land area protected from 8.81% to just 8.83%.

Management objectives

Gross statistics such as the total extent of protection do not shed any light on the way in which governments

have adopted the broad protected areas concept to meet a variety of management objectives. The
classification of all sites in the UN List into lUCN Management Categories enables a distinction to be made
between sites that are strictly protected through to those under sustainable use. Table 1 summarises the

number and extent of protected areas in each lUCN Management Category, and their relative proportions of

the total.

Table 1 indicates that Category IV (Habitat/Species Management Area) is by far the most common type of

protected area, comprising 28.4% of all sites. Such sites are managed specifically to maintain the habitat of

significant species or groups of species. Scientific research and education are also typical activities in such

areas, but tourism and other forms of exploitation are generally not a primary management objective.

It should be noted that the total number of Category IV sites was greater in the 1993 UN List (3,808 sites,

representing 39% of sites). The absolute number and the proportion have dropped quite sharply, probably
due to the revised definition stipulating that Category IV sites should be under active management.

The greatest proportion of the area protected (30.25%) is accounted for by sites in lUCN Management
Category II (National Park). These are relatively large, for the greater part in a natural condition, and
managed for recreation and scientific research. Management Category 11 sites accounted for 41 % of the total

area protected in the 1993 UN List, but in this case the absolute area has increased, from 3.8 million square
kilometres in 1993 to nearly four million square kilometres by 1997.
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The most significant innovation in lUCN's revised management category system is the introduction of

Category VI (Managed Resource Protected Area) in recognition of the importance protected areas play in

many rural economies. Whilst being dedicated specifically to biodiversity conservation, such sites

accommodate local people and a degree of sustainable use as an integral part of site management. Category

VI sites account for a remarkably high proportion of the total extent recorded in the UN List (27.25%) and

are more numerous than Category la (Strict Nature Reserve), Category lb (Wilderness Area) or Category III

(Natural Monument) sites. Two of the world's largest protected areas are classified as Category VI, namely

the Ar-Rub'al -Khali Wildlife Management Area in Saudi Arabia and the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park in

Australia. Together, these two sites account for 27% of the total area under this management category. In the

case of the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park, a number of very large permanent zones have been formally

established, which are managed rather more in accordance with Category I or II than Category VI objectives.

Such policies are not reflected in the way that the data are currently managed and analysed.

Growth of the world's protected areas

The continuing growth in the world's protected areas is illustrated in Figures 1 and 2. Figure 1 depicts the

number (line) and total area (bars) of protected areas established in each five year period, commencing in

1900. Protected areas where either the year of establishment is not known (n=l,319), or where the site was

established prior to 1900 (n=50) are not shown. The principle advantage of the non-cumulative graph in

Figure 1 is that it enables the number and extent of new protected areas created in each five-year period to

be clearly distinguished. In the most recent five-year period for which data are complete (1990-1994), the

number of sites established has declined somewhat compared to periods in the previous decade, but the total

area covered by new protected areas is almost as great (2.27 million square kilometres) as the all-time

maximum of 2.33 million square kilometres established in the period 1970-1974, when Greenland National

Park was created (1974). In Figure 2, the columns indicating the cumulative total area protected show little

or no sign of any declining rate of establishment, perhaps contradicting the widely held view that

opportunities to establish new protected areas are diminishing.

These results are indicative of the continuing efforts by governments to establish new protected areas.

Indeed, the final ratification of the Environmental Protection Protocol to the Antarctic Treaty on 16

December 1997, shortly before this edition of the UN List goes to press, is further testimony to such

continuing efforts. Under this Protocol the whole continent of Antarctica and its dependent marine

ecosystems is designated a "natural reserve devoted to peace and science". Although not reflected in this

7997 UN List, the world's protected areas estate has more than doubled as a result of this Protocol.

However, despite such encouraging progress from around the world, good system design to ensure

ecological representativeness and robustness, and an adequate level of investment to provide for effective

management continue to be neglected or sufficiently highly prioritised in many countries.
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Analyse des aires protegees inscrites sur la Liste

La compilation de la Liste des Nations Unies offre roccasion unique d'evaluer et de resumer la situation des

aires protegees de la planete. La Liste des Nations Unies sert de reference pour jauger I'etendue de I'espace

protege et la contribution des differentes categories de gestion aux objectifs de conservation de la nature,

aux niveaux national et regional.

Etendue des aires protegees a I'echelle mondiale

La Liste des Nations Unies de 1997 repertorie 12 754 aires protegees qui satisfont aux criteres decrits dans

r Introduction. Celles-ci couvrent plus de 13,2 millions de kilometres carres - c'est-a-dire plus que les Etats-

Unis, la Chine ou le Canada - ce qui represente une augmentation de 3,9 millions de kilometres carres

depuis I'edition de 1993 de la Liste des Nations Unies. II faut cependant dire que la Liste des Nations Unies

n'est plus compilee sur les memes bases. Dans les editions precedentes, tons les sites correspondant aux

anciennes Categories UICN VI, VII et VIII etaient exclus alors que la nouvelle Categorie UICN VI a ete

integree dans la Liste des Nations Unies de 1997. En consequence, il convient de considerer avec

circonspection I'augmentation apparente du domaine mondial des aires protegees.

Le tiers de cette augmentation environ peut etre attribue a la creation de nouvelles aires protegees depuis

1994. Qu'il s'agisse de regions gigantesques comme I'Aire de gestion de la faune sauvage Ar-Rub'al-Khali,

en Arable saoudite (640 000 km^) et le Sanctuaire de I'Oryx d' Arable a Oman (34 000 km^), tons deux

etablis en 1994 ou de nombreuses aires protegees de plus de 10 000 kilometres carres comme I'Aire

integralement protegee du Petit Gobi, en Mongolie (17 000 km^), creee en 1996, au total, quelque 460

nouvelles aires protegees de plus de 1000 hectares ont vu le jour depuis le debut de 1994.

En integrant a la Liste des Nations Unies la nouvelle Categorie VI qui comprend des aires etablies depuis

de nombreuses annees, on a aussi accru I'etendue du domaine protege. La Liste des Nations Unies de 1993

comprenait 988 aires protegees etablies entre 1970 et 1974. Pour la meme periode, la Liste de 1997 en

compte 1 187 et la superficie protegee passe de 1,9 million a 2,4 millions de kilometres carres.

Aires protegees cotieres et marines

Les aires protegees couvrent actuellement 8,81% de la superficie emergee de la planete. Cependant, la

situation n'est pas aussi simple que ce chiffre le laisse supposer. La Liste des Nations Unies comprend un

grand nombre d' aires protegees qui contiennent des habitats marins. En consequence, a la superficie de

terres emergees il convient d'ajouter celle des sites marins. Selon les dossiers de la Banque de donnees sur

les aires protegees du WCMC, 591 entrees de la Liste des Nations Unies concement des sites qui ont au

moins un element marin - haute mer, lits de varech ou formations coralliennes - couvrant 2,3 millions de

kilometres carres. Les deux plus grandes aires protegees «marines» inscrites sont le Pare national du

Groenland (972 000 km^) et le Pare marin du recif de la Grande-Barriere en Australie (344 800 km^). En

realite, I'element terrestre est nettement dominant dans le premier tandis que le deuxieme est essentiellement

marin. Tant que nous ne disposerons pas de donnees informatisees sur les limites pour toutes les aires

protegees, I'utilisation de simples marqueurs de I'habitat pour identifier les zones marines entrainera

inevitablement des erreurs dans les resumes statistiques. Si Ton exclut toutes les aires «marines», la

proportion de la superficie emergee de la terre qui est protegee tombe a 7,28% ou 7,93% si Ton inclut le

Pare national du Groenland qui est essentiellement terrestre.
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Les aires protegees exclues de la Liste des Nations Unies

La Banque de donnees du WCMC, repertorie 17 596 autres sites qui n'ont pas ete inscrits sur la Liste car ils

comptent moins de 1000 ha et ne satisfont done pas au critere de dimension minimale. L'Annexe 1 resume

la superficie totale de tous les sites, independamment des dimensions, qui se trouvent dans la Banque de

donnees et donne le nombre, Tetendue et la proportion de la superficie emergee totale protegee dans chaque

Categorie UICN de gestion, pour chaque pays. Pour faciliter les choses, les Categories la et lb ont ete

fusionnees. L'Annexe 1 indique que plus de 30 000 aires protegees ont ete creees dans le monde et couvrent,

au total, 13,2 millions de kilometres carres. Les aires protegees qui ne sont pas inscrites sur la Liste des

Nations Unies en raison de leurs petites dimensions ont une superficie totale de 28 584 kilometres carres,

seulement. Elles font passer la proportion totale des terres emergees protegees de 8,81% a tout juste 8,83%.

Objectifs de gestion

Les statistiques generales telles que la superficie totale protegee n'eclairent en rien les raisons pour

lesquelles les gouvemements ont adopte le concept general d'aire protegee pour repondre a divers objectifs

de gestion. Le classement de tous les sites de la Liste des Nations Unies dans les Categories UICN de

gestion permet de distinguer les sites integralement proteges de ceux qui font I'objet d'une utilisation

durable. Le Tableau 1 resume le nombre et I'etendue des aires protegees dans chacune des Categories UICN
de gestion, ainsi que leurs proportions relatives par rapport au total.

Le Tableau 1 montre que la Categorie FV (Aire de gestion des habitats ou des especes) est, de loin, le type

le plus commun d' aires protegees, correspondant a 28,4% de tous les sites. Les sites de cette categorie sont

geres dans le but specifique de preserver I'habitat d'especes ou de groupes d'especes importants. La
recherche scientifique et I'education sont egalement des activites typiques de ces sites, mais le tourisme

ainsi que d'autres formes d'exploitation ne sont generalement pas parmi les objectifs de gestion principaux.

II convient de noter que le nombre total des sites de la Categorie IV etait superieur dans la Liste des
Nations Unies de 1993 (3808 sites, representant 39% des sites). Le nombre absolu et la proportion ont chute

abruptement suite, sans doute, a la revision de la definition qui stipule desormais que les sites de Categorie

rV doivent beneficier d'une gestion active.
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La plus grande proportion de la superficie protegee (30,25%) entre dans la Categorie UICN de gestion 11

(Pare nationaux). Las sites de cette categorie sont relativement vastes, pour la plupart dans un etat naturel et

geres pour les loisirs et la recherche scientifique. Les sites de la Categorie II correspondaient a 41% de toute

la superficie protegee dans la Liste des Nations Unies de 1993. La superficie absolue a augmente pour

passer de 3,8 millions de kilometres carres en 1993 a pres de 4 millions de kilometres carres en 1997.

Dans le systeme revise des Categories UICN de gestion, la principale nouveaute est 1' introduction de la

Categorie VI (Aire protegee de ressources naturelles geree) pour tenir compte du role important que jouent

les aires protegees dans de nombreuses economies rurales. Tout en etant specifiquement consacres a la

conservation de la diversite biologique, ces sites accueillent une population locale et leurs objectifs de

gestion prevoient une utilisation durable. Les sites de la Categorie VI forment une proportion extremement

elevee de la superficie totale inscrite a la Liste des Nations Unies (27,25%) et sont beaucoup plus nombreux

que ceux de la Categorie la (Reserve naturelle integrale), de la Categorie lb (Zone de nature sauvage) ou de

la Categorie IE (Monument naturel). Deux des plus grandes aires protegees du monde se trouvent dans la

Categorie VI, a savoir I'Aire de gestion de la faune sauvage Ar-Rub'al-Khali, en Arabic saoudite et le Pare

marin du recif de la Grande-Barriere en Australie. Ensemble, ees deux sites correspondent a 27% de la

superficie totale elassee dans cette categorie de gestion. Dans le cas du Pare marin du recif de la Grande-

Barriere, un certain nombre de tres grandes zones permanentes sont officiellement etablies et gerees

conformement aux objectifs de la Categorie I ou II plutot que de la Categorie VI. Ce facteur n'est pas reflete

dans I'analyse et la gestion des donnees.

Augmentation du nombre et de la superficie des aires protegees dans le

monde

L' expansion constante des aires protegees mondiales est illustree aux Figures 1 et 2. La Figure 1 decrit le

nombre (lignes) et la superficie totale (barres) des aires protegees etablies pour chaque periode de cinq ans,

depuis 1900. Les aires protegees dont on ignore I'annee d'etablissement (n=1319) ou qui ont ete etablies avant

1900 (n=50) n'y figurent pas. L'avantage principal du graphique non cumulatif de la Figure 1 est qu'il permet

de distinguer nettement le nombre et I'etendue des nouvelles aires protegees creees pour chaque periode de

cinq ans. Dans la plus recente periode de einq ans pour laquelle les donnees sont completes (1990-1994), le

nombre de sites etablis a diminue quelque peu par comparaison aux periodes de la decennie precedente, mats la

superficie totale couverte par les nouvelles aires protegees est sensiblement egale (2,27 millions de kilometres

carres) au maximum (2,33 millions de kilometres carres) etabli dans la periode de 1970-1974, lorsque le Pare

national du Greenland fut cree (1974). A la Figure 2, les colonnes indiquant la superficie totale protegee

montrent peu ou pas du tout de signe de declin du rythme de creation ce qui semble contredire I' opinion

repandue selon laquelle les possibilites de creation de nouvelles aires protegees diminuent.

Les resultats refletent les efforts deployes en permanence par les gouvemements pour ereer de nouvelles

aires protegees. En fait, la ratification du Protocole au Traite de I'Antarctique sur la protection de

I'environnement, le 16 decembre 1997, peu avant que la presente edition de la Liste des Nations Unies ne

parte chez Timprimeur, temoigne une fois encore de tels efforts. Dans le cadre du Protocole, I'ensemble du

continent Antarctique et les ecosystemes marins qui en dependent sont classes «reserve naturelle consacree a

la paix et a la science». Bien que cela ne soit pas reflete dans la Liste des Nations Unies de 1997, le domaine

mondial des aires protegees a plus que double depuis la signature de ce Protocole. Toutefois, malgre les

progres encourageants que Ton peut signaler dans le monde entier, de nombreux pays continuent de negliger

la bonne conception des reseaux, garantissant la representativite et la solidite ecologique des aires protegees,

ainsi que les investissements necessaires pour permettre une gestion efficace.
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Analisis de las areas protegidas incluidas en la lista

La compilacion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas ofrece una oportunidad unica de examinar y resumir la

situacion de las areas protegidas del mundo. La Lista de las Naciones Unidas proporciona un marco de

referencia para calibrar, a nivel regional y nacional, la creciente extension de las areas protegidas y la

utilizacion de las diversas categorias de manejo.

Extension de las areas protegidas del mundo

La Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997 comprende un total de 12.754 areas protegidas, incluidas

actualmente en la Lista de conformidad con los criterios definidos en la Introduccion. Esas areas abarcan

mas de 13.200.000 kilometros cuadrados (mas de cinco millones de millas cuadradas), superficie que es

mayor que la de los Estados Unidos, el Canada o China y que refleja un aumento de 3.900.000 kilometros

cuadrados aproximadamente desde la anterior edicion de la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1993.

No obstante, hay que seiialar que la base sobre la que se compile la Lista de las Naciones Unidas ha

cambiado: en tanto que en las anteriores ediciones no figuraban los sitios de las antiguas Categorias VI, VII

y VIII de la UICN, en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997 esta incluida la nueva Categoria VI de la

UICN. Por ello, es necesario analizar con prudencia el aparente crecimiento de la extension de las areas

protegidas.

Ese crecimiento corresponde, en una tercera parte aproximadamente, a nuevas areas protegidas

establecidas desde 1994. Pueden citarse a este respecto la vasta Area de Manejo Silvestre Ar-Rub'al-Khali

en Arabia Saudita, con una extension de 640.000 kilometros cuadrados, y el Santuario Arabe de Orices en

Oman, con una extension de 34.000 kilometros cuadrados, establecidos ambos en 1994. Se han creado

ademas gran niimero de areas protegidas de mas de 10.000 kilometros cuadrados, como el Area Protegida

Estricta del Pequefio Gobi en Mongolia, establecida en 1996 y con una superficie de cerca de 17.000

kilometros cuadrados. En total, se han establecido desde principios de 1994 unas 460 areas protegidas

nuevas de mas de 1 .000 hectareas de extension.

Aparte de la inclusion de esos nuevos sitios establecidos, la incorporacion de la Categoria VI ha

incrementado la extension registrada de las areas protegidas, incluidas areas protegidas establecidas hace

muchos afios. Por ejemplo, en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1993 figuraban 988 areas protegidas

establecidas en el periodo quinquenal 1970-1974. La inclusion de las areas protegidas de la Categoria VI ha

elevado a 1.187 el numero de areas protegidas de ese periodo incluidas en la Lista y ha incrementado la

superficie registrada que era ya objeto de proteccion en ese periodo de 1,9 a 2,4 millones de kilometros

cuadrados.

Areas protegidas costeras y marinas

Las areas protegidas abarcan actualmente el 8,81% de la superficie terrestre del mundo. Sin embargo, es

necesario utilizar con prudencia ese dato estadistico aparentemente sencillo. En la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas figura un gran numero de areas protegidas que incluyen habitats marinos. En consecuencia, esos

sitios marinos incrementan artificialmente los resultados de un calculo basado en la extension de la

superficie terrestre. Segiin los ficheros de la Base de Datos de Areas Protegidas del WCMC, 591 entradas de

la Lista de las Naciones Unidas corresponden a sitios en los que hay al menos algun elemento marino, como
mar abierto, lechos de laminarias o formaciones de coral, y cuya extension total es de 2,3 millones de

kilometros cuadrados. Las dos mayores areas protegidas "marinas" son el Parque Nacional de Groenlandia

(972.000 kilometros cuadrados) y el Parque Marino del Arrecife de la Gran Barrera en Australia (344.800

kilometros cuadrados). En realidad, la primera de ellas es un area en gran medida terrestre, en tanto que el

caracter de la segunda es predominantemente marino. Hasta que no se disponga de datos digitales de los

limites de todas las areas protegidas, la utilizacion de simples indicadores de habitat para identificar las
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areas marinas llevara aparejada inevitablemente un cierto grado de error en los resumenes estadi'sticos. Si se

excluyen todas las areas marinas protegidas, el porcentaje de la superficie terrestre protegida es el 7,28% (o

el 7,93% si se incluye el Parque Nacional de Groenlandia, que es un area predominantemente terrestre).

Areas protegidas no incluidas en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas

Hay otros 17.596 sitios registrados en la Base de Datos de Areas Protegidas del WCMC que no figuran en la

Lista, porque su tamafio es inferior a las 1 .000 hectareas que requiere el criterio del tamaiio minimo. En el

Anexo 1 se indica la superficie total de todos los sitios registrados en la base de datos, sea cual sea su

tamafio, especificando para cada pais el numero de sitios, la extension y el porcentaje de la superficie

protegida total que corresponden a cada una de las Categorias de Manejo de la UICN. Para facilitar la

consulta, se han refundido las Categorias la y lb. El Anexo 1 indica que se han establecido en todo el mundo

mas de 30.000 areas protegidas, con una superficie total de 13.200.000 kilometres cuadrados. Por

consiguiente, las areas protegidas de menor tamafio no incluidas en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas solo

representan una superficie adicional de 28.584 kilometros cuadrados. Esos pequenos sitios, mas numerosos,

elevan el porcentaje global que representa la superficie total de las areas protegidas del 8,81 al 8,83%.

Objetivos de manejo

Los datos estadi'sticos simples, como la extension total de las areas protegidas, no arrojan ninguna luz sobre

la forma en que los gobiemos han adoptado el concepto amplio de areas protegidas para alcanzar una serie

de objetivos de manejo. La clasificacion de todos los sitios incluidos en la Lista de las Naciones Unidas en

las Categorias de Manejo de la UICN permite establecer una distincion entre los diversos sitios, desde los

sitios estrictamente protegidos hasta aquellos objeto de una utilizacion sostenible. El Cuadro 1 resume el

numero y la extension de las areas protegidas dentro de cada una de las Categorias de Manejo de la UICN,
asi como el porcentaje que representan del total.

El Cuadro 1 indica que el tipo mas comun de area protegida es, con mucho, el correspondiente a la

Categoria IV (Area de Manejo de Habitat/Especies), a la que pertenece el 28,4% de todos los sitios. El

objetivo especifico de manejo de esos sitios es mantener el habitat de especies o grupos de especies

significativos. La investigacion cienti'fica y la educacion son tambien actividades tipicas en esas areas, pero

por regla general otras formas de explotacion no constituyen un objetivo primario de manejo.

Habria que senalar que el numero total de sitios de la Categoria IV era mayor en la Lista de las Naciones

Unidas de 1993 (3.808 sitios, el 39% de todos los sitios). Tanto el numero de sitios de esa Categoria como el

porcentaje del numero de sitios de todas las Categorias que representa han experimentado una reduccion

bastante sensible, debido probablemente a que, de conformidad con la definicion revisada, los sitios de la

Categoria IV deben ser objeto de una intervencion activa con fines de manejo.

El mayor porcentaje de la superficie protegida (el 30,25%) corresponde a los sitios de la Categoria de

Manejo II (Parque Nacional). Se trata de sitios relativamente extensos, en su mayor parte en estado natural y

manejados para actividades recreativas e investigaciones cientificas. Los sitios protegidos de la Categoria de

Manejo n representaban el 41% de la superficie total de las areas protegidas incluidas en la Lista de las

Naciones Unidas de 1993, pero en este caso su extension ha aumentado en cifras absolutas, pasando de 3,8

millones de kilometres cuadrados en 1993 a cerca de cuatro millones de kilometros cuadrados en 1997.

La innovacion mas significativa del sistema revisado de categon'as de manejo de la UICN es la

introduccion de la Categoria VI (Area Protegida con Recursos Manejados) como reflejo del reconocimiento

del importante papel que las areas protegidas tienen en muchas economias rurales. Estos sitios, aunque estan

especificamente destinados a la conservacion de la diversidad biologica, dan acogida a la poblacion local y

admiten en cierto grado la utilizacion sostenible como parte del manejo del sitio. Los sitios de la Categoria

VI representan un porcentaje considerablemente elevado de la extension total registrada en la Lista de las

Naciones Unidas (el 27,25%) y son mas numerosos que los sitios de la Categoria la (Reserva Natural

Estricta), de la Categoria lb (Area Natural Silvestre) o de la Categoria HI (Monumento Natural). Dos de las

mayores areas protegidas del mundo, el Area de Manejo Silvestre Ar-Rub'al- Khali, en Arabia Saudita, y el

Parque Marino del Arrecife de la Gran Barrera, en Australia, estan clasificadas en la Categoria VI. En

conjunto, esos dos sitios representan el 27% de la superficie total de las areas clasificadas en esa categoria

de manejo. En el caso del Parque Marino del Arrecife de la Gran Barrera, se han establecido oficialmente

varias zonas permanentes muy grandes, cuyo manejo responde mas a los objetivos de las Categon'as I o II

que a los de la Categoria VI. Esas politicas no se reflejan en el tratamiento y analisis que se da actualmente a

los datos.

Expansion de las areas protegidas del mundo

Las Figuras 1 y 2 muestran la expansion continua de las areas protegidas del mundo. La Figura 1 representa

el numero (linea) y la superficie total (barras) de las areas protegidas establecidas en cada periodo de cinco

anos, a partir de 1900. Las areas protegidas de las que se desconoce el ano de establecimiento (n=1.319) o

establecidas antes de 1900 (n=50) no estan incluidas. La ventaja que supone en principio la representacion

grafica no acumulativa de la Figura 1 es que permite distinguir claramente el numero y la extension de las

nuevas areas protegidas creadas en cada periodo de cinco afios. En el ultimo periodo de cinco afios respecto

del que se dispone de datos completes (1990-1994), el numero de sitios establecidos ha experimentado una

cierta disminucion con respecto al de los establecidos en periodos del decenio anterior, pero la superficie

total que abarcan las nuevas areas protegidas es casi tan grande (2,27 millones de kilometros cuadrados)

como la superficie maxima de todos los tiempos (2,33 millones de kilometros cuadrados de areas

establecidas) del periodo 1970-1974, en el que se creo el Parque Nacional de Groenlandia (1974). En la

Figura 2, las columnas que representan la superficie total protegida acumulada muestran pocos o ningun

signo de que haya habido una disminucion de la tasa de establecimiento, lo que tal vez este en contradiccion

con la opinion bastante generalizada de que las oportunidades de establecer nuevas areas protegidas estan

disminuyendo.

Los resultados expuestos indican que los gobiemos siguen esforzandose por establecer nuevas areas

protegidas. De hecho, la ratificacion definitiva del Protocolo sobre Proteccion Ambiental del Tratado

Antartico el 16 de diciembre de 1997, poco antes de que se enviara a la imprenta esta edicion de la Lista de

las Naciones Unidas, constituye un testimonio mas de esos continues esfuerzos. En ese Protocolo se designa

"reserva natural dedicada a la paz y a la ciencia" a todo el continente antartico. Como resultado de este

Protocolo, la extension de la superficie protegida del mundo se ha duplicado con creces, aunque este hecho

no se refleja en esta Lista de las Naciones Unidas de 1997. No obstante, a pesar de esos progresos

alentadores en todo el mundo, en muchos pai'ses sigue sin darse importancia o sin atribuirse suficiente

prioridad a un diseno adecuado del sistema que asegure su representatividad ecologica y su solidez y a un

nivel suficiente de inversiones que haga posible un manejo eficaz.

Biosphere Reserves

Biosphere reserves are areas of terrestrial and coastal/marine ecosystems which are internationally

recognized under UNESCO's Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme. They are designed to promote and

demonstrate a balanced relationship between people and nature. They are nominated by national

governments and remain under the sovereign jurisdiction of the States where they are situated.

The definition, criteria, and designation procedure of biosphere reserves are set out in the Statutory

Framework adopted by the UNESCO General Conference in 1995. The Seville Strategy for Biosphere

Reserves identifies objectives for biosphere reserves at the site, national and international levels. Many of the

sites in the following list have been designated for over ten years and hence are subject to the Periodic

Review foreseen under Article 9 of the Statutory Framework. This Review aims to encourage the authorities

concerned to revise their biosphere reserves in the light of the Statutory Framework. Biosphere reserves form

a World Network for promoting co-operative research and monitoring as well as exchanges of information.

A key element of this Network is the development of strong regional sub-networks.

Reserves de la Biosphere

Les reserves de biosphere sont des aires portant sur des ecosystemes terrestres et cotiers/marins reconnues au

niveau international dans le cadre du programme sur I'Homme et la Biosphere (MAB). Elles sont beaucoup

plus que de simples aires protegees puisque leur objectif est de promouvoir et de demontrer une relation

equilibree entre les populations et leur environnement. Elles sont proposees par les gouvemements nationaux

et demeurent sous la juridiction souveraine des Etats oti elles sont sitiuees.

La definition, les criteres et la procedure de designation des reserves de biosphere sont precises dans le

Cadre statutaire adopte par la Conference generale de I'UNESCO en 1995. La Strategie de Seville pour les

reserves de biosphere definit des objectifs pour les reserves de biosphere a differents niveaux, celui des sites,

le niveau national et international. Beaucoup des sites qui figurent sur la liste ci-dessous ont ete designes

depuis plus de dix ans et doivent done faire I'objet de I'examen periodique prevu a I'article 9 du Cadre

statutaire. Cet examen vise a encourager les autorites concemees a revoir leurs reserves de biosphere a la

lumiere des principes du Cadre statutaire. Les Reserves de biosphere forment un Reseau mondial afin de

promouvoir la recherche en cooperation, la surveillance continue et I'echange d' informations. Un element-

cle de ce Reseau est la constitution de sous-reseaux regionaux tres actifs.

Reservas de la Biosfera

Las Reservas de Biosfera son zonas de ecosistemas terrestres o costeros/marinos, o una combinacion de los

mismos, reconocidas en el piano intemacional como tales en el marco del Programa sobre el Hombre y la

Biosfera (MAB) de la UNESCO. Las Reservas de Biosfera son mucho mas que simples zonas protegidas

dado que son designadas para promover y demostrar una relacion equilibrada entre las poblaciones y la

naturaleza. Las Reservas de Biosfera son propuestas por los gobiemos nacionales y quedan bajo la soberania

de los estados donde estan ubicadas.

La definicion, criterios y el procedimiento de designacion de las Reservas de Biosfera estan establecidos en

el Marco Estatutorio adoptado en 1995 por la Conferencia General de la UNESCO. La Estrategia de Sevilla

para las Reservas de Biosfera identifica los objetivos de las Reservas de Biosfera a niveles de reserva

individual, nacional e intemacional. Muchas de las Reservas de Biosfera indicadas en la siguiente lista han

sido designadas hace mas de diez afios y, en consecuencia, son objeto de un Revision Periodica prevista bajo

el Arti'culo 9 del Marco Estatutorio. El proposito de esta Revision Periodica es el de incitar a las autoridades

pertinentes a revisar sus Reservas de Biosfera segiin los criterios establecidos por el Marco Estatutorio.

It places general obligations on

contracting party states relating to the conservation of wetlands throughout their territories, with special

obligations pertaining to those wetlands which have been designated to the List of Wetlands of International

Importance.

Each State Party is obliged to list at least one site. Wetlands are defined by the convention as: areas of

marsh, fen, peatland or water, whether natural or artificial, permanent or temporary, with water that is static

or flowing, fresh, brackish or salt, including areas of marine waters, the depth of which at low tide does not

exceed six metres.

Asigna

obligaciones generales a los Estados contratantes con relacion a la conservacion de humedales a lo largo de

sus territorios, con obligaciones especiales hacia aquellos humedales que han sido designados en la Lista de

Humedales de Importancia Intemacional.

Cada Estado esta en la obligacion de listar por lo menos un sitio. Los humedales estan definidos por la

convencion como: extensiones de marismas, pantanos, turberas o aguas de regimen natural o artificial,

permanentes o temporales, estancadas o corrientes, dulces, salobres o saladas, incluyendo las extensiones de

agua marina cuya profundidad en marea baja no exceda de seis metros.

A total of

1,470 SPAs have been established, of which those larger than l,000ha are listed below. All SPAs form part

of NATURA 2000, the EU network of protected areas.
